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ETCHS GOLF HANDBOOK
Golf is a challenging, humbling, and rewarding game. My goal is for each golfer at ETCHS to develop a lifelong love of the sport, improve his/her skill level, and compete at UIL District. Most importantly, I want each student-athlete to become an honorable and hard-working young adult. We will demonstrate this every day in practice and in meets.

High school golf allows golfers to compete as individuals and as a team. The expectation is that every player will work hard and dedicate significant time and energy to improving his/her golf game.

Golf is ultimately an individual sport that requires an extremely high skill level to perform under pressure. In order to improve your skill level, you must be willing to work on your own. Players are highly encouraged to work on their game at home and in the off-season.

All golfers are expected to be respectful to employees, patrons, and others when practicing at Alpine Golf Course and Alpine Target Center. We are guests at their facilities. They have the right to refuse our access at any time. In addition, ETCHS golfers should take pride in their home course and treat it respectfully, leaving it in better condition than they found it from day to day.

Fall Practice

We will have practice two days a week after second session is released. I will be at Alpine Target Center from 3:15-4:30 p.m. on those days. All golfers are encouraged to attend both days but are not required. Golfers are not required to stay the entire length of the practice if family matters do not allow. Transportation to and from the course is not provided by ETCHS.

Things to remember:
1. You need to choose 2 out of 4 practices to attend each week.
2. Always sign in at the pro shop at the driving range or golf course.
3. Remember to study the USGA Rules of Golf. There is a free app that you can download to your phone or tablet.

Competitive Play
The roster for tournaments will be chosen based on observations during practice, qualifying scores, attitude, attendance, coach-ability and work ethic. The top five players will travel to each varsity meet, where the top four scores “count” toward the team total. To be considered for meets, a golfer must be able to keep his/her own score accurately, shoot a competitive score and have a basic understanding of the rules and etiquette of golf.

Tournament Expectations
1. All golfers will wear the team shirt and pullover when needed. No jeans will be permitted tournaments. In cold/wet weather, wind/rain pants may be worn. All clothing must meet the school dress code.
2. Golfers will be expected to have plenty of golf balls, tees, and a ball marker/coin for meet play. Optional equipment suggestions include: rain gear, umbrella, sunscreen, lip balm, glove, Band-Aids, water bottle, rule book, high protein snacks, and a divot repair tool.
3. All golfers will ride to meets with the team in a school vehicle.
4. All golfers will be expected to remain at the site of the meet until all of their teammates have finished and scores are posted. Students may leave with parents after being signed out.
5. Each golfer will play with honor and integrity. Any player caught cheating will be disqualified from the meet and be suspended for one additional meet. The second time a player is caught cheating he/she will be dropped from the team.








Parental Involvement

Parents are strongly encouraged to support the team during home and away tournaments.In order to avoid penalizing any players, please be aware of the list below. Parents are NOT allowed to (USGA Rule 8):

1. Take and/or give any equipment to/from any golfer at any time.
2. Give any advice to players (how to play a hole, what club to hit, etc.)
3. Make any rulings or give advice on a rule.
4. Assist in players keeping score.
5. Touch a player’s golf ball while it is in play.
Parents are allowed to encourage their players, along with all competitors, as well as assist in finding lost balls. Spectators are allowed to walk the course as long as they don’t interfere with play. Some courses allow carts to be rented to follow players. Carts should not be a distraction or interfere with play.

Golf Etiquette

Every player is expected to use proper golf etiquette at all times throughout the season. This includes safe and fast play, proper care of the golf course, and common courtesy. Use this summary as a guideline:
1. Rake all bunkers (We don’t have any bunkers at Alpine Golf Course).
2. Replace all divots.
3. On greens - repair all ball marks and spike marks. Be careful walking on the greens, especially near the hole.
4. Leave the course, particularly the greens, in better condition than you found them.

Safety/ Courtesy

1. Be careful when you swing a club, whether in practice or in play. Always be aware of
people around you.
2. Don’t play until the group in front of you is out of the way.
3. Don’t move, talk, or stand close to or directly behind a player making a stroke.
4. Observe all rules including who has the honor or is first to play.
5. Play without delay. Slow play is a huge aggravation. Leave the putting green as soon as all players in your group have holed out. Write scores on the next tee box. Limit practice swing to ONE.
6. Invite faster groups to play through.
7. Don’t step on the line of another player’s putt.
8. If you finish first in your group, grab the flag and make sure to place it carefully in an upright position when the last person putts-out.
9. Never place your bag on the putting surface.
