Students who are gifted have learning needs that go beyond what is traditionally offered in the regular classroom. 

	Journalism
	Grades 6-8
	In this course, students will learn about and work with technology including computers, software, cameras to create the school yearbook.  Students will also tap into their creative side to make art come alive on each page.  Students will need to work in collaborative teams to plan and execute the process needed to ensure the yearbook captures the special moments throughout the school year.

	Orientation to Health Science Professions
	Grade 8
	In this newly offered elective, students will learn about various medical fields, how to conduct basic wellness checks, learn about various diseases, and gain exposure to other medical science experiences.

	No experience required. Students with little or no instrumental experience develop foundational instrumental technique, foundational music literacy, and aesthetic musical awareness through rehearsal, performance, and study of high-quality band literature.

	Grade 6
	Students will develop performance techniques, ear training, music fundamentals, bowing, and posture while performing a wide variety of string music. 

	Chorus 1
	Grade 6
	Students will develop healthy vocal technique, critical thinking, teamwork, and music literacy through a variety of music literature and performances. 

	Band 2


*Must have successfully completed Band 1.
	Grade 7
	Students with previous band experience build on instrumental technique, music literacy, and aesthetic response through rehearsal, performance, and study of a variety of high-quality band literature. Instrumentalists expand their knowledge of music notation, music theory, sound production, and personal and group rehearsal strategies. 

	Orchestra 2

*Must have successfully completed Orchestra 1.
	Grade 7
	Students who have some previous orchestral experience focus on the development of instrumental technique, musical literacy, performance skills, and increasing aesthetic awareness through study, rehearsal, and performance of a variety of high-quality orchestra literature. 

	Chorus 2

*Must have successfully completed Chorus 1.
	Grade 7
	All levels are accepted. Students will develop and expand vocal, technical, musical and ensemble skills through rehearsal, performance, and the study of high-quality choral literature. 

	Band 3


*Must have successfully completed Band 2.
	Grade 8
	One or more years of Band experience. Students with previous band experience expand on their instrumental technique, music literacy, and aesthetic response through rehearsal, performance, and study of a variety of intermediate-level, high-quality band literature. Instrumentalists extend their knowledge of music notation and theory, sound production, and personal and group rehearsal strategies. 

	Orchestra 3


*Must have successfully completed Orchestra 2.
	Grade 8
	One or more years of Orchestra experience. Students with previous orchestra experience expand on their instrumental technique, music literacy, and aesthetic response through rehearsal, performance, and study of a variety of intermediate-level, high-quality band literature. Instrumentalists extend their knowledge of music notation and theory, sound production, and personal and group rehearsal strategies. 

	Chorus 3


*Must have successfully completed Chorus 2.
	Grade 8
	This year-long, formative class, designed for students with previous participation in a school chorus who have basic knowledge of note-reading and vocal technique, concentrates on providing students opportunities to strengthen existing skills in critical listening, vocal techniques, and ensemble performance using high-quality three- and four-part choral literature. Rehearsals focus on gaining independence in music literacy and aesthetic engagement through critical listening and thinking skills. 













Department: Visual Arts

	Visual Art 1
	Grade 6
	Students are introduced to the rigor and routine of the art production process including planning, producing, and reflecting on art.  With an emphasis on studio arts, students explore a wide range of 2D and 3D media, skills and techniques, as related to contemporary and historical art perspectives.  Projects may include but not be limited to:  drawing, painting, printmaking, collage, mixed media, pottery, and sculpture. 

	2-D Studio Art 1 and 3-D Studio Art 1
	Grades 7-8
	In Visual Art 2, students explore contemporary and historical art themes using 2D and 3D media, skills and techniques. Projects may include but are not limited to drawing, painting, printmaking, collage, mixed media, ceramics, and sculpture. In 2D Art 2, students will continue to develop their technical artistic skills through an intensive study of 2D art mediums, including: drawing, painting, printmaking, collage, and digital art. 

	3-D Studio Art 2 and Digital Art and Design

	Grades 7-8
	Students explore the fundamental concepts, terminology, techniques, and applications of digital imaging to create original work. Students produce digital still and/or animated images through use of computers, digital cameras, digital video cameras, photo editing software, and drawing and painting software. Through the critique process, students evaluate and respond to their own work and that of their peers to measure artistic growth. This course incorporates hands-on activities, the 
use of technology, and consumption of art materials.

	Computer Applications of Business
	Grade 6
	In this semester course, students will familiarize themselves with the computer, digital, and information technology skills necessary for success in their future academic and occupational goals. The content includes, but is not limited to, digital technologies associated with web development, multimedia, word processing, spreadsheet, database, Internet communications, cybersecurity, and computer programming. 

	Coding Fundamentals
	Grades 7-8
	A full year course which offers students a hands-on experience with the coding language Python. Using Learning.com, we can write basic code, create and manipulate sprites, and change the backgrounds and features of the programs. We also learn the basics of HTML and basic website building. 

	Digital Information Technology

*High School Credit Class
	Grade 8
	This core course is designed to provide a basic overview of current business and information systems and trends, and to introduce students to fundamental skills required for today's business and academic environments.  Emphasis is placed on developing fundamental computer skills.  The intention of this course is to prepare students to be successful both personally and professionally in an information-based society.  Digital Information Technology includes the exploration and use of: databases, the internet, social media, spreadsheets, presentation applications, management of personal information and email, word processing and document manipulation, HTML, web page design, and the integration of these programs using software that meets industry standards.
