· A District Office Director will coordinate, guide, and support participating schools with parent/community involvement programs and practices.  
· Parents will be encouraged to play an integral role in helping their child learn at home and school.  
· Parents will be included in the planning process for parental involvement programming.

 Claymont Elementary will take the following actions to build the ability for strong parent involvement in schools to improve student academic achievement and school performance:  

· Parents will receive help understanding federal and state educational goals, state content and student performance standards, assessments, and working with educators.  
· Learning opportunities for parents to increase knowledge of the school curriculum, use of technology, child development, child rearing, and mental health, as much as possible, will be provided.
