His roots were deep with grandparents, aunts, uncles and cousins all living throughout the area. He grew up swimming competitively from the age of 11 and still holds the tri-county record for 11-12 Boys 50 Meter Free. 7 years later, Johnny attended the College of Charleston and became a part of their Swim Team.  
 
Johnny had a surplus of family in the city but found another family in college. He was a member of the Sigma Chi Fraternity on campus. The friends he made in college became lifelong. He graduated as a double major in Business and Spanish. However, he developed his true passion in the city of Charleston itself through acting. Johnny received a role as an extra on Army Wives that was being filmed locally. He fell in love with storytelling. He never wanted to be famous, but to simply make a living out of something he loved. 
 
Right after graduation, Johnny moved cross-country to Los Angeles, California to hone his craft. 
From there, he created a remarkable body of work as an actor appearing on Criminal Minds, USS Indianapolis, Siberia, NCIS, Supercell and more. His most notable role was starring as Brando Corbin on General Hospital.  
 
Outside of theatre, Johnny enjoyed being in nature. Specifically rock climbing, hiking and even storm chasing. He grew into an accountable man that lived his life with pride. He obtained nearly 7 years of sobriety. He kept in touch with people, looked them in the eye and was truly present. He volunteered with local elementary schools and homeless shelters. Johnny recognized the importance of service to his community by donating his time and energy to so many in need. Forever leaving an everlasting mark on this world. 
 
On May 25, 2024, Johnny Wactor was murdered while heroically shielding his coworker. His loss has been felt by his family, his friends and the worldwide community of his fans. During his 37 years of life, Johnny is remembered as a good person who made his loved one’s lives better. He remains an example of how to live life with non-negotiable integrity and grit.
