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Background & Purpose

House Bill 12-1238, the Colorado Reading to Ensure Academic Development Act (Colorado READ Act) was passed by the Colorado Legislature during the 2012 legislative session. Interim, diagnostic, and summative assessments are a required part of the READ Act and are to be administered to students in grades K-3. The READ Act requires that at least one interim, diagnostic and summative assessment shall be available in Spanish. Districts and schools must choose from the approved list for their use of assessments to meet the requirements of the READ Act.

The main purpose of K-3 assessments in the Colorado READ Act is to identify students who have a significant reading deficiency and to screen students for characteristics of dyslexia in grades K-3. 
Interim assessments are administered to all students three times each school year. Those students identified as having a significant reading deficiency must then have diagnostic assessments administered to pinpoint those students’ identified area(s) of weakness and provide in-depth information about students’ skills and instructional needs. Students identified with a significant reading deficiency are required to have an intervention plan called READ Plan. The students’ READ Plan will include targeted, scientifically based or evidence-based intervention instruction to address and remediate the students’ specific identified reading skill deficiencies. Then, once instruction has begun, teachers must use progress monitoring assessments to determine whether students are making adequate progress and to determine whether instruction needs to be adjusted. 
READ Act Assessments must screen for characteristics of dyslexia, including phonological processing, phonemic awareness, the alphabetic principle, encoding and word-decoding skills, letter naming, oral reading fluency, and rapid automatized naming. C.R.S. 22-7-1209(2.5)(a)(II). The Colorado Department of Education is conducting reviews of interim, diagnostic, and summative assessments for consideration of approval to be included on the READ Act Approved Assessments list. 

The purpose of this Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply is to solicit interest from assessment vendors seeking inclusion on the 2026 Read Act Colorado State Board of Education Approved List of Assessments, pursuant to C.R.S. 22-7-1209. Vendors must submit this Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply to receive an application for the entire review process.  A submitted Letter of Intent does not obligate the vendor to apply. Additionally, this Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply does not guarantee a full review as reviews will be subject to meet the criteria outlined in the application, to be released March 2, 2026.

The State Board of Education approved list will be available to Colorado schools and school districts via the Colorado Department of Education’s website: READ Act Approved Assessments.
Inclusion on the READ Act Approved Assessments list does not include a provision for the expenditure of state funds to providers on the list, and there is no guarantee that providers will be selected by schools/districts. The state may revise its criteria over time as needed.

The purpose of this Advisory List Review Submission is to solicit interim, diagnostic, and summative assessment products for inclusion on the READ Act Approved Assessments list, pursuant to C.R.S. 22-7-1209. This is not a competitive process and will be used to provide an advisory list for Colorado school districts.  

ALL VENDORS CURRENTLY ON THE CDE ADVISORY LIST FOR ASSESSMENTS MUST REAPPLY
Requirements
Eligibility Criteria
The READ Act Assessment Review is conducted in two parts: Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply and Part II – Assessment Review. Only those vendors that have completed the Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply and have been invited to submit a Part II – Assessment Review application will be reviewed during 2026 READ Act Assessment Review process. Completion of Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply does not guarantee a vendor will be approved. Vendors meeting Part I - Letter of Intent to Apply must still complete the Part II – Assessment Review and be approved before final inclusion in the READ Act Approved Assessments list. Assessments that meet the Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply criteria will receive the Part II – Assessment Review application by email from CDE. 
Statutory Requirements
Pursuant to C.R.S. 22-7-1209 (2), the department shall review and recommend to the state board reading assessments, including interim, summative, and diagnostic assessments, for kindergarten and first, second, and third grades that, at a minimum, meet the criteria specified in subsections (2)(a)(II) and (2.5) of this section. Following action by the state board to approve reading assessments, the department shall create a list of the approved reading assessments for kindergarten and first, second, and third grades for use by local education providers.
