Thank you for your interest in our JCPS Preschool classrooms.  With this letter you will find the following items:
· A checklist to remind you of the required items for returning the application 
· A required JCPS application
· An optional NC Pre-K child application (if child will be 4 by August 31, 2026 and you wish to seek financial support from NC Pre-k)
As a state and federal partially funded program we use multiple criteria to determine who will be placed in our classrooms.  Your child must be screened to be considered for our classes. Placement is not first come first serve, however it is important that you return your application and have your child screened on the date below to be considered in the initial selection group.  Four-year-olds are given preference for programs to support kindergarten readiness.  
Screenings will occur:
-March 12, 2026 for Smoky Mountain district at SCC’s Burrell Building
-March 12, 2026 for Blue Ridge district at Blue Ridge Elementary School
The screening score along with other criteria will be used to select the students who place into our program.  We hope to inform families of placement in the program by May 31, 2026. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The fee for JCPS preschool programs will be $750 per month for the 2026-2027 school year (August is pro-rated, but all other months are full cost regardless of closures). We accept private pay, childcare subsidy, and NC Pre-k payments. It is also important for you to know that our JCPS preschool programs operate on the regular school calendar and close when the school system closes for inclement weather, holidays, and breaks.  We are not able to provide afterschool care for preschool aged students.  Their school day ends at 3:00 pm.
