Attendance Initiative:
NG Camp – Furr had a nigh NG rating in the division.  Edgenuity is the current platform utilized to eradicate the NGs accumulated by students.  The internal deadline to complete NG Removal is February 15, 2026.  Currently seniors are trending towards 97% completion.  The schedule is Mon/Fri for 11th/12th and Tues/Thurs for 9th and 10th 
Tardy Plan – Raptor is the system utilized to capture tardies.  Staff noticed that students are starting to rush to class to avoid receiving a tardy.  A request for random tardy audit to ensure teachers are marking students tardy in PowerSchool.  Consequences for tardies will include lunch detention.  The goal is to avoid suspending students from school for being tardy.
Truancy Court – 10 students were successfully submitted to court for review.  The objective is for students to see that court is an option for their families because they don’t attend school regularly.
