	Improvement and Planning Activity

	During the 2024–2025 school year, a total of 32 students with disabilities exited special education in Charleroi Area School District. Of those students, 31 were identified as not Limited English Proficient (LEP) and 1 student was identified as LEP.  The majority of exits occurred due to students moving within Pennsylvania (17 students). Nine students graduated with a regular high school diploma, and two students were transferred to regular education after no longer requiring specially designed instruction. An additional two students moved out of Pennsylvania and were known to be continuing in an educational program.  The district had two reported dropouts, one of whom was identified as LEP. There were no students who exited due to reaching maximum age, receiving a GED, or death.  Overall, the data indicate that most students exited special education as a result of mobility or successful completion of graduation requirements. The district will continue to monitor dropout data, particularly for students identified as LEP, and will implement targeted transition planning, progress monitoring, and student engagement strategies to support successful school completion. The verification of graduation and dropout data, including students reported as "moved, known to be continuing" (MKC), is an important aspect of data quality and compliance for Local Education Agencies (LEAs). The Charleroi SD has procedures in place to ensure the accuracy of their graduation and dropout data.  1. The district had students inside the regular education classroom less than 40% of the time 9.0% as compared to the state rate of 10.3% (Target Met).  The district had students in other settings 8.6% of the time compared to the state rate of 4.4% of the time.

A full continuum of special education services and placements is available, and placement decisions are made using present levels of performance, progress monitoring data, and consideration of supplementary aids and services.  Learning support services are primarily delivered in general education classrooms through co-teaching, consultation, and specially designed instruction. This model provides students with access to grade-level curriculum, increased interaction with nondisabled peers, and the supports necessary to make meaningful educational progress.  Related services, including speech and language, hearing, vision, and physical support, are provided within the general education environment whenever appropriate, with the use of accommodations, assistive technology, and itinerant support. The district utilizes a needs-based service delivery model in which special education staff provide support within the classroom to maintain student access to the general education setting. 1. Describe the host’s educational oversight to ensure students with disabilities are educated in the least restrictive environment while in the 1306 facility? (If not a host, answer as if you were.)
The Charleroi School District is not a host district under Section 1306 of the Public School Code.   The Charleroi Area School District does not currently serve as a host district for a 1306 facility. A 1306 facility is an institution that provides services to non-resident students as per Section 1306 of the Public School Code. Students who are residing in a "children's institution" whose parents are not residents of the school district in which the institution is located are identified as "1306" students. These students may be in a variety of residential centers, homes, or institutions, such as Drug and Alcohol Treatment Centers, homes for orphans, or other "institutions for the care and training for orphans or other children." However, if such an institution should open up within the district's boundaries, the Charleroi Area School District would follow Pennsylvania state guidelines to assure students receive the appropriate special education services while being instructed in the least restrictive environment within the required timelines, which is required to allow a non-resident student in a children's institution to attend the public schools of the host school district until the student receives a diploma or completes the school term in which they turn 21. These guidelines are stipulated in the Basic Education Circular, Non-Resident Students in Institutions - 24 P.S. Section 13-1306. Child Find information is published on the Charleroi Area School District website and posted in all district building offices. Should CASD become a host school district for a 1306 facility, it is aware of its responsibility with regard to Child Find: (a) In addition to the requirements incorporated by reference in 34 CFR 300.111 (relating to child find), Charleroi Area School District shall adopt and use a public outreach awareness system to locate and identify children thought to be eligible for special education within the school district's jurisdiction. (b) Charleroi Area School District shall conduct awareness activities to inform the public of its early intervention and special education services and programs and the manner in which to request services and programs. Written information shall be published in the school district handbook and the school district website. The public awareness effort must include information regarding potential signs of developmental delays and other risk factors that could indicate disabilities. (c) Charleroi Area School District shall provide annual public notification, published or announced in newspapers, electronic media, and other media, with circulation adequate to notify parents throughout the school district of child identification activities and of the procedures followed to ensure the confidentiality of information pertaining to students with disabilities or eligible young children in accordance with this chapter. (d) Within Washington County, Intermediate Unit 1 is responsible for Child Find activities necessary to provide equitable services consistent with 34 CFR 300.130--300.144 regarding children with disabilities enrolled by their parents in private schools.  