Pupil Premium Strategy Review of 2024/2025
Overall Assessment
The strategy from 2024/2025 required significant revision and refocusing to address the below average Key Stage 2 assessment data. The phonics screening check and Good Level of Development (GLD) data are broadly in line with national average and suggests effective early years provision and strong phonics teaching. 
Impact and Outcomes
The most critical matter to address is the Key Stage 2 performance, and we need to reconsider how to effectively address the challenges within the school's control that will have the most significant impact on disadvantaged pupils' outcomes. This will be outlined in the 2025 – 2026 Pupil Premium Strategy. 
Evaluation
We have evaluated the areas in need of improvement and identified strategies that will support improvement. The details of the strategies are in the School Improvement Plan and the Pupil Premium Strategy. Leaders have developed clear implementation plans to ensure that strategies are embedded and sustained. 
Behaviour
Some disruptive behaviour has been a barrier to learning. Since September 2025 we have addressed this and strategies are in place to remove disruption to learning in the classroom and high expectations, strong routines and relationships now feature highly within the culture of the school. This is having a positive impact on learning and progress. 
Attendance
2022-2023 – 90.7%
2023-2024 – 93.4%
Improving attendance will form part of development in 2025-2026 with new strategies in place to improve attendance working with families and developing an approach where everyone takes responsibility for raising attendance.
