(This link will also be on the 2026 Prom Google Classroom.) Ticket cost includes a buffet dinner, dancing, and school bus transportation to and from the event. Additional entertainment, games, and favors are provided by the Parent Teacher Organization.

Half-Day of School
All high school students have a half day of school on May 1, which will only include periods 1-4. Any student who is attending prom must be in attendance until 11:20 AM. There will be no approved early dismissals for students attending prom–please schedule all appointments accordingly. Lunch will not be served because of the early dismissal; however, bus transportation home will be available. 
 
Prom Transportation 
Students may not drive themselves and park downtown. Transportation options include school bus transportation, parent transportation, or private contract carrier transportation (Lyft, Uber, limousine, party bus). Students must inform the school of their transportation method when they purchase their ticket. This requires planning ahead!

· The bus will drop off and pick up at the William Penn Place (main) entrance.
