CDE State Dashboard Review – an online tool to help communities access information about their school’s performance. 
· Shows an overall picture of our school.
· Information gathered from 24-25 school year  

Review California School Dashboard given by Principal Gary Henderson with a power point presentation slide. Test scores and results reiterate the ELPAC scores showing the same deficiencies in Math, ELL (English Language Learners), and English up 1.8 percent compare to last year this time. There has been a reduction in suspensions and more intervention services for those who need academic or mental health.   


8.0     New Business

8.1  COST (Coordination of Services Team)
Assistant Principal Bond Cashmere provided an overview of our current services team. These are the companies that support West High School students. First, we have Valley Community Counselling Services (VCCS) they provide Mental Health (Counseling and Therapy); Yellow Ribbon (Child Abuse Prevention Council); 360 Behavioral Health Services (Behavioral Health Support); Vape Education, WHS Counseling Dept. (Daily Support); Boys & Girls Club (Youth Engagement and Homework Support). The total number of students currently receiving Services is 364 (20%); Number of students receiving Mental Health 180 (49%); Number of Student Receiving 2 services 30 (8%); Number of students receiving 3 services 4 (1%). Based on what we see at the site the staff feel we need to do in terms of allocating SPSA funding. Therefore, we feel strongly the importance of funding mental health and behavior support programs through the SPSA.  

8.2  Mr. Henderson just returned from at Conference held at San Joaquin County PBIS. West High will soon be piloting a new program which focuses on how to build teaching behavior to students. Last year West High suspensions were reduced by half in comparison to last year.
