The White Plains High School Hall of Fame Steering Committee announced that nominations are being sought for the White Plains High School Hall of Fame.  The Hall of Fame plans to induct new members at an Induction Ceremony in October 2026.
The White Plains High School Hall of Fame pays tribute to White Plains High School graduates who have truly distinguished themselves in their chosen career and/or have significantly and positively impacted the lives and welfare of their community.


All White Plains High School graduates, living or deceased, are eligible.  Anyone may nominate a candidate for the Hall of Fame.  The decision on each year’s Hall of Fame inductees will be made by the WPHS Hall of Fame Selection Committee.  It is a highly selective process.  All nominees remain in the consideration pool for subsequent years.


Ninety-four distinguished White Plains High School graduates, ranging from the Class of 1921 to the Class of 2004 and engaged in business, government, healthcare, journalism, the arts, entertainment, and sports, have been inducted since the Hall of Fame was established in 1996.
