Budget Questions for Workshop March 9, 2026


Is SRBI/MTSS required by the state of CT? Is this the required services that interventionists provide for our students? 

Scientific Research Based Interventions (SRBI) and Multi-tiered systems of support (MTSS) is the tiered data driven process that is utilized by the State and Region 14 to provide students with Scientifically Researched Based Instruction and interventions in order to ensure that we are compliant with the No Child Left Behind Act as well as to provide all students with a Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) prior to the consideration of a referral to Special Education. Interventionists are integral to have sufficient faculty to meet the student needs.

Tier 1 students – general class instruction 

Tier II students – students who do not meet expected benchmarks/performance on benchmark assessments and or unit assessment, receive short term intervention outside of the regular classroom instruction (6-10 week cycles) 

Tier III students- students not making adequate progress during Tier II intervention.  The intervention is more intensified in content and frequency and individualized based on needs 

When it is decided at a PPT to outplacement a student, is it mandated that the school district be responsible for all costs including tuition and transportation?

In Connecticut, when a PPT determines a student must attend an approved out-of-district special-education program because the district cannot meet their needs, the district assumes full responsibility for the costs. This includes tuition, transportation to and from the program, and related services in the IEP (e.g., paraprofessional, therapies, specialized supports. because the placement becomes part of the student’s IEP and must be provided at public expense and at no cost to the parents under the federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA).
 
Can the out of district tuition be itemized? For example, can we list the name of the outplacement alongside the tuition cost for each?  

Districts typically do not itemize Out placed student tuition due to the risk factors of possibility of identifying a student attending the out of district school
