Beginning balance for the year $ 1,456,872.53.Total GF revenue for the month of January was $1,995,480.88Total receipts for the year are $19,178,755.54 or about 56.7% of what we are budgeted to receive. Expenditures for the month were $2,283,914.45Total expenditures for the year are $14,562,788.45 or about 43%.We did spend more this month than we received. As the year continues, we will have to start decreasing the expenditures to balance. While we have received 56.7% of what we are budgeted to receive in revenue, we have only spent out 43% in expenses. This will help us get back to where we need to be.
