Nomination Categories and Criteria

Candidates are nominated for achievement in one or more of the following categories:

· STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering & Mathematics)  includes professions such as medicine, meteorology, engineering, computer science, among many others.

· Professional  includes such fields as business, education, government, public safety, law, and so forth.

· Arts/Entertainment  recognizes those who’ve achieved distinction in art, music, literature, theater, dance, media, and other related fields.

· Athletics  honors distinguished athletes, coaches, sports specialists, and similar fields.

· Humanitarian recognizes individuals who’ve made significant contributions to humanitarian causes in the local, national or world communities.

· Military honors veterans or active-duty personnel recognized for exceptional service.

· Lifetime Achievement honors those outstanding individuals whose lives have been focused on the betterment of their communities through their leadership and /or volunteerism.


Nomination Process

The submitted nomination materials should give the Hall of Fame committee a clear picture of why this individual deserves recognition.  Specific details and examples of the person’s achievements and contributions are very helpful.

While the focus of the Hall of Fame nomination needs to be on the individual’s outstanding achievement in a specific field of endeavor, please consider additional relevant activities as appropriate (including such things as volunteering, mentoring, etc.)

2. Nomination letter:  Explain why you believe your nominee is worthy of induction into the Hall of Fame.  Including examples of accomplishments, awards and recognition earned, and an explanation of what sets this person apart from others is very helpful to the committee.  Feel free to use a “bullet list” to enumerate the details – there’s an example on the back of this page to give you an idea to work from.

3. List of honors:  Cite other honors and awards that your candidate has received (with explanations as needed), as well as other Halls of Fame that he/she has been inducted into may either be included in the Nomination letter or listed separately.

4. Letters of recommendation:  Include two or more letters of recommendation from those who’ve worked with your nominee, who’ve benefitted from this person’s work or leadership, or who’ve witnessed his/her contributions and accomplishments are very important.  It’s best if these letters are not from family members.

5. Professional documents:  If possible, include a professional resume, curriculum vitae (CV) and/or portfolio.

I’d like to nominate Pat Doe for the Bud and Dorothy Page Lebanon High School Hall of Fame in the category of Arts/Entertainment for his outstanding contributions to the film industry.

· Graduated from LUHS in 1968

· Earned a BS in Math and Art from the University of California Los Angeles (UCLA) in 1973

· MS in film studies from the University of Southern California (USC) in 1975.

· Worked as an animator on several films, including Eraserhead.

· Recognized how computers could be used in filmmaking and returned to USC to study computer simulated graphic design, earning a doctorate in Cinematic Arts in 1985.

· Worked on many films with Pixar as a computer-interface consultant, including Toy Story, Toy Story 3, and Monsters Inc.

· Returned to USC as an Associate Professor in the Cinematic Arts department and served as Deputy Department Chair.

· Continues to mentor past students.

· Beginning in the mid-1980’s, he participated in a project to focus public attention on the plight of the homeless by creating a series of 30- and 60-second public service ads using his Hollywood connections.

· Recognized by the LA Times 2009 for his public service for his work on this project.