The department shall ensure that:
(A) Each of the recommended reading assessments is evidence-based or scientifically based and is aligned with the preschool through elementary and secondary education standards for reading adopted by the state board;
(B) Each of the recommended reading assessments is valid and reliable and proven to effectively and accurately measure students' reading skills in the areas of phonemic awareness; phonics; vocabulary development; reading fluency, including oral skills; and reading comprehension;
(C) Each of the recommended reading diagnostics is proven to accurately identify students' specific reading skill deficiencies;
(D) At least one of the recommended reading assessments for kindergarten and first, second, and third grades is normed for the performance of students who speak Spanish as their native language, which assessment is available in both English and Spanish; and
(E) The list of recommended reading assessments and reading diagnostics includes at least one assessment and one diagnostic that a student can complete using pencil and paper rather than using a computer. (C.R.S. 22-7-1209 (2)(II))
The department may recommend interim assessments that include a universal dyslexia screener. Each of the recommended interim assessments must be developmentally appropriate, economical, and efficient to administer. Each recommended interim assessment that includes a universal dyslexia screener must meet the following criteria:
(a) In the identification of students who are at risk of reading difficulties:
(I) Accurately and reliably identify students who are at risk of reading failure or reading
disorders; and
(II) Directly measure reading competency skills, including, but not limited to:
(A) Phonological and phonemic awareness;
(B) The alphabetic principle;
(C) Encoding and word-decoding skills;
(D) Letter naming;
(E) Oral reading fluency; and
(F) Rapid automatized naming;
(b) Meet validity and reliability standards by:
(I) Using norm-referenced and criterion-based scores that include, at a minimum:
(A) Validity and reliability measures for grade-level, skill-specific subtests;
(B) Grade-level, skill-specific validity measures, including concurrent validity, predictive validity, and classification accuracy;
(C) Grade-level reliability measures, including test-retest reliability, interrater reliability if the assessment is not computer adaptive, and alternate form reliability; and
(D) Evidence that the assessment is normed and validated using a contemporary multicultural and multilanguage sample of students, with outcome data for students whose home language is a language other than English, as well as students who are native English speakers;
(II) Ensuring the assessment includes a publicly available technical manual; and
(III) Ensuring the publicly available technical manual includes cutoff points for risk,
based on research correlating specific skill scores at designated time points with future reading
outcomes;
(c) Encourage data-driven instructional decision-making by:
(I) Providing universal screening assessment results that allow teachers to determine
whether a student is below research-based cutoff points for risk on a composite score and individual subtests;
(II) Permitting the use of subtest scores and risk cutoff points in the selection of
diagnostic or formative assessments to further evaluate reading competency skills and inform differentiated instruction; and
(III) Enabling educators to use universal screening assessment data to guide subsequent assessment and instructional decisions;
(d) Promote efficient administration and follow-up by:
(I) Minimizing student assessment time;
(II) Providing reliable alternate forms for progress monitoring;
(III) Including timed subtests to measure automaticity and fluency;
(IV) Avoiding redundancy in administration and scoring; and
(V) Supplying guidance and resources for educators regarding how to:
(A) Administer the assessment, interpret results, and explain results to families, including in students' primary languages; and
(B) Determine further educational strategies, assessments, diagnostics, and potential interventions that are specific to each type of student result that may be effective for the specific needs of an individual student and that reflect a tiered interventions model aligned with the multi-tiered systems of supports. (C.R.S. 22-7-1209 (2.5))
READ Act Rule (1 CCR 301-92, 9.1) includes provisions for approved interim assessments. “In choosing approved interim reading assessments, the following criteria are considered: 
(1) whether the assessment is rated highly by the Department’s external evaluator; 
(2) it must meet all statutory criteria; 
(3) whether indicators that screen for the characteristics of dyslexia are imbedded into the assessment; 
(4) whether there is a Spanish version of the assessment that is normed for the performance of students who speak Spanish as their native language; and 
(5) whether there is a paper and pencil version.”