In the case that Charleroi Area School District becomes a host district for a 1306 facility, the district would be responsible for providing educational programming for students with disabilities who are placed in that facility and for ensuring the provision of Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) for eligible children with IEPs, in accordance with the Individuals with Disabilities Act (IDEA), and for “qualified handicapped students” with service agreements in accordance with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and 22 PA Code Chapter 15. As a host district, the Charleroi School District would meet its obligations by providing those students who reside in institutions and/or therapeutic foster care and who are eligible for special education services with an appropriate individualized education program (IEP) that is consistent with federal regulations and Chapter 14 Pennsylvania regulations and standards.  The Charleroi Area School District provides Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) to all students with disabilities. The Least Restrictive Environment (LRE) is determined by the IEP team.  Students with disabilities are assessed and placed in classes according to their level of ability and age-appropriateness. The Charleroi Area School District has an enrollment registrar and enrollment procedures. For all new students, the guidance office contacts the previous school district for records. At the same time, the Charleroi Area School District Special Education office contacts the special education office in the previous district to ensure that all records are sent from the sending district. This ensures that all services are provided to newly-enrolled students. Special education staff ensures that each student is enrolled within five business days and receives FAPE. Individual Education Programs (IEPs) are adopted upon enrollment until new IEPs can be written and new NOREPS are issued. All decisions are made through the IEP team process. Students with IEPs are provided services by certified special education teachers, the amount of which service is documented by the re-evaluation report, IEP, and NOREP.  Students can receive services on a full-time, supplemental, or itinerant basis. Charleroi Area School District supports the co-teaching model of delivery wherever possible while also providing targeted services for academic support. Students in elementary and secondary schools within CASD are included in general education classes to the greatest extent possible while still meeting their needs. Special educators provide resource services for academic support. These students are supported by certified special education tracking teachers and certified content-specific special education support teachers to ensure their progress.
1. Describe the School District’s procedures for communicating with 1306 facilities and how the district ensures a successful transition back to school.
Students who are placed out of the district are moved to those placements after assessment data is gathered on the student’s educational, emotional, behavioral, and physical needs. The educational team meets to discuss options and review supports and services currently in place to provide for the student’s current needs. A student is not considered for out-of-district placement until all supports are implemented, reviewed and onsite determination has proved to be ineffective for that student. If an out-of-district placement is determined, the placement is reviewed regularly to discuss the progress and the option of the student returning to their home school as the student has met with success. The priority is to first serve students in the home school’s least restrictive environment.   Successful programs and agency support that are implemented within the Charleroi Area School District include Social work services, community mental health agency support within the school, SPHS school-based two full-time counselors, one three-day-a-week family-based counselor, contracted Tier III therapists, blended educational delivery, credit recovery programming, cyber education programming, work release, community service, transition planning, and programming, full-time job coach, behavior specialist, school psychologists, Blueprints (tutoring, counseling, mentor programs), teacher mentors (Can do you), Southwest Training Services (summer job placement and transition), OVR (summer programming, student targeted programs during the school year; Early Reach Coordinator), CYS, Washington County Juvenile, and Adult Probation.  In order to facilitate a smooth transition, if the residential facility provides notice that a student is to be released from the facility, the host district should attempt to work with the resident school district to prepare for the student’s discharge from the institution at least 2 weeks prior to the student’s planned discharge from the residential program, if possible. If, instead of returning home, the student is moving to a residential facility in another school district, these contacts should be made with the new host district. RESIDENTIAL FACILITY RESPONSIBILITIES The residential facility has reporting obligations as well as a responsibility to cooperate with the host district to ensure that the student’s educational rights are being protected. It is incumbent upon residential facilities to notify host districts of the scope of their operations within the district, including the capacity of their facilities. The residential facility may not require enrollment in an on-site educational program as a condition of placement. Temporary placements, described above, are for a short period of time while a final decision on the educational program and placement is determined. The residential facility must send the attached form, “Notification of Admission to Facility or Institution and School Enrollment,” contained within the attached DPW Bulletin (OMHSAS-10-02) to the host school district as soon as a §1306 student is admitted to the facility, and in no case longer than one business day after the student is admitted. The residential facility must also notify the host and the resident school district at least two (2) weeks prior to the anticipated discharge date for the child, if possible. The residential facility must also cooperate on an ongoing basis with the host and resident school districts to facilitate the education of the students, the provision of FAPE, and discharge planning. Such cooperation also includes providing staff from a host or resident school district or another education entity access to the facility.