READ Act Assessment Definitions
Assessments in the Colorado READ Act are meant to identify “students with a significant reading deficiency” in grades K-3.  Interim assessments are administered to all K-3 students throughout the school year.  Those students identified as having a “significant reading deficiency” must then have diagnostic assessment(s) administered to pinpoint those students’ specific area(s) of weakness in reading and provide in-depth information about students’ skills and instructional needs.  Students identified with a significant reading deficiency are required to have an intervention plan called READ Plan.  The students’ READ Plan will include targeted, scientifically based or evidence-based intervention instruction to address and remediate the students’ specific diagnosed “reading skill deficiencies”.  Then, once instruction has begun, teachers must use progress-monitoring assessments to determine whether students are making adequate progress and to determine whether instruction needs to be adjusted.
Assessment Types:
· Diagnostic Assessment: A state board approved assessment which schools are required to use for students identified through screening as possibly having a significant reading deficiency so as to pinpoint a student’s specific area(s) of weakness and provide in-depth information about students’ skills and instructional needs. (1 CCR 301-92, 2.07)
· Interim Assessment: A universal screening assessment administered to all students to identify those who may experience lower than expected reading outcomes who may be at risk for reading challenges. (1 CCR 301-92, 2.18) 
Interim assessments are a required part of the READ Act and are to be administered to all students in grades K-3 throughout the school year.  The READ Act requires that at least one interim assessment be available in Spanish and at least one that can be administered using pencil and paper.  
· Progress Monitoring: An assessment used to determine whether students are making adequate progress and to determine whether instruction needs to be adjusted. (1 CCR 301-92, 2.29)
· Screening: An assessment that provides a quick sample of critical reading skills that will inform the teacher if the student is on track for grade level reading competency by the end of the school year. A screening assessment is a first alert that a student may need extra help to make adequate progress in reading during the year. (1 CCR 301-92, 2.33)
· Summative Assessment: An end of year comprehensive measurement of student mastery in order to inform taxpayers and state policy makers, support identification of successful programs, and serve a variety of state and federal accountability needs. (1 CCR 301-92, 2.37)
Additional Definitions:
· Characteristics of dyslexia means commonly accepted features of dyslexia, including difficulty with phonological processing, lack of oral reading fluency, difficulty with spelling, and difficulty with rapid naming. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (1.5))
·  Comprehension: The process of extracting and constructing meaning from written texts. Comprehension has three key elements: (1) the reader; (2) the text; and (3) the activity. (1CCR 301-92, 2.05)
· Dyslexia means a specific learning disability that is neurobiological in origin and characterized by difficulties with accurate or fluent word recognition and by poor spelling and word-decoding abilities. These difficulties typically result from a deficit in the phonological component of language that is often unexpected in relation to other cognitive abilities and the provision of effective classroom instruction. Secondary consequences of dyslexia may include problems in reading comprehension and reduced reading experience that can impede growth of vocabulary and background knowledge. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (3.5))
· Encoding means the process of translating spoken sounds into written letters that reflects an understanding of sound-symbol relationships and conventional spelling patterns. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (3.7))
· Oral Language: The ability to produce and comprehend spoken language, including vocabulary and grammar. (1CCR 301-92, 2.23)
· Oral reading fluency means the ability to read text orally with accuracy, expression, and at an appropriate rate in order to facilitate reading comprehension. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (7.6))
· Oral skills means aptitude with expressive and receptive oral language, including vocabulary, syntax, language comprehension, oral reading fluency, and comprehension. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (7.7))
· Phonemic Awareness: A subset of phonological awareness in which listeners are able to hear, identify, and manipulate phonemes, the smallest units of sound that can differentiate meaning. (1CCR 301-92, 2.24)
· Phonemic awareness means the ability to segment a word into the word's component sounds, or phonemes. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (9.5))
· Phonological Awareness: Awareness of the sound structure of spoken words at three levels: (1) rhyming to onset and rime; (2) segmenting and blending; and (3) manipulating individual phonemes (1CCR 301-92, 2.25)
· Phonics: A method of teaching reading and writing by developing learners’ phonemic awareness, that is, the ability to hear, identify, and manipulate the sounds (phonemes) in order to teach the correspondence between these sounds and the spelling patterns (graphemes) that represent them. (1CCR 301-92, 2.26)
· Phonics means explicit and systematic instruction in sound-symbol recognition that teaches the relationships between the letters and letter patterns of written language and the individual sounds of spoken language. Phonics instruction includes the development of alphabetic knowledge, word-decoding skills, and encoding skills, supporting accurate and automatic word recognition and oral reading fluency. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (9.7))
· Reading comprehension means the ability to understand and interpret written language. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (10.6))
· Significant Reading Deficiency: A student does not meet the minimum skill levels for reading competency in the areas of phonemic awareness, phonics, vocabulary development, reading fluency, including oral skills, and reading comprehension established by the state board for the student’s grade level. (1CCR 301-92, 2.34)
· Vocabulary: Knowledge of words and word meanings and includes words that a person understands and uses in language. Vocabulary is essential for both learning to read and comprehending text. (1CCR 301-92, 2.40)
· Vocabulary development means the process of learning new words and their meanings. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (18))
· Word decoding means the ability to accurately and efficiently translate written letters and letter patterns into their corresponding sounds in spoken language, using knowledge of sound-symbol relationships. (C.R.S. 22-7-1203 (19))
Process 
Process:
The CDE has contracted with an outside entity to complete the full review. CDE will support the application process with the expected technical review to be completed outside of CDE.  Inclusion on the READ Act Approved Assessments list follows these steps:
· Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply
· Part II – Assessment Review
· Appeal Window
· Submission to the State Board of Education for approval
· READ Act Assessment Advisory List Posted on Website
Note: To be included in the 2026 READ Act Approved Assessments list, assessments must be reviewed during this window.   
Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply
The first stage of this review is the Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply for inclusion on the list of approved assessments. For a vendor to submit materials to the CDE for full review of assessments, each vendor must establish that the assessment submitted meets the criteria outlined in the Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply submission form. Vendors must submit a separate Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply for each assessment list, interim, diagnostic and summative for the assessment to be reviewed for multiple lists. Only those vendors that have completed the Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply and have been asked to move forward with a full review will be considered. 
Submission of a Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply does not obligate a vendor to submit a Part II – Assessment Review Application. Vendors seeking to remove an assessment from the review process must submit a written request to READAct@cde.state.co.us.   
Completion of Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply does not guarantee a vendor will be approved. Vendors meeting Part I - Letter of Intent to Apply must still complete the Part II – Assessment Review and be approved before final inclusion in the READ Act Approved Assessment list. Assessments that meet the Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply criteria will receive the Part II – Assessment Review application by email from CDE. 
Part II – Assessment Review
Upon approval of the Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply, eligible vendors will be notified and will receive the Part II – Assessment Review application with instructions to submit materials for the second stage of the Advisory List Submission for Review. It is important to note that the Part II – Assessment Review will include a component requiring vendors to explicitly state the location of required components within the submission materials. All application and assessment materials must be submitted in digital or online format through CDE’s secure file transfer platform, Syncplicity. No hard copies of application or program materials will be accepted or reviewed. All assessment materials and components of an assessment must be submitted for review.  Assessments meeting criteria of Part I – Letter of Intent to Apply and Part II – Assessment Review may be considered for inclusion on the READ Act Approved Assessment list for which the assessment was submitted for review.
Part II – Assessment Review submissions will be reviewed by a third-party evaluator who will provide recommendations to the Colorado State Board of Education. The State Board of Education will review the recommendations and adopt the list of approved reading assessments in the fall of 2026 (C.R.S. 22-7-1209 (1)(b)).  
[bookmark: _Toc143691768]Appeal Process
An appeal process has been established in rule pursuant to C.R.S. 22-7-1209(1)(d). If a publisher’s assessment is not recommended for inclusion on the approved list, the publisher may submit a written appeal to the department no later than 14 days after receiving notification. Grounds for written appeal will be limited to an explanation of why the submission met the evaluation criteria that was identified and posted by the department. 
No later than 30 days after receiving the written appeal, the department shall either add the assessment to the approved list or respond to the publisher with a written explanation of why the program will not be included (1 CCR 301-92, 11.0).
[bookmark: _Toc144997399]Vendor Interactions During Review Period
CDE is committed to conducting an unbiased review process and ensuring that conflicts of interest do not influence the results of the review.  Throughout the assessment review process, official department communication with vendors will be via notices on the website or through email communication initiated by CDE.
The sole point of contact for the assessment review process is READAct@cde.state.co.us. Vendors may not reach out to the evaluation team, or other CDE staff other than the sole point of contact unless the evaluation team, or other CDE staff initiate contact.
If vendors reach out to the evaluation team, or other CDE staff other than the sole point of contact to discuss or influence the evaluation and review process, the vendor’s product may, in CDE’s sole discretion, not be considered for inclusion on the READ Act Approved Assessment list. 
CDE will provide technical assistance with submitting the application documents but will not answer questions about how to respond to items within the application. CDE will not meet with individual applicants to discuss the results of the review. Applicants should rely on feedback given in the rubric to determine whether to submit an appeal. 

External Evaluation
The READ Act requires an independent evaluation pursuant to C.R.S. 22-7-1208 (8) to identify and assess strategies that the state, local districts, and schools have taken to support Colorado students in achieving proficiency in reading. Part of this evaluation process requires the examination of assessments submitted for review and inclusion on the READ Act Approved Assessment list after the CDE reviews are complete. The external evaluator will conduct a review of all applications and materials submitted to CDE for review. Applicants may be asked to provide additional information, such as usernames and passwords for digital access or documentation that the program has been studied through formal research, to the external evaluator as part of this evaluation process during subsequent years. 
Colorado Open Records Act
The Colorado Department of Education is committed to transparency and open government. All assessment applications and materials submitted for review are part of public records and subject to the Colorado Open Records Act, C.R.S. Title 24, Article 72, Part 2. CDE’s Colorado Open Records Act (CORA) Policy 
When submitting an assessment application and materials, the vendor may request restrictions on the use or inspection of material contained within the proposal if allowable pursuant to the Colorado Open Records Act (CORA), C.R.S. Title 24, Article 72, Part 2.
If a vendor chooses to request confidentiality of information, the confidentiality of information must be submitted through a separate Syncplicity folder. The vendor must contact READAct@cde.state.co.us to request a confidential Syncplicity folder. The vendor must provide: 
A written statement indicating what specific exemption outlined in C.R.S. 24-72-204(2) or C.R.S. 24-72-204(3) applies to the suggested confidential/proprietary information which would allow for the material to be exempted from CORA. The letter must also specifically state what elements of the application and materials are to be considered confidential/proprietary.
The entire application and materials with all confidential/proprietary information redacted.  
Therefore, if submitting a program application and materials with items redacted, the vendor must notify CDE to create a Syncplicity folder to provide the redacted version. 
The vendor must provide one original version with no redactions and one version with all confidential information that confidentiality is requested and redacted. 
Submitting confidential/proprietary information with the application and material documents will nullify the confidential/proprietary status and will remove any restrictions on the use or inspection of the material.
Neither an application in its entirety nor the cost/price information will be granted confidential/proprietary status.
Upon completion of the review process, the applications and materials will be open to public inspection pursuant to the Colorado Open Records Act, subject to any continued prohibition on the disclosure of confidential data. If a CORA request is received by CDE after the review is concluded, CDE may reach out to the vendor to review the CORA request.