Least Restrictive Environment
1. Review the School District’s most recent data for Least Restrictive Environment. Highlight areas of improvement.
According to the 2024-2025 Special Education Data Report, baseline data reports the Charleroi Area School District has students inside the regular classroom 80% or more 45.3% of the time as compared to the state rate of 61.7%.  The district had students inside the regular education classroom less than 40% of the time, 7.8% as compared to the state rate of 10.6%.  The district had students in other settings 11.4% of the time compared to the state rate of 4.4% of the time.  According to the 2023-2024 Special Education Data Report, the data reports the Charleroi Area School District has students inside the regular classroom 80% or more 52.0% of the time as compared to the state rate of 61.7%.  The district had students inside the regular education classroom less than 40% of the time, 9.0% as compared to the state rate of 10.3%.  The district had students in other settings 8.6% of the time compared to the state rate of 4.4% of the time.  According to the 2022-2023 Special Education Data Report, baseline data reports the Charleroi Area School District has students inside the regular classroom 80% or more 47.2% of the time as compared to the state rate of 61.6%.  The district had students inside the regular education classroom less than 40% of the time, 8.5% as compared to the state rate of 10.0%.  The district had students in other settings 5.3% of the time compared to the state rate of 4.4% of the time.  A review of the Charleroi Area School District’s LRE data over the past three reporting years indicates that the percentage of students with disabilities educated in the regular education classroom for 80% or more of the school day continues to fall below the state average. In 2024–2025, the district reported 45.3%, which reflects a decrease from 52.0% in 2023–2024 and 47.2% in 2022–2023, while the state rate has remained consistent at approximately 61.6–61.7%. This trend indicates a need to strengthen inclusive practices and increase access to general education settings with appropriate supplementary aids and services.  The percentage of students educated in the regular education classroom less than 40% of the day has shown improvement over time. The district reported 7.8% in 2024–2025, which is lower than both the prior two years (9.0% in 2023–2024 and 8.5% in 2022–2023) and below the current state rate of 10.6%. This suggests that fewer students are being served in highly restrictive environments for the majority of the school day.  The district’s percentage of students placed in other educational environments has increased over the three-year period. The rate rose from 5.3% in 2022–2023 to 8.6% in 2023–2024, and to 11.4% in 2024–2025, which is significantly higher than the state rate of 4.4%. This indicates an area of concern and a need to review the factors contributing to placements outside of district-operated general education settings.  Summary of Strengths and Needs Areas of Improvement: Increase the percentage of students educated in the regular education classroom for 80% or more of the school day. Reduce the percentage of students placed in other educational settings. Expand the use of inclusive practices, co-teaching models, and supplementary aids and services to support students in general education.  Areas of Progress: A steady decrease in the percentage of students educated in the regular classroom less than 40% of the day, now performing better than the state average. Movement away from highly restrictive in-district placements for a portion of the student population.  Next Steps for Improvement The district will: Continue to expand co-teaching and inclusive service delivery models. Increase professional development in differentiated instruction and inclusive practices. Review out-of-district placements to determine opportunities for students to return to district programs with appropriate supports. Strengthen IEP team decision-making to ensure LRE is considered with the full range of supplementary aids and services. Monitor LRE data annually to measure growth toward state targets.  A review of the district’s LRE data indicates that 45.3% of students with disabilities are educated in the regular education classroom for 80% or more of the school day, which is below the state average of 61.7% and represents a decrease from the previous year. The district has demonstrated progress in reducing the percentage of students educated in the regular classroom less than 40% of the day, now at 7.8%, which is below the state rate of 10.6%. However, the percentage of students in other educational environments has increased to 11.4%, exceeding the state rate of 4.4%. To address these trends, the district will expand co-teaching and inclusive service delivery models, increase the use of supplementary aids and services, provide targeted professional development in inclusive practices, and conduct annual reviews of out-of-district placements to support students’ return to district programs when appropriate. Progress will be monitored through quarterly data reviews and annual comparison to state targets.  The district supports student change through capacity building. School leaders direct and nurture the ability of others by building the capacity to support long-term school and student improvements. The district begins at the building level, strengthening individual abilities while increasing the collective efficacy of the entire school. The district will continue to support students through professional development, training, and mentorships.  The Charleroi Area School District provides Free and Appropriate Public Education to all students with disabilities.  The Least Restrictive Environment is determined by the IEP team.  Students with disabilities are assessed and placed in classes according to their level of ability or age appropriateness.  The district supports the co-teaching model of delivery wherever possible while also providing targeted services for academic support. The elementary along with the secondary school includes students with disabilities in the general education classes in order to meet their Least Restrictive Environment. Special educators provide resource services for academic support.  The elementary and secondary students are supported by both tracking teachers and content-specific support teachers to ensure their progress. In the event that students are placed out of the district, the LEA attends all meetings in person or by phone or teleconferencing and encourages the schools to provide integration with general education peers.  Students who are placed out of the district are moved to those placements after assessment data is gathered on the student’s educational, emotional, behavioral, and physical needs. The educational team meets to discuss options and review supports and services currently in place to provide for the student’s current needs. A student is not considered for out-of-district placement until all supports are implemented, reviewed and onsite determination has proved to be ineffective for that student. If an out-of-district placement is determined, the placement is reviewed regularly to discuss the progress and the option of the student returning to their home school as the student has met with success. The priority is to first serve students in the home school’s least restrictive environment.   Successful programs and agency support that are implemented within the Charleroi Area School District include Social work services, community mental health agency support within the school, two SPHS school-based full-time counselors, one three-day-a-week family-based counselor, contracted Tier III therapists, blended educational delivery, credit recovery programming, cyber education programming, work release, community service, transition planning and programming, full-time job coach, behavior specialist, school psychologists, Blueprints (tutoring, counseling, mentor programs), teacher mentors (Can do you), Southwest Training Services (summer job placement and transition), OVR (summer programming, student targeted programs during the school year; Early Reach Coordinator), CYS, Washington County Juvenile, and Adult Probation.  The Charleroi Area School District will increase the percentage of students with disabilities educated in the regular education classroom for 80% or more of the school day from 45.3% (2024–2025) to 55% by the end of the 2025–2026 school year and to 60% by the end of the 2026–2027 school year, moving toward alignment with the state rate of 61.7%.  Strategies / Action Steps Expand co-teaching models at the elementary, middle, and high school levels. Increase the use of supplementary aids and services to support students in general education settings.  Provide targeted professional development on: Differentiated instruction Inclusive instructional practices Positive behavioral supports within the general education classroom Conduct LRE data reviews with building principals and IEP teams to ensure placement decisions begin with the general education setting. Review all out-of-district placements annually to determine if students can be educated in district programs with appropriate supports. Strengthen present levels and goal alignment to ensure specially designed instruction can be delivered in inclusive settings. 
1. What universal practices does the School District utilize to address the academic and social/emotional needs of all students in need of accommodations to their learning environments?
At the elementary center (K-5) a process that builds on the MTSS model along with Child Studies provides pre-referral intervention and strategies to student's at-risk so general education supports can be attempted and documented prior to a referral for a multidisciplinary evaluation. The purpose of Student Assistance Team (K-12) is to assist with the educational, emotional, physical, social and individual needs of students. When a student is referred to a Student Assistance Team (SAT), it is acknowledged that additional interventions and assistance are needed in order for the student to succeed in the classroom and/or in social interactions with peers and/or adults. Therefore, the SAT functions as an interdisciplinary team to develop plans designed to enhance the likelihood of student success. At the middle and secondary level students may receive support through the Students Assistance Program (SAP) both prior to and after being identified as a student with special needs.  The District will continue to move in the direction of inclusion as a belief or philosophy and NOT a class. Inclusion will become a fundamental belief in which each person is considered an important, accepted member of the school and community at large. In this inclusive environment educators will work together to create a sense of belonging and rather than accepting diversity they will come to expect diversity and embrace it! Inclusion as a belief will provide a system wide foundation on which co-teaching and differentiated instruction can become standard operating procedure.  The Charleroi Area School district has co-taught classes assigned that place a teacher of special education and general education in the same classroom. These classes may change on an as needed basis based on the identified present levels of education performance of the students. The teachers collaborate in planning and instruction to provide an education to all students in the classroom. Through this type of an environment the philosophy of inclusion can be achieved through the use of differentiated instructional practices. Students identified with needs beyond the home district capabilities may receive services through out of district placements. However, this is viewed on a continuum of services scale and not a resource the District accesses without exhausting lesser restrictive types of services. The decision to utilize out of district placements is based on each individual's present levels of educational and behavioral functioning. Students receiving special education services in and out of district placements are constantly reviewed to determine how they may be responsibly integrated back to the District to meet their individual needs. This type of flexibility will ensure a seamless and successful transition back to a lesser restrictive setting while ensuring students are placed in their least restrictive environment. IEP team members from both schools collaborate in order to customize the student’s schedule and to ensure necessary supplementary aids, services, program modifications and related services are in place.   The District continues to be creative in building in house services to meet student needs.  The district also contracts with SPHS and the Ventura Group so that a licensed school based outpatient counselor can speak with students in the school setting so they miss less school to attend counseling sessions.   The Districts utilizes a great deal of supplementary aids, services and program modifications to support students in their least restrictive environment. The needs of each child is different and therefore the supplementary aids, services and program modifications the District utilizes will continue to grow and morph to meet individual needs.
1. Describe the academic programming and training efforts the School District utilizes to ensure meaningful participation of students with disabilities in the general education curriculum.
The district provides many academic classes across the continuum of special education.  Language Arts and Math are available as general education, general education with co-teaching, and in a small group pullout class.  This occurs in the elementary school through twelfth grade at the high school.  As a result of the continuum of services students can move seamlessly into the general education classroom at any point.  Students with disabilities access the regular education classes and general education curriculum  in other core academic classes as well as related arts throughout all grade levels.  Accommodations, modifications, supplementary aides, and services are tailored to each individual student to ensure meaningful participation in the general education curriculum.   The LEA constantly seeks out trainings for all staff relevant to current trends in education.  The district also request recommendations from staff about what training they would like to receive, or areas that they feel would be beneficial to learn more about.   All teachers regardless of discipline or certification participate in in-service opportunities together; with the exception of, the start of the school year when special education teachers receive an opportunity to participate in an additional in-service that specializes in special education topics.  
1. Describe the supplementary aids and services the LEA utilizes to ensure meaningful participation of students with disabilities in extracurricular activities.
The supplementary aides and services the LEA utilizes to ensure meaningful participation of students with disabilities in extracurricular activities varies by each student.   Specific supplementary aides and services may be appropriate for extracurricular activities.  There could be a need for some type of support not specifically listed in an IEP to be provided so that a student with a disability can meaningfully participate in extracurricular activities.  The IEP team is normally consulted regarding any concerns regarding a student with disabilities potential need for supplementary aides and services in an extracurricular activity.  The LEA may share various information from an IEP with a specific extracurricular sponsor/supervisor if pertinent and if the parent agrees.  If supplemental aids and services are needed to ensure meaningful participation, student IEP teams work together to identify the area(s) of need while documenting the necessary support through the present educational levels, specially designed instruction, related services, and/or other applicable sections of an IEP.
1. Describe the School District procedures that ensure, to the maximum extent appropriate, children with disabilities placed in private institutions are educated with non-disabled children and have the opportunity to participate in district-led extracurricular activities.
Students identified with needs beyond the home district capabilities may receive services through out of district placements. However, this is viewed on a continuum of services scale and not a resource the District accesses without exhausting lesser restrictive types of services. The decision to utilize out of district placements is based on each individual's present levels of educational and behavioral functioning. Students receiving special education services in out of district placements are constantly reviewed to determine how they may be responsibly integrated back to the District to meet their individual needs. This type of flexibility will ensure a seamless and successful transition back to a lesser restrictive setting while ensuring students are placed in their least restrictive environment. IEP team members from both schools collaborate in order to customize the student’s schedule and to ensure necessary supplementary aids, services, program modifications and related services are in place.  The District continues to be creative in building in house services to meet student needs.   All students regardless of being identified as having a disability or not, are able to participate in district lead extracurricular activities.  If a student with disabilities requires accommodations to participate in extracurricular activities the district works to provide reasonable solutions. All district students have the option to participate in district lead extracurricular activities through careful planning by each student's IEP team, to ensure that appropriate support is in place.  This requires ongoing collaboration between the student, parents or guardians, and district personnel.
1. Discuss the School District’s need to build capacity and expand programs and services in an effort to provide a continuum of services. (Consider the out-of-district placement chart).
The Charleroi Area School District continues to refine the programs and services in order to offer a continuum of services.  To date the district maintains and operates one emotional support, five learning support classrooms, one autistic, and one life-skills classroom in the elementary center; three learning support , one life skills support, one emotional support in the middle school; and three and three-forth learning support, one life skills support, and one emotional support classroom at the high school.  The district employs two speech and language pathologist. The district employs one full-time school psychologist. Through Intermediate Unit 1, the district contracts a .6 school psychologist,  a physical therapist, occupational therapy services, vision services, and hearing services.

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1. How does the School District support the emotional, social needs of students with disabilities?
The Charleroi SD provides professional development for staff in the use of specific procedures, methods, and techniques that are used to implement positive behavior supports and interventions in accordance with students’ IEP’s and Board Policy. The goal of the Charleroi Area School District is to take a proactive approach in identifying student SEL needs while intervening with Tier I, II, and III interventions as the data supports. The district has an Attendance and Behavior Administrator (6-12), who has provides individual consultations to district staff, families, and students. The district has one emotional support teacher servicing grades 9-12, one emotional support teachers servicing grades 6-8, and one emotional support teacher servicing grades K-5. The district has 1.6 FTE school psychologists conducting functional behavior assessments, positive behavior support plans, general school wide professional development and student specific professional development in collaboration with district guidance counselors. In addition, IU1 consultants have been utilized, along with SPHS full time services in district, the Ventura group for Tier III to assist in educating staff, students, and parents in the area of SEL support. We define social and emotional learning (SEL) as an integral part of education and human development. SEL is the process through which all young people acquire and apply the knowledge, skills, and attitudes to develop healthy identities, manage emotions and achieve personal and collective goals, feel and show empathy for others, establish and maintain supportive relationships, and make responsible and caring decisions. In our high school (9-12) all students participate in "Can do you" SEL programming weekly. A specialist helped the district build a custom implementation plan using a Scope and Sequence Guide utilizing engaging videos that change each year there are Embedded Activities within each video along with Discussion or Reflection Activities. Parents receive a email for each video series while providing PDF Parent Guides and Parent Education Materials along with quarterly meetings with the program consultant. The middle school (6-8) utilized "SEL Program" driven by a vision that all children can become self-aware, caring, responsible, engaged, and lifelong learners who work together to achieve their goals. SEL is a powerful lever for creating caring,  inclusive, and healthy schools that support all young people. The districts elementary center (K-5) utilized Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) which is an evidence-based three-tiered framework to improve and integrate all of the data, systems, and practices affecting student outcomes every day. PBIS goal is to create schools where all students succeed. At all levels, there are building based student assistant teams in place, school counselors, SPHS (school and family based), and access to professional licensed counselors.  Student IEP teams also develop individualized positive behavior support plans, safety, and crisis plans for staff to follow when there are identified student needs. The Charleroi Area School District provides ongoing professional development for staff in the use of specific procedures, methods, and evidence-based practices to implement positive behavioral supports and interventions in accordance with students’ IEPs, PBIS framework, and Board Policy. The district takes a proactive, data-driven approach to identifying and addressing students’ social, emotional, and behavioral needs through a multi-tiered system of supports (Tier I, Tier II, and Tier III).  To strengthen capacity and ensure fidelity of implementation, the district contracts with Patty Maxwell, M.Ed., M.S., BSL, Behavior Specialist, Engage Kidz LLC – Behavioral & Educational Services for Children, Families & Schools, who provides consultation, staff training, behavioral strategy development, and support for students with intensive behavioral needs.  The district employs an Attendance and Behavior Administrator (grades 6–12) who provides individual consultation and support to staff, students, and families to improve attendance, behavior, and engagement outcomes.  Emotional support services are provided across grade levels, including: One emotional support teacher for grades K–5 One emotional support teacher for grades 6–8 One emotional support teacher for grades 9–12  The district has 1.6 FTE school psychologists who: Conduct Functional Behavioral Assessments (FBAs) Develop Positive Behavior Support Plans (PBSPs) Provide student-specific and school-wide professional development Collaborate with school counselors and IEP teams  Additional support is provided through: IU1 consultants SPHS full-time school-based and family-based services The Ventura Group for Tier III behavioral and mental health interventions Social and Emotional Learning (SEL) is defined by the district as an integral part of education and human development. SEL supports students in developing healthy identities, managing emotions, achieving goals, demonstrating empathy, establishing and maintaining relationships, and making responsible decisions. Tier I SEL Programming High School (9–12): All students participate in the Can Do You SEL program on a weekly basis. A program specialist assisted the district in developing a customized implementation plan aligned to a Scope and Sequence Guide. The program includes: Engaging, annually updated video lessons Embedded activities and structured reflection Parent communication for each lesson series PDF parent guides and educational resources Quarterly meetings with the program consultant  Middle School (6–8): Students participate in a comprehensive SEL program designed to develop self-awareness, responsibility, engagement, and collaborative goal setting. The program supports the development of inclusive, caring, and supportive school environments.  Elementary Center (K–5): The district implements Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) as an evidence-based, three-tiered framework to improve and integrate systems, data, and practices that support positive student outcomes. PBIS establishes consistent expectations and reinforces a school climate in which all students can succeed.  Tier II and Tier III Supports At all grade levels, additional supports include: Building-based Student Assistance Teams School counselors SPHS school-based and family-based services Access to licensed professional counselors IEP teams develop individualized: Positive Behavior Support Plans Safety plans Crisis intervention plans These plans provide staff with clearly defined procedures to address identified student needs and ensure consistency across educational environments.
1. Describe training provided to staff in the use of positive behavior supports, de-escalation techniques, and responses to behavior that may require immediate intervention.
Staff who work with students with emotional / behavioral issues are trained in non-violent safety care. Safety-Care is more than crisis management training; it provides the skills and competencies necessary to effectively prevent, minimize, and manage behavioral challenges with dignity, safety, and the possibility of change. Safety-Care delivers the tools needed to be safe when working with behaviorally challenging individuals using up-to-date and effective technologies from Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) and Positive Behavior Interventions & Supports (PBIS). These strategies are appropriate for individuals experiencing developmental, neurologic, psychiatric, and other impairments, as well as individuals who have experienced psychological or sexual trauma. Safety-Care promotes a reinforcement-based approach to developing new skills, maintaining safety, and reducing or eliminating restrictive interventions such as restraint. The district has two staff trained as trainers in Safety Care.  The district has three resource officers and one district police officer on site daily and during school activities.
1. Describe the School District's positive school wide support programs.
Charleroi Area School District uses a K-8 school-wide positive behavior management system through a School-Wide Positive Behavioral Intervention & Supports Program (PBIS). Designated ROAR teams have been identified and trained to implement all aspects of the program effectively. Teams hold ongoing monthly meetings which allow staff to discuss student progress/needs while making data-based programming decisions. The following agencies have partnered with Charleroi Area School District to provide school-based behavioral health services: Blueprints (tutoring, counseling, attendance, and mentor programs), Southwest Training Services (summer job placement and transition), Office of Vocational Rehabilitation (summer programming, student-targeted school programs through Early Reach Coordination, post-secondary transition counseling), CYS, Washington County Juvenile and Adult Probation, SPHS school-based counselors, family-based counselors, Tier III therapists, IU1 contracted social workers and school psychologists, and other community mental health agencies within the school.  The district also provides the following: blended educational delivery (cyber and live instruction), credit recovery programming, full-time cyber education programming, work release, community service, transition planning and programming, job coaching, behavior specialist services, and more. Charleroi Area School District supports the emotional and social needs of students with disabilities through various social-emotional learning programs. Charleroi Elementary Center utilizes SEL lessons provided by the school counseling/guidance department, with the goal being to complement classroom learning through lessons varying on subjects such as character building, career exploration, and conflict resolution. Students in the Charleroi Area Middle School participate in an Exploratory program. Through this program, a designed flex period allows students to “have fun while learning” three days a week as they partake in electives that bring learning to life, with the goal being to provide an opportunity for students to apply concepts they have learned in theory through hands-on learning and performance-based assessments. Two days a week, middle school students participate in a variety of exploratory lessons which focus on relationship-building and social and emotional learning, specifically learning how to interact with each other and socialize appropriately and properly. At Charleroi Area High School, the program “Can Do U” used a video curriculum to teach students people and life skills. The Project Discovery curriculum is also used by high school guidance counselors and special education teachers, which provides hands-on career education through real tools and materials
1. Describe the School District's school-based behavior health services.
The Charleroi SD provides professional development for staff in the use of specific procedures, methods, and techniques that are used to implement positive behavior supports and interventions in accordance with students’ IEP’s and Board Policy. The goal of the Charleroi Area School District is to take a proactive approach in identifying student SEL needs while intervening with Tier I, II, and III interventions as the data supports. The district has an Attendance and Behavior Administrator (6-12), who has provides individual consultations to district staff, families, and students. The district has one emotional support teacher servicing grades 9-12, one emotional support teachers servicing grades 6-8, and one emotional support teacher servicing grades K-5. The district has 1.6 FTE school psychologists conducting functional behavior assessments, positive behavior support plans, general school wide professional development and student specific professional development in collaboration with district guidance counselors. In addition, IU1 consultants have been utilized, along with SPHS full time services in district, the Ventura group for Tier III to assist in educating staff, students, and parents in the area of SEL support. We define social and emotional learning (SEL) as an integral part of education and human development. SEL is the process through which all young people acquire and apply the knowledge, skills, and attitudes to develop healthy identities, manage emotions and achieve personal and collective goals, feel and show empathy for others, establish and maintain supportive relationships, and make responsible and caring decisions. In our high school (9-12) all students participate in "Can do you" SEL programming weekly. A specialist helped the district build a custom implementation plan using a Scope and Sequence Guide utilizing engaging videos that change each year there are Embedded Activities within each video along with Discussion or Reflection Activities. Parents receive a email for each video series while providing PDF Parent Guides and Parent Education Materials along with quarterly meetings with the program consultant. The middle school (6-8) utilized "SEL Program" driven by a vision that all children can become self-aware, caring, responsible, engaged, and lifelong learners who work together to achieve their goals. SEL is a powerful lever for creating caring,  inclusive, and healthy schools that support all young people. The districts elementary center (K-5) utilized Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) which is an evidence-based three-tiered framework to improve and integrate all of the data, systems, and practices affecting student outcomes every day. PBIS goal is to create schools where all students succeed. At all levels, there are building based student assistant teams in place, school counselors, SPHS (school and family based), and access to professional licensed counselors.  Student IEP teams also develop individualized positive behavior support plans, safety, and crisis plans for staff to follow when there are identified student needs. taff who work with students with emotional / behavioral issues are trained in non-violent safety care. Safety-Care is more than crisis management training; it provides the skills and competencies necessary to effectively prevent, minimize, and manage behavioral challenges with dignity, safety, and the possibility of change. Safety-Care delivers the tools needed to be safe when working with behaviorally challenging individuals using up-to-date and effective technologies from Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) and Positive Behavior Interventions & Supports (PBIS). These strategies are appropriate for individuals experiencing developmental, neurologic, psychiatric, and other impairments, as well as individuals who have experienced psychological or sexual trauma. Safety-Care promotes a reinforcement-based approach to developing new skills, maintaining safety, and reducing or eliminating restrictive interventions such as restraint. The district has two staff trained as trainers in Safety Care.  The district has three resource officers and one district police officer on site daily and during school activities. 
1. Describe the School District's restraint procedure.
If a restraint were to be utilized, the parent of the student would be notified and an IEP meeting would be conducted within 10 school days of the incident.  During this meeting the team would consider whether the student was in need of: FBA, Re-Evaluation, new or revised PBSP, or a change in educational placement.  However, if the parent, after written notice, agrees in writing to waive the meeting one would not take place.  The restraint would be recorded in the RISC system. The School District implements procedures governing the use of restraints in accordance with 22 Pa. Code §14.133 to ensure the safety, dignity, and educational rights of students with disabilities. Restraint is used only as a measure of last resort, after less restrictive interventions, including de-escalation techniques and positive behavior supports, have been attempted and determined ineffective or when a clear and present danger of serious physical harm exists. The district recognizes restraint as the application of physical force, with or without the use of any device, for the purpose of restraining the free movement of a student’s body. The following are not considered restraints under PDE guidance: Adaptive or protective equipment prescribed by qualified professionals Mechanical supports used to achieve proper body position Brief physical prompts to assist students in completing tasks Escorting or guiding a student safely  Restraints may be used only when: The student’s behavior presents a clear, immediate, and present danger of serious physical harm to the student or others; and Less restrictive measures have been attempted or are clearly ineffective in the moment.  Restraints are never used: As punishment For staff convenience As a substitute for appropriate educational programming or behavior supports  The district ensures that: Staff who may be required to implement a restraint receive ongoing training in crisis prevention, de-escalation, and safe physical intervention techniques. Training emphasizes positive behavior supports, trauma-informed practices, and prevention strategies to reduce the need for restraint.
