Rigorous electives should have academic content at least as challenging as that in courses required in the minimum high school graduation requirements.  These electives should be in social studies, science, math, English, language arts, arts and humanities, nonnative language, and, above the introductory level, in agriculture, industrial technology, business, marketing, family and consumer sciences, health sciences, and technology education and career pathways.  Electives in physical education and health are limited to half unit each. Advanced Placement courses are acceptable substitutions for specified required credits.



OTHER DIPLOMA PROVISIONS:

Early Graduation Scholarship
Beginning with the 2014 – 2015 school year, students who complete an early high school graduation program and meet all applicable legal requirements shall be awarded an Early Graduation Scholarship Certificate.  Students planning to complete an early graduation program shall notify the Principal of their intent prior to the beginning of grade nine (9) or as soon thereafter as the intent is known.

Alternative High School Diploma
Alternative High School Diploma shall be awarded to students with disabilities in compliance with applicable legal requirements. The educational program is one that will be specifically designed for that student by the Admissions and Release Committee.

Pendleton County Basic High School Diploma
Pendleton County Basic Diploma is a diploma option when extenuating circumstances exist that prevent the student from completing all of the standards for a Pendleton County High School Traditional Diploma. In an effort to meet the needs of the total student population, students meeting the following criteria may be awarded a Basic Diploma from Pendleton County High School:
1. Obtain Principal’s recommendation;
2. Meet state minimum graduation requirements as set forth in 704 KAR 003:305;
3. Review all Credit Recovery/Alternative School/Remediation options;
4. Enrolled in Pendleton County High School for two (2) semesters or a transfer student earning final credits for a high school diploma;
5. Students under 18 must have written permission from their parent/guardian for participation in the program; and

In Pendleton County, it is expected that all students will be enrolled for eight (8) semesters of high school.  This expectation will also apply for Basic Diploma students.  Enrollment may include one (1) or a combination of the following: regular classroom instruction, alternative classroom instruction, on-line credit recovery or cooperative work experience placements.  Exceptions to the eight (8) semester rule will only be considered if the class with which he/she entered public school has graduated.  Students receiving the Pendleton County High School Basic Diploma will not be allowed to participate in the graduation exercises at their assigned high school.  Basic Diplomas will be granted at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting following the completion of all course work.


PARTICIPATION IN GRADUATION

No student shall be permitted to participate in graduation ceremonies until all graduation requirements have been fulfilled, as determined by the Principal.

“Transition Ready” – Red and Silver braided cord awarded if the student has completed transition ready defined by KDE as:
KRS 158.6455​ requires that postsecondary readiness for each high school student, be measured by one of the following indicators that are intended to signal a student's readiness for the next step in their postsecondary plans whether that be the pursuit of college coursework and/or entry into the workforce:
· Meeting or exceeding a college readiness benchmark score on the college admissions examination or a college placement examination approved by the CPE;
· Achieving a minimum of three (3) hours of dual credit by completing a course approved by the KBE or qualifying for a minimum of three (3) hours of postsecondary articulated credit associated with a statewide articulation agreement;
· Achieving a benchmark score on an AP, IB, CAI, or other nationally recognized exam approved by the KBE that generally qualifies the student for three (3) or more hours of college credit;
· Completing a required number of hours or achieving a benchmark within an apprenticeship, cooperative, or internship that is aligned with a credential or associate degree and approved by the KBE after receiving input from the LSAC; or
· Achieving any industry-recognized certifications, licensures, or credentials, with more weight in accountability for industry-recognized certifications, licensures or credentials identified as high demand.​


Individual Learning Plan (ILP)

As required by KAR, each student will have an Individual Learning Plan (ILP).  The plan begins in 6th grade and includes creating educations plans, career exploration, establishing personal goals and revisiting them as the student progresses through school, exploring college and other postsecondary opportunities, connecting to KHEAA.org, as well as other resources. 



Kentucky Educational Excellence Scholarship (KEES)

Kentucky high school students have the opportunity to make their education pay with the Kentucky Educational Excellence Scholarship (KEES).  KEES is an exciting program administered by the Kentucky Higher Education Assistance Authority (KHEAA).  Students who try to get the most from high school by studying hard and making good grades (C+ and above) can earn scholarships for college or technical schools in Kentucky. The better students do in high school, the more they will earn toward college scholarships.  Students who continue to make good grades in college can retain their KEES scholarship.  Awards shall be based upon an eligible student's annual grade point average of a 2.50 and above. 


KEES Advanced Placement (AP) Bonus
Students who complete a course bearing the AP designation receive a bonus point on the 4.0 scale in the calculation of cumulative GPA for KEES award.  In addition, students who qualify for the Free/Reduced Lunch program and score a “3” or better on an AP exam will receive a bonus award of $200 or more for each score. 

KEES Supplemental Award based on ACT Score
The authority shall commit to provide to each eligible student upon achievement of an ACT score of at least 15 on the American College Test (ACT) a supplemental award based on the eligible student's highest ACT score attained by the date of graduation from high school.

HONORS/PRE-AP AND ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP)

Honors/Pre-AP and Advanced Placement classes are intended for students who have exceptional abilities and/or interests in particular areas of study that require differentiated services.  The classes are designed to provide additional challenge for the student who accepts responsibility for active involvement in their own learning.  Students should be willing to demonstrate the necessary task commitment to maintain satisfactory progress (“C” average or better each grading term).  Failure to keep pace and maintain satisfactory progress may result in removal from the course.  These courses require an overall average of a “B” or better in prerequisite courses.  Students interested in AP courses will apply when they register for classes each spring semester.  Applications are reviewed and placement of students in Honors/Pre-AP and AP courses is based on student/parent choice with counselor/teacher recommendations.

Pendleton County High School currently offers the following Advanced Placement (AP) courses: English Language and Composition, Calculus, European History, Human Geography and Studio Art.  


EARLY COLLEGE PROGRAMS (ASPIREU)

Pendleton County High School does permit students who are in good academic standing and meet early college admission requirements the opportunity to participate in accelerated college opportunities.
  
Pendleton County High School currently collaborates with Northern Kentucky University, Gateway Community and Technical College, and Murray State University to make college coursework available on our campus and in the community. These on-site courses and those offered in the community vary from year to year and are based on availability as arranged through the agreement of program administrators at the partnering college or university. 

Students and their families have full responsibility for all costs such as tuition, fees, and books that are associated with these programs.

If the student’s schedule allows, ASPIREU students may elect to reduce their high school course load to accommodate an Academic Lab period for each pairing of dual-credit courses.  Restrictions do apply to this option due to high school master schedule restraints. Feasibility for a reduction to high school course load will be determined through schedule review by the School Counselor and at the discretion of the high school administration.



NORTHERN KENTUCKY UNIVERSITY SCHOOL-BASED SCHOLARS:

Students entering junior and senior years may apply for the School-Based Scholars (SBS) Program through Northern Kentucky University. This program allows the opportunity to take up to (8) eight college classes under dual enrollment/dual credit agreements (students are enrolled in both our school and the university and receive high school and college credit for courses taken) at PCHS during the regular school day plus courses on NKU’s campus for college credit in the evening or summer session.
Eligibility for SBS is based on the following criteria:
· Applicants must be a high school junior or senior.
· Applicants must have a cumulative GPA 3.0 or higher.
· Complete an SBS NKU application, Disclosure Form and provide all necessary credentials
· [bookmark: _Hlk120613110]Each credit hour is $97 dollars currently plus book fees.  Each class is 3 hours = $291 *this amount can change per the university tuition rates. 
· Must complete each SBS course with a final grade of “C” or better to continue enrollment in the program


GATEWAY REGIONAL ACADEMY

Gateway Regional Academy (GRA) allows eligible high school juniors and seniors to earn college credit at a reduced rate by taking classes during the regular school day at Pendleton County High School or at a nearby Gateway Community and Technical College Campus.  
PCHS students may opt for Dual-Enrollment (Student is taking classes at PCHS and Gateway simultaneously, but no credit is acknowledged by PCHS on the student’s transcript) for those courses occurring off-campus and/or outside of regular school hours.  Or, students may be Dual-Enrolled with Dual-Credit (Credit is issued on the transcript and incorporated in the student’s credit standing and calculation of GPA).  Dual-Enrollment with Dual-Credit courses are reflected in the student’s daily schedule. Eligibility for admission to the GRA is based on the following criteria:
· Cumulative GPA of a 3.0
· Minimum ACT requirements (dependent on the course(s) student is requesting) of:
· English – 18
· Math – 22
· Reading – 20
Students who do not have ACT scores may take the KYOTE for admission and placement purposes.  Scores must be in an established range on the KYOTE to be admitted.  
· Students and their families have full responsibility for all costs such as tuition, fees, and books that are associated with these programs.  Each credit hour is $97 currently plus book fees.  Each class is 3 hours = $291 *this amount can change per the university tuition rates. 


NKU Young Scholars

Juniors at PCHS who qualify for the NKU Young Scholars Program will go to the campus by bus five days a week to participate in their classes.  While on campus the students will attend class, attend academic counseling sessions, and have a designated area to study.  Scholars will follow the NKU academic calendar.  Scholars will choose from one of the four pathways:  STEM, Integrative Studies, Computer Sciences, Supply Chain.  
This is a 2-year program.  The student will be on campus at NKU for their junior and senior years and finish the program with a minimum of 60 college hours.

AREA TECHNOLOGY CENTER PROGRAMS

Pendleton County High School is served by the Campbell County Area Technology Center (ATC) where students may enroll in a variety of career and technical trade preparation programs.  These programs are available during the junior and senior years.  Students must apply for these programs during the registration period for the next school year. 

Participation in the ATC Programs places restrictions on the scheduling options for students involved.  First year programs are available in the morning and are scheduled for three periods; second year programs are available in the afternoon.  Therefore, to be eligible students must have passed the necessary required courses and be “on track” to graduate. Enrollment is based on approved application and space available in program option selected. Credits are awarded based on the number of courses scheduled.  
	

Articulated & Dual Credits: Through agreements arranged with the Area Technology Centers, the Kentucky Community and Technical College System (KCTCS) and Kentucky public colleges and universities, students in most programs at the Campbell County Area Technology Center can take advantage of the opportunity to get a jumpstart on a degree at any college in the KCTC System as well as many traditional 4-Year public colleges and universities.  Credits are awarded based on verification of completed coursework and successful transition into approved programs/majors at the post-secondary school.

Applied Content Credits: Students who complete course sequence in the program areas that are approved for math and/or science credit at Campbell County ATC will have the opportunity to use this pathway to complete the third science credit for their junior year and/or senior math elective requirement.  Approved content credits connected to each program are noted in descriptions below.  

Note: ATC applied science and/or math do not replace Integrated Science and Biology as specified science requirements or Algebra I, Geometry and Algebra II as specified math requirements for all PHS students. 


CAMPBELL COUNTY AREA TECHNOLOGY CENTER: PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS


Auto Body Repair 
This program provides instruction in all phases of automobile body and fender repair, as well as refinishing those repairs.  Instruction extends from repair of small dents to the complete rebuilding of wrecked or damaged vehicles.  This program is certified by the National Institute for Automotive Service Excellence. Second year students will take ASE exams in Painting and Refinishing as well as Non-Structural Analysis and Damage Repair. Applied math & science approved.

Automotive Technology 
                                                                                                                              
This program provides the fundamentals of all the systems incorporated within today’s automobile.  Tools and equipment form the most basic hand tools to state-of-the-art diagnosis instruments are presented with each related segment of the program.  This program is certified by the National Institute for Automotive Excellence. Second year students will take the ASE exam in Automotive Maintenance and Light Repair. Applied math & science approved, dual credit available.  

Carpentry                                                                                                                              

This program provides training in residential construction.  Students will have the opportunity to obtain the skills and knowledge pertinent to site layout, foundation work, rough framing, roof framing, and roofing.  Practice of the skills learned often occurs at “job sites” away from school.  1st Year Students – Complete their NCCER Core Certification
2nd Year Students – Complete their NCCER Level1 Certification & Complete their OSHA 10 Certification. Applied math & science approved.

Electrical Technology                                                                                                                                       

The Electrical Technology program focuses on preparing students for entry-level electrician positions in industry and the building trades.  Electrical Technology provides experiences in layout, assembly, installation, testing, maintenance of electrical circuits and apparatus, and residential wiring.  Training involves electrical theory and electrical codes current in industry. First year students – Complete their NCCER Core Certification. Second year students complete their NCCER Level 1 Certification and complete their OSHA 10 Certification. Applied math & science approved, dual credit available. 

Health Sciences                                                                                

This program provides instruction by a Registered Nurse for students interested in the allied health fields.  Students study anatomy and physiology, medical terminology, basic medical skills and are certified in CPR and first aid.  Hospital and nursing home affiliations provide clinical experience for students. The students will be taking their CNA exams (Certified Nurse Aid) Applied math & science approved, dual credit available. 


Fire Science

This pathway focuses on theory and practice of fires and firefighting.  Instruction includes fire chemistry and physics, combustible materials, computer science, building construction, fire codes and related laws, fire hydraulics, fire command, fire prevention/inspection, fire protection systems, fire suppression systems, fire/arson investigation, occupational safety, equipment operation, emergency medicine and communications.   Applied math & science approved.


Welding                                                                                                                                                               
This program provides instruction in oxyacetylene cutting, oxyacetylene welding, shielded metal arc welding, gas tungsten arc welding, gas metal arc welding, brazing, soldering, and blueprint reading.  Techniques in fabrication and assembling metal parts are also part of this course. First and second year students are preparing for their 2F AWS certification and their OSHA 10 Certification. Applied math & science approved, dual credit available. 

HVAC - Environmental Control System Technician
This pathway prepares individuals to apply technical knowledge and skills to repair, install, service and maintain the operating condition of heating, air conditioning, and refrigeration systems. The pathway includes instruction in diagnostic techniques, the use of testing equipment and the principles of mechanics, electricity, and electronics related to the repair of heating, air conditioning and refrigeration systems.  Applied math & science approved.

ATHLETIC ELIGLIBILTY FOR ATHLETES

Guidelines for the standards for Athletic Eligibility are determined by the Kentucky High School Athletic Association (KHSAA) and each high school in Kentucky must comply.  These guidelines do not necessarily align with the credits required for promotion set by each high school.  As of the first day of school of the sophomore year, the athlete must have a minimum of five (5) credits; the junior year eleven (11) credits; the senior year seventeen (17) credits.

During the season, a weekly grade check will be made by the Athletic Director to ensure a competing athlete does not have two (2) failing grades for that semester.  If failing two (2) subjects, the athlete will be suspended for the next week and until the grades are passing.




NCAA CLEARINGHOUSE & NAIA ELIGIBILITY CENTER

NCAA CLEARINGHOUSE: Students who wish to participate in NCAA Division I or Division II athletics as a freshman in college should apply for certification through the NCAA clearinghouse following their sixth (6th) semester of high school, which should coincide with the end of the Junior Year but no later than November of their Senior Year.  

To register go to www.eligibilitycenter.org.Complete the required information, print transcript release authorizations, and bring them to the high school guidance office.  A copy of your current transcript will be sent to the Clearinghouse.  A preliminary certification will be issued at that time.  After graduation, the guidance office will send your final transcript to the NCAA Clearinghouse.  After reviewing your transcript, a final certification decision will be made according to the NCAA standards.  Academic eligibility is based on High School Core Course GPA and ACT or SAT scores.  These standards are available on the NCAA website above or www.NCAA.org .

SAT and ACT scores must be reported directly to the NCAA Eligibility Center from the testing center. Scores on transcripts will not be used.  When registering for the SAT or ACT, use code “9999” to release scores to the NCAA Clearinghouse.


NAIA ELIGIBILITY CENTER: Students interested in playing sports at NAIA colleges need to register and have their eligibility to play determined through the NAIA Eligibility Center.  Registration is advised at the end of the junior year (sixth semester) of high school. 

When you register, you create a personal profile, which you can have sent directly to NAIA colleges that match your interests. You will need your current contact information, previous addresses, high schools attended and history of sports participation during and after high school graduation.

Eligible athletes must meet two of the following three qualifiers:
1. Achieve a minimum of 18 on the ACT or 860 on the SAT
2. Achieve a minimum overall high school GPA of 2.0 on a 4.0 scale
3. Graduate in the top half of your high school class

A transcript as well as ACT and/or SAT scores are required to determine eligibility.  Upon registering, have the high school guidance office counselor or registrar; send your transcript to the NAIA Eligibility Center.  A final transcript should be sent upon graduation.  The official final transcript must verify class rank, cumulative grade point average and high school graduation date. 

ACT and SAT scores must be reported directly to the NAIA Eligibility Center from the testing center. Scores on transcripts will not be used.  When registering for the SAT or ACT, use code “9876” to release scores to the NAIA Eligibility Center.

Intervention Programs:

PCHS Purpose: PCHS is committed to providing a creative and rigorous 21st century education that ensures all students are college/career ready.
To ensure all students meet our goal of graduating 100% of our students’ college/career ready, PCHS has developed a structured RTI process that is an integral component of PCHS’s standards-based instructional system. Interventions are embedded systematically into the operation of classes and of the school as a whole. PCHS has developed and implemented several layers of safety nets, including: in-class, in school, extended school and special referral.

Tier I:  By far the most important layer is the ‘in class’ layer. In-class safety nets comprise the set of practices and strategies that the regular classroom teacher adopts to ensure that all students continue to make progress. Teacher sees his or her mission as ensuring that all students experience success as learners and that all meet high standards. It requires on-going monitoring of progress and prompt action to follow-up with students who have fallen behind. It also requires the use of classroom strategies that enable students to be taught at their instructional level and receive additional time and assistance. These include individual conferencing, one-on-one coaching, assessment corrections, cooperative learning and small group instructional methods.
  
Tier II:  The intervention will be provided through a blended classroom with computer-based instruction as the predominant means to meet the unique learning needs of each student.  This tier is designed for students who are scoring below reading and math benchmarks on interim assessments.   The class is structured to: a. help students meet the passing score (set by the Kentucky Department of Education) required for graduation on the 10th grade reading and math tests.  It is further designed to assist junior students who were not able to meet the state mandated benchmarks on this assessment during their sophomore year.  The class can be an elective for students wishing to raise their scores on the ACT.    

Tier III: Credit Recovery- This Internet-based curriculum and assessment tool will enable students that have previously failed or are failing a class the opportunity to earn course credits and remain on target for graduation.  Students who are at risk of dropping out of school because of lost credits will hopefully take advantage of this opportunity to get back on target and graduate with a high school diploma.  Students will need to be scheduled into the classroom during the regular day, after school, and during the summer.

RTI Identification Process:  Students are initially identified based on STAR, KPREP &/or CERT scores.   
Response to Intervention Process:  Once students have been identified as not meeting the school-designated reading & math benchmarks, they will be scheduled into a reading & math intervention lab in addition to their regular class.  The students will work in a blended classroom with the majority of instruction coming from the computer-based programs such as Reading Plus &/or Aleks.  Even though the intervention class is based on the student’s instructional level, content covered will coincide as much as possible with the student’s typical classes.  
Transitioning out of Intervention:  Students may transition out of intervention one of two ways.
1. Meet the reading &/or math ACT benchmark
1. Meet a college/career readiness benchmark on one of the Interim assessments given during the spring, winter, and fall.

Principles of Agricultural Science and Technology (030715)
Credit: 1	 
Suggested Grade Level:  9 - 10 	
This course provides instruction in the foundations of the various segments of the agricultural industry.  Agricultural career opportunities will be emphasized.  Animal science, plant and land science, and agricultural mechanics will be the focus of the curriculum.  The selection and planning of a supervised agricultural experience program and related record keeping will be presented.  Leadership development will be provided through the FFA.  Students will receive personal guidance and counseling with preparatory instructional program selection.  (For students in 9th grade and for students in 10th grade that have not taken Principles of Agricultural Science and Technology).

Small Animal Technology 020503
Credit: 1
Recommended Grade Level: 10 – 12
This course develops scientific knowledge, management practices, and marketing strategies in small and specialty animal technology. The curriculum includes identification, anatomy, physiology, nutrition, health, selection, and care of small animals. Typically, species include dogs, cats, rabbits, companion birds, ostriches, emus, tropical fish, and furbearers. Content will be enhanced with appropriate applied scientific laboratory activities. Leadership development will be provided through the National FFA Organization. Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.


Animal Science (020501) 
Credit: 1	
Suggested Grade Level: 10– 12
This course develops basic knowledge and skills pertaining to livestock identification, selection, nutrition, reproduction and genetics, health management, and marketing of one or more species of farm animals.  The latest biotechnological applications will be included.  The content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through the FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Veterinary Science (020511) 
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:   10-12
Prerequisite: Principles of Agricultural Sciences and Technology 
Veterinary science topics include safety, sanitation, anatomy and physiology, clinical exams, hospital procedures, parasitology, posology, laboratory techniques, nutrition, disease, office management, and animal management.  Careers are also explored.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA (Future Farmers of America).  Each student will be expected to have an agricultural experience program

Greenhouse Technology (010641) 
Credit: 1 	
Suggested Grade Level: 10 – 12						                                      
Prerequisite: Principles of Agricultural Sciences and Technology 
This course provides instruction in greenhouse structures and greenhouse environment regulations. Plant growth, development, and propagation are included as well as production and maintenance of bedding and container produced plants.  Fundamental principles of vegetable production and commercial production of vegetable crops may be included.  Content will be enhanced with appropriate technology.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.



Introduction to Greenhouse and Crop Production (010611) 
Credit: 1 	
Suggested Grade Level: 10 – 12
Prerequisite: Principles of Agricultural Science and Technology 
Develops basic scientific knowledge and skills pertaining to managing soil and its effects on human and animal food and fiber production, the environment, and meeting basic life needs.  The relationship of soil to plant growth and horticulture will be emphasized.  Plant anatomy, reproduction, growth, health, and current biotechnological advances will be included.  Leadership development will be provided through the National FFA Organization.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Agricultural Structures and Designs (010211) 
[bookmark: _Hlk217298020]Credit: 1 Class Fee $20.00
Suggested Grade Level: 11-12 (Instructor approval application required)
This course prepares students to evaluate, design and construct agricultural structures.  Students learn to design, evaluate and interpret construction plans and calculate a bill of materials. Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have an agricultural experience program.

Agriculture Construction Skills (010241)
Credit: 1 Class Fee $20.00
Suggested Grade Level: 11-12 (Instructor approval required)
This course prepares students to construct and maintain agricultural structures and equipment. Develop basic skills such as tool identification, interpreting plans, calculating a bill of materials, electrification, carpentry, welding, metal fabrication, plumbing, and masonry. Leadership development will be provided through the National FFA Organization. Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Floriculture and Floral Design 010621
Credit: 1  Class Fee $20.00
Recommended Grade Level: 10-12
Floriculture and Floral Design provides instruction to develop floral design techniques using silk, dried, and fresh flowers. Students will learn the operation and management techniques of a floral business as well as the identification, production, and cultural maintenance practices of plants used in floral design and interior landscaping. Leadership development will be provided through the National FFA Organization. Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.


Agriscience Coop (030790-1: 1 period; 030790-2: 2 periods; 030790-3: 3 periods)
Credit: 1 – 3 
Grade Level:  12  										
[bookmark: _Hlk184198482]Co-requisite: Animal Science, Plant & Land Science, Agribusiness or Greenhouse Technology
Prerequisite: 2 years of successful participation in agriculture classes  
This course is arranged cooperatively through student, teacher and employer.  Employment placement must be related to agri-business and employment must be verified.  Student must be enrolled in the designated co-requisite courses taught during the coop year. There are also opportunities to Co-op within the Pendleton County School District, no transportation required. The areas of co-cop within the Pendleton County School District include the following:  Athletics, Diesel Technician, Finance and Human Resources, Food Services, Health Services, Network Technician, Maintenance Department.

Dual credit college courses through Murray State University. These are online courses.  
Requirements:

Animal Science
COURSE NUMBER:  AGR 100 	(030704DC)

This is a basic course in animal science, including the importance and place of livestock in agriculture types, market classes, and grades of beef, sheep, and swine, origin and characteristics of breeds, and the judging of beef, sheep, and swine


Agricultural Leadership & Life Knowledge 
COURSE NUMBER:  AGR 185 (030727DC)			
Tuition $291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates
An elective course developed for students who are interested in pursuing a career in the agricultural industry. This class will serve as a bridge class between high school and the collegiate level. Roles, responsibilities and challenges in the field of leadership, and Life Knowledge ® will be examined.

Plant Science
COURSE NUMBER:  AGR 140	(010615DC)
Tuition Fee $291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates
A study of general plant science principles, including basic plant anatomy, physiology, and interactions with the surrounding environment.

Introduction to Veterinary Science 
COURSE NUMBER: AGR  182	(020505DC) *
Tuition Fee $291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates
This course examines basic principles of veterinary science, including breeds, biology, veterinary tools, parasitology, office management, animal control, and basic clinical exam techniques for large and small animals. Further, the purpose of this course is to provide advanced students in agriculture with an introduction to the basic principles of veterinary science.   This requires students to understand the biology of both large and small breeds of animals, as well as specifics related to the area of veterinary medicine. This class will build a foundation for those students interested in the area of veterinary science while serving as a dual credit course for those in secondary education to gain elective credit through Murray State University.


THE ARTS (VISUAL & PERFORMING)

Concert Band (500913)
Credit:1 Course Fee: $60	
Suggested Grade Level: 9-12 
Prerequisites:  Membership in 8th grade band with no lower than a "C" average, attendance at summer band camp, and recommendation of the band director
This course is designed to develop knowledge and technique for playing brass, woodwind, percussion and string instruments.  This ensemble covers multiple styles of music literature and connections to historical and cultural contexts.  Instrumental Ensemble functions with an emphasis on the literature of the concert band, but class responsibilities include pep band and parade band activities. Band members participate in solo and ensemble festivals, state and regional concert band festivals, and give concerts on a regular basis. An occasional after school rehearsal may be required prior to concert performances.  Extra rehearsals and activities are considered as part of the student's band grade and participation in all events is mandatory for band membership.  Students enrolled in the Band program are required to pay an additional $60.00 program fee.  This fee covers: cost of band camp, individual music, related expenses for the individual participant.

Music Guitar (500923)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Levels: 10-12
Application with teacher approval required
Course will focus on general knowledge of music theory, the beginning studies of guitar/instrumental playing and the physical act of rehearsing and performing as a guitar/instrumental ensemble.  Students will be exposed to numerous styles of guitar/instrumental playing, multiple genres in music through use of their instrument as well as public & private performance environments.  Second semester will focus more on individual study.  Students will be required to demonstrate mastery on numerous tasks including: techniques, styles, and personal growth.  Tasks will be completed at the pace of the individual student, considering the individual student’s interests/tastes in music. Students will be encouraged to participate in solo and ensemble festivals/state and regional festivals.

Vocal Ensemble (500926)
Credit: 1 
Suggested Grade Level: 9 - 12
This ensemble is designed to develop knowledge and tone for all vocalists who enjoy singing.  Vocal Ensemble will cover multiple styles of music literature and connections to historical and cultural context.  There is no audition requirement for this class.  Attendance and participation at concerts and performances is expected. An occasional after school rehearsal may be required prior to concert performances.  

Music Theory (500928)
Credit: 1 
Suggested Grade Level: 9 – 12
Pre-requisite – must be currently or previously enrolled in band, vocal ensemble or music guitar
Music Theory courses provide students with an understanding of the fundamentals of music and include one or more of the following topics: melody, harmony, composition, arrangement, analysis, aural development, and sight reading.

Visual Art I (500726)
Credit: 1  
Class Fee $15.00
Suggested Grade Level: 9 - 12
This course will provide students with knowledge and opportunities to experience a variety of art forms and to create individual works of art.  Students will learn about the elements and principles, language, materials, and processes used to produce various kinds of visual arts.  As students will begin to develop their own creative styles, they will learn about the production of art, study of the structures, purposes, careers and humanities.  The units will include an in-depth study of the Core Content, Language of Art, Drawing, Art Criticism and Painting while exploring Printmaking, Sculpture and Design.  Art History will be incorporated into each assignment to appropriately enhance the learning experience and will cover styles and periods included on the Arts & Humanities Reference Chart.  All units will require reading and worksheets to be completed, homework assignments and at least two major tests and semester exams will be required.  Students will be expected to write an art criticism paper, a portfolio paper, open response questions and on-demand writing.  Students will study a variety of media including marker, pencil, colored pencil, charcoal, watercolors, pastels, pen & ink, scratchboard, paint and linoleum blocks.  Each student is required to purchase materials through the school for projects costing $15.00.

Visual Art II (500710)
Credit: 1
Class Fee $20.00
Suggested Grade Level: 10 - 12
Prerequisite:  Visual Art I or permission of the teacher
Using the skills and knowledge from Art I, an emphasis will be placed on developing the student’s individual style and expression.  This course will provide students with the ability to begin to determine and produce artworks in their own specialization in art.  Many new and interesting media will be explored while new projects will be introduced.  Students will use the elements and principles, language, materials, and processes to produce various kinds of visual arts.  The units will include Design, Drawing, Acrylic painting, Sculpture, Clay, Airbrushing and Printmaking.  Art History will be incorporated into some assignments and will cover styles and periods included on the Arts and Humanities Reference chart.  Students will develop a portfolio of their artwork.  Some units will require reading and worksheets to be completed.  Students will be expected to complete two outside drawings each nine weeks.  Students will be required to bring materials purchased from previous art class, and purchase a minimal amount of new materials through the school costing $20.00 for projects.

Visual Art III (500711)
Credit: 1
Class Fee $20.00
Suggested Grade Level: 11 –12
Prerequisite: Visual Art II or permission of the teacher 
Using the skills and knowledge of the prerequisite courses, this focus of this course will be to enhance the student’s individual style and expression to produce artworks in their own specialization in art.  Students will use the elements and principles, language, materials, and processes to produce artworks.  A special emphasis will be skill refinement in the areas of drawing, painting, sculpture, ceramics and printmaking.  Students will develop a portfolio of their artwork.  Some units will require reading and worksheets to be completed.  Students will be expected to complete two outside drawings each nine weeks.  Students will be required to bring materials purchased from previous art classes, and purchase a minimal amount of new materials through the school costing $20.00.

Visual Art Independent Study (500720)
Credit: 1
Class Fee $20.00
Suggested Grade Level: 11 - 12 
Prerequisite:  Visual Art II and permission of the teacher  
Students will work in all types of drawing and paint media of their choice.  They will be working independently in all forms of art.  They will be required to create original work and will be expected to enter competitions.  They are required to keep a portfolio of their work.  This is a class for more advanced art students.  

AP Studio Art (500714)
Credit: 1 
Class Fee $25.00
Suggested Grade Level:  12 
Prerequisite:  Art III, Special Topics or Visual Art Independent Study and permission of the teacher
Co-Requisite: Visual Art Independent Study  
AP Studio Art is for highly motivated students with a serious interest in the study of art; the program demands significant commitment.  Students will be expected to choose one of the three portfolios to complete 2-D Design, 3-D Design or Drawing.  They will be required to stay one day a month to critique their work and conference one on one with the teacher and must be committed to working on their own.  They must be able to take constructive criticism.  They will be required to keep a journal and write commentaries on every piece describing what the concentration is and how it evolved and to keep slides of all work.  All work will be required to be backed or mounted; however, mats are optional. Students will have the opportunity to submit a portfolio for AP evaluation.  It will include 24 slides, written commentaries, and 5 actual pieces.  The students will have at least 24 works of art included in this portfolio. 


Visual & Performing Arts: Theatre Emphasis (500111) 
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 9 – 12 
This course is an extension of arts and humanities that includes historical and cultural contexts and aesthetic qualities and focuses on “technical elements” and the creative processes.  A special emphasis will be on the visual and performing arts and their application in the theatre setting as well as stagecraft.  Students will be expected to participate in areas of production that include lighting design, scenery design, set construction, props, costuming, and staging. 


BUSINESS & MARKETING EDUCATION


Principles of Entrepreneurship (080310) 
Credit :1
Suggested Grade Level: 11-12 
Pre-requisite: Marketing Principles (080716) OR Business & Marketing Essentials (060111)
Principles of Entrepreneurship introduces students to a wide array of entrepreneurial concepts and skills, including the role of entrepreneurship in our economy, entrepreneurial discovery processes, ideation, and preliminary start-up venture planning. Students also develop an appreciation for marketing’s pivotal role in the development and success of a new business. They become acquainted with channel management, pricing, product/service management, and promotion. Students conduct thorough market planning for their ventures: selecting target markets; conducting market, SWOT, and competitive analyses; forecasting sales; setting marketing goals and objectives; selecting marketing metrics; and setting a marketing budget. The capstone activity in the course is the development of detailed marketing plans for students’ startup businesses. Throughout the course, students are presented ethical dilemmas and problem-solving situations for which they must apply academic and critical-thinking skills. Leadership development will be provided through DECA.


Marketing Principles (080716) 
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 9-12
Students study marketing concepts found in Sports/Event marketing, Travel & Tourism, Advertising/Promotion, and marketing functions including purchasing, pricing, and distribution functions.  Both marketing and employment skills learned will improve and increase the chance of successful transition into the world of work.  Leadership development will be provided through DECA activities and competitive events.


Marketing Applications (080717)  
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:11- 12
Prerequisite: Marketing Principles (080716) or Business & Marketing Essentials (060111)
Marketing Applications furthers student understanding and skills in the various marketing functions. Students discuss the nature of marketing plans, examine factors impacting pricing decisions, identify the effects of product life cycles on marketing, and determine elements of the promotional mix. Effective communication skills are also stressed throughout the course. Current technology will be used to acquire information and to complete the projects. Throughout the course, students are presented problem-solving situations for which they must apply academic and critical-thinking skills. Marketing Applications--Standard is targeted at typical students as well as ESL students and other students with special needs. Leadership development will be provided through DECA.

Financial Literacy (080719)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10-12
The goal of the Financial Literacy elective course is to equip students with the knowledge needed to make informed financial decisions that contribute to life-long financial stability. This course aligns to the Kentucky Academic Standards for Financial Literacy and focuses on student understanding and skills in such areas as money management, budgeting, savings and investing, financial goal attainment, debt, the wise use of credit, insurance and risk management (including personal insurance policies) and taxes. Throughout the course, students explore the necessity of critically reviewing documents prior to signing agreements, practice providing a signature in cursive, and examine real-world challenges that individuals commonly encounter when responsibly managing their personal finances. 


Travel and Tourism Marketing (080911)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10-12 
This course introduces the student to the travel and tourism industry. This course is based on the business and marketing core that includes communication skills, economics, human resource management, promotion, marketing-information management, and selling. Instruction includes domestic and international travel, sales techniques, transportation methods, food and beverage marketing, and destination marketing. Leadership development will be provided through DECA.

Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  11-12 
Ethical Leadership is a principles-based ethics course introducing students to key leadership and ethical knowledge and skills, including integrity, trust, accountability, transparency, fairness, respect, rule of law, and viability. Throughout the course, students apply ethical principles to contemporary, real-world situations that teens and young adults often encounter in school, at home, with friends, and in entry-level job positions. They examine the concept of ethical leadership and strengthen their leadership and ethical decision-making skills through the planning, implementation, and evaluation of at least one class service-learning project. Leadership development will be provided through DECA. 


Marketing Coop (080701-1: 1 period; 080701-2:  2 periods; 080701-3:  3 periods)
Credit:  1-3
Suggested Grade Level: 12
Co-requisite: Marketing Applications, Travel and Tourism, Ethical Leadership, Sports and Event Marketing
Pre-requisite: Completion of two Marketing courses or teacher permission.  Application required.
This course is arranged cooperatively through agreement of student, teacher and employer.  Employment placement must be related to a marketing area and employment must be verified.  Student must be enrolled in the co-requisite of Advanced Marketing. There are also opportunities to Co-op within the Pendleton County School District, no transportation required. The areas of co-cop within the Pendleton County School District include the following:  Athletics, Diesel Technician, Finance and Human Resources, Food Services, Health Services, Network Technician, Maintenance Department.   
 






Engineering Technology

Engineering 1 (210221) 
Suggested Grade Level: 9-10
Credit: 1
Prerequisite: None
Course Description: This fundamental course provides a project-based learning approach to understanding the principles and concepts of physics and associated mathematics for most Engineering Technology programs.  Students explore various careers and disciplines of engineering areas, problem solving and core technology such as, but not limited to; manufacturing, power/energy/transportation, robotics, hydraulics, electricity/electronics, communications, construction systems, alternative energy and computer aided design.  Instruction should be enhanced through participation in Kentucky Technology Student Association challenges.  


Engineering II (210222)
Suggested Grade Level: 10-11
Prerequisite: Engineering 1 
Credit: 1         
Course Description: This course contributes to the development of each high school student’s capability to understand how technology’s development, control, and use are based on design constraints and human wants and needs.  The structure of the course challenges students to use technological design processes so that they can think, plan, design, and create solutions to engineering and technological problems.  Students are actively involved in the organized and integrated application of technological resources, engineering concepts, and scientific procedures.  Students address the complexities of technology that stem from designing, developing, using, and assessing technological systems.  

Introduction to 3D Printing Technology (332001) 
Grade Level: 11 - 12 
Credits: 1
Prerequisite: Advanced Design Applications/Engineering II 
Description: An introduction to additive rapid prototyping manufacturing (three-dimensional printing), and its applications in conjunction with computer technology, including hardware, software, three-dimensional printing technology, file management, internet, security, and computer intellectual property ethics. Presents basic use of applications, programming, systems and utility software. Participation in Kentucky Technology Student Association will greatly enhance instruction. 

Engineering Capstone (210110) 
Prerequisite:  Engineering II 
Credit: 1         
Suggested Grade Level: 11-12 
Course Description: A project and research-based Computer Aided Drafting and Design course that extends the learning experiences where students focus on mechanical, electrical, fluid and thermal systems allowing in depth exploration in selected disciplines of engineering areas such as manufacturing, power/energy/transportation, bio-medical, robotics, hydraulics, electricity/electronics, communications, construction systems, alternative energy and computer aided design and problem solving.  Instruction should be enhanced through participation in Kentucky Technology Student Association challenges.   

Multimedia Publishing – Yearbook (060751)
Credit: 1
Suggested Level: 11-12
Application Required and Teacher Approval 
This hand – on course applies publishing and presentation concepts through the development of 
Sophisticated business documents and projects. These documents include, but are not limited to, tri
-fold brochures, manuscripts, reports, bi-fold programs, catalogs, newsletters, flyers, business forms, graphs, web
pages, on -screen presentations, and video productions. Equipment such as scanners, digital cameras, video cameras, and color laser printers, may be utilized in creating the documents. Formatting, editing, page layout, and design concepts are taught. Distribution ready publication standards are applied to all projects. Students will develop communication skills, 
problem-solving techniques, cooperative learning, and interpersonal skills.

Engineering Co-op (210330)
Credit: 1-3
Suggested Grade Level: 12
Co-requisite: Engineering Capstone, Introduction to 3D Printing
Prerequisite: Engineering Design 2 and 1 other Engineering credit. Students must have completed at least three credits in the Engineering pathway. Engineering co-op CAN count as the 4th credit in the pathway. Student must have their own transportation and driver’s license and must be employed by the first day of school in a paid position DIRECTLY related to their Engineering and Technology Design pathway. There are also opportunities to Co-op within the Pendleton County School District, no transportation required. The areas of co-cop within the Pendleton County School District include the following:  Athletics, Diesel Technician, Finance and Human Resources, Food Services, Health Services, Network Technician, Maintenance Department.   




ENGLISH

Graduation Ready (904010)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  9
The intervention will be provided through a blended classroom with computer-based instruction as the predominant means to meet the unique learning needs of each student.  This class is designed for students who are scoring below reading and math benchmarks on interim assessments and need to raise their scores to become graduation ready.   The class is structured to help students meet the passing score (set by the Kentucky Department of Education) required for graduation on the 10th grade reading and math.


English I (230107)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  9
This course is built upon students' language arts abilities gained in the elementary and middle school program.  Content includes basic types of literature, a review of grammar skills within the writing process, and oral and written composition. The major emphasis is on determining and improving skill levels of individual students in reading, oral/written composition, and understanding/appreciation of literature.

English II (230110)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  10
Prerequisite:  English I
This course helps all students continue building skills in English language arts.  Content includes:  Oral and written composition and literature, including essays and short stories.  The major emphasis is on increasing competence and confidence in writing/speaking and in reading/interpreting literature.  



English II Pre-Advanced Placement (230110PAP) 
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10
Prerequisite: “B” or better in English I with Departmental Approval
This course is designed to present a wide range of reading experiences with print and non-print materials that have literary, informational, persuasive and practical purposes.  The course will also require that the student possess an understanding in the use of the writing process and criteria for effective writing so composition skills can be enhanced and refined. Students will use writing- to-learn and writing-to-demonstrate- learning strategies to make sense of their reading and thinking experiences.  While this course follows the English II Program of Studies, the content will also be aligned with the Advanced Placement Language and Composition (Grade 11) to help students be better prepared to meet College Board curriculum pace and standards.  Students in this course will have summer work and independent reading projects.  

English III (230113)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  11 
Prerequisite: English II
This course continues to develop students' competencies in the skill areas of language arts.  Content includes instruction in oral and written composition; study skills; reference and research techniques; and exploration of literary genres, cultural heritage, and literary appreciation, which focuses upon American Literature.  Special emphasis is placed upon the historical significance, understanding, and appreciation of American literature and improvement of speaking and writing skills.  

Advanced Placement English Language and Composition (230166)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11
Prerequisite: “B” or better in English II with Departmental Approval
This course follows the curriculum established by the College Board and is equivalent to the introductory year of college composition course work.  This course is designed to help students become skilled readers of prose written in a variety of disciplines and rhetorical contexts (e.g., essays, journalism, political writing, nature writing, autobiographies/biographies, diaries, and historical criticism) and skilled writers. Specific emphasis will be placed on the development of research skills that enable the student to evaluate, use and cite source material. Students who enroll in this course should be willing to accept the challenge of a rigorous academic curriculum.  Students in this course will be expected to complete summer and independent reading projects.  This course may be substituted for English III general graduation requirement.  

College & Career Readiness English IV (230116CCR)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 12
Prerequisite: English III
This course is specifically designed for students who wish to raise their ACT English & Reading scores and who intend to apply to a two or four-year college.  The purpose of this course is to enable students to transition into credit-bearing college classes, which require minimum ACT sub-score of 20 in Reading & 18 in English on the ACT. First semester will focus on College Readiness skills to prepare students to raise ACT Reading & English scores to meet the college benchmark.  Second semester will focus on developing college writing skills.


College English101: Dual Credit (800011DCS1)
Credit: 1 (3 Hours-Dual Credit with Gateway Community & Technical College)
Suggested Grade Level:  12
Prerequisite: ACT Reading 20 & ACT English 18
GRA Application required, Tuition $291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates
Focuses on academic writing. Provides instruction in drafting and revising essays that express ideas in Standard English, including reading critically, thinking logically, responding to texts, addressing specific audiences, researching and documenting sources. Includes review of grammar, mechanics and usage. Gateway Regional Academy tuition and fees will apply.

College English102: Dual Credit (800011DCS2)
Credit: 1 (3 Hours-Dual Credit with Gateway Community & Technical College)
Suggested Grade Level:  12
Prerequisite: Completion of College English 101, Tuition $291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates
Emphasizes argumentative writing. Provides further instruction in drafting and systematically revising essays that express ideas in Standard English. Includes continued instruction and practice in reading critically, thinking logically, responding to texts, addressing specific audiences, and researching and documenting credible academic sources. Gateway Regional Academy tuition and fees will apply.

Young Adult Literature (230140)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10-12
This course is designed as a survey in which students will read broadly across young adult literature genres. Students will become acquainted with multiple authors and learn to evaluate and analyze adolescent literature critically and objectively. In addition, this is a writing intensive course focusing on the social, cultural, and political influences of the selected texts. This will be observed through thoughtful class discussion, film analysis, and literary criticism. Students in this course will be exposed to a large volume of texts along with sustained reading opportunities in preparation for college-level reading. 

Creative Writing Class (230511) 
Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: C or better in English 
Content for this course may vary but should provide students an opportunity to analyze and create works such as short stories, one-act plays, poetry, personal/expressive pieces, creative nonfiction, or multi-genre works. This course would serve as an elective for high school graduation.


Independent Study in Research Techniques (230154)
Credit: 1
Prerequisite: grades 9-12 with teacher approval
Special Topics: Research paper format; organization and presentation of researched material





FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCE

FACS Essentials (200113)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  9 - 10
This course includes core competencies in all five areas of homemaking including Foods, human development, housing and home furnishings, management and family economics, and clothing and textiles.  It provides an opportunity for learning basic living skills.  It also provides the opportunity for students to decide future areas for concentrated study, including special interest courses and gainful home economics training.
Related leadership development opportunities are available through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.


Foods and Nutrition (200441)	
Credit: 1	
Suggested Grade Level: 10 – 12
Class Fee $20
This course includes the study of practical problems related to food, nutrition facts, special health concerns and diets, management of food resources, preparation skills, and awareness of careers in food and nutrition.  Related leadership development opportunities are available through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

Culinary I (200411)
Credit:1
Prerequisite: Foods and Nutrition
Suggested Grade Level:  11-12
Class Fee $40
This advanced course allows students to increase competencies in a variety of food preparation techniques. Emphasis will be placed on food presentation, garnishing, menu planning and the skills necessary to prepare for a career in the culinary arts. Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America


Culinary II (200412)
Credit:1
Prerequisite: Culinary I
Suggested Grade Level:  12
Class Fee $50
In this course, students resume progress in pursuing competencies in food production and services. Orientation to the food service industry and development of food preparation skills are reinforced. Food service management functions are introduced. More in-depth information is provided, and higher levels of skills are taught. 

Culinary Arts Co-op (200409)
Credit:1,2, or 3
Suggested Grade Level: 12
Cooperative Education for CTE courses provides supervised work site experience related to the student's identified career pathway. A student must be enrolled in an approved capstone course during the same school year that the co-op experience is completed. Students who participate receive a salary for these experiences, in accordance with local, state and federal minimum wage requirements.


FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Two years of the same foreign language fulfills the recommendation of the pre-college curriculum for entry into Kentucky 4-year colleges and universities.  Foreign language is not required for graduation.

Spanish I (161108)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10 - 12
Prerequisite:  Must have a “C” or better in previous English.
Development of the four basic language skills is stressed:  listening comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing. Also emphasized are culture, customs, and traditions of the people who speak Spanish throughout the world. 


Spanish II (161109)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11 - 12
Prerequisite:  Spanish I grade a C or better
Level II continues development in the four basic language skills listed for Level I Spanish.  Emphasis continues on culture, customs, and traditions, with an expansion of materials used.  The course also requires students to analyze and apply grammar concepts, vocabulary, and fluency skills developed throughout the course as a whole.

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Health & Physical Education (340216)
Credit: 1 	
Suggested Grade Level: 9 - 10
This course is a requirement for graduation that is to be completed in grade 9 or grade 10.
Naval Science I may be substituted for this course and will fulfill Health & Physical Education requirement.
This course emphasizes instruction in the health essential skill areas, which are Substance Use and Abuse, Growth and Development, Personal Health, Mental Health, Physical Fitness, Sex Education, Nutrition, Diet and Exercise.  This course also serves as the basic secondary physical education course.  A variety of activities are introduced which stress the development of basic skills, rhythmic activities, individual team sports and physical fitness activities. Some of the activities offered are volleyball, soccer, basketball, and weight lifting. The Counseling office reserves the right to use the required Health & Physical Education course as a first alternate to requested electives when necessary to provide the student a complete schedule in Grade 9.


Lifetime Fitness (340219)
Credit: 1 	
Suggested Grade Level: 11 – 12
This course is designed to be an extension of Physical Education I to provide students with the advanced skills, knowledge, attitude and confidence to be active for a lifetime. 




MATHEMATICS
Students must be enrolled in a math course each year of high school.  Required math courses for graduation include Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II.  A student will only be permitted to enroll in one math course each year unless pre-approved by the Math Department Chairperson.  All students are expected to have a TI-84+ graphing calculator.

Algebra I (270304) 
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  9
This course is designed so the students attain all the concepts contained in the relevant statements in the Kentucky Core Academic Standards for a high school Algebra I course and to build on those in order to earn the high school graduation credit for Algebra I. This course will focus on solving, writing, graphing linear equations including introduction to quadratics and rational equations.

Geometry (270401)
Credit: 1 
Suggested Grade Level: 10
Prerequisite:  Algebra I 
This course is designed so the students can develop skills and concepts from the relevant statements in the Kentucky Core Academic Standards in order to earn the high school graduation credit for Geometry with a focus on both planar and coordinate Geometry.



Honors Geometry (270401H)
Credit: 1 
Suggested Grade Level: 9 - 10
Prerequisite: “B” or better in Algebra I or teacher recommendation
This course is designed so the students can develop skills and concepts from the relevant statements in the Kentucky Core Academic Standards in order to earn the high school graduation credit for Geometry, with extensions and acceleration provided for students.  This course is recommended for students considering a STEM major/career.

Algebra II (270311)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10 - 11
Prerequisite: Algebra I, Geometry/Honors Geometry 
This course is designed so the students develop the relevant skills and concepts from the Kentucky Core Academic Standards beyond Algebra 1 and then builds on those skills and concepts in a rigorous manner. Students will further develop skills with equations and functions beyond the linear

Honors Algebra II (270311H)
Credit: 1 
Suggested Grade Level: 10 – 11
Prerequisite: “B” or better in both Algebra I and Honors Geometry or teacher recommendation
This course is designed so the students develop the relevant skills and concepts from the Kentucky Core Academic Standards beyond the Algebra 1 and Geometry courses and then builds on those in a rigorous, college-preparatory Algebra II, with opportunities provided for students to progress ahead of the minimal statements from the Kentucky Core Academic Standards, with extensions and acceleration provided for students who qualify.  Students will further develop skills with equations and functions beyond the linear. This course is recommended for students considering a STEM major/career.

College & Career Readiness Mathematics (270309)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 12
Prerequisite: Algebra II/Honors Algebra II
Recommended for seniors with ACT Math score of 21 or below and those who wish to significantly raise Math ACT score.
This course is designed for students who are intending to attend college and need additional preparation in order to score well on the math portion of the ACT and to be successful in credit-bearing College Algebra, or for students who feel in need of additional preparation to take a college math course. The content goes beyond a traditional Algebra II course.  This course is recommended for students planning to attend a four year or a two-year college. First semester will concentrate on common math misconceptions and improving ACT sub-score.  Second semester concentrates on the KYOTE assessments and preparation for College Algebra.

Business Math (080780) 
Credit: 1
Grade level 11-12
Prerequisites: Senior Standing and completion of Algebra I, Geometry and Algebra II with a C or better.
This course is an alternative elective to CCR for those students who are not planning to attend college. This gives modeling applications to course content already taught in previous courses. This also allows for real-world math (beyond algebra and geometry) to be mastered before graduation.

Pre-Calculus (270501)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11 - 12
Prerequisite: Completion of Algebra II or Honors Algebra II with a “B” or better OR teacher recommendation
This course is designed for students to attain the concepts necessary to be successful in a Calculus course, an AP Calculus course or a College Calculus course, with extensions and acceleration provided for students who qualify.  This course is recommended for students planning to attend a four-year college or university.

AP Calculus AB (270513)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  12
Prerequisite: Pre-Calculus. Completion of previous math with a “B” or better OR teacher recommendation
Recommended for seniors with an ACT math score of a 22 or better  
AP Calculus AB is roughly equivalent to a first semester college calculus course devoted to topics in differential and integral calculus.  The AP course covers topics in these areas including concepts and skills of limits, derivatives, definite integrals, and the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus.  The course teaches students to approach calculus concepts and problems when they are represented graphically, numerically, analytically, and verbally, and to make connections amongst these representations.  Students learn how to use technology to help solve problems, experiment, interpret results, and support conclusions.  At the conclusion of the course, students have the opportunity to take the AP exam to receive college credit.


AP Calculus BC (270514)
Credit: 1
Grade Level: 11 - 12 
Prerequisite: AP Calculus AB. Completion of previous math with a “B” or better OR teacher recommendation
This course is designed to address all the concepts delineated in the College Board guidelines 
for the BC Calculus examination. 

AP Computer Science Principles (110711)
Credit: 1
Grade level 11-12
Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry and Algebra II with a C or better or teacher recommendation.
AP Computer Science Principles introduces students to the breadth of the field of computer science. In this course, students will learn to design and evaluate solutions and to apply computer science to solve problems through the development of algorithms and programs. They will incorporate abstraction into programs and use data to discover new knowledge. Students will also explain how computing innovations and computing systems, including the Internet, work, explore their potential impacts, and contribute to a computing culture that is collaborative and ethical


College Algebra MAT 150Dual Credit (800021DCS1) 
Credit: 1 (3 hours-Dual Credit with Gateway Community & Technical College Fall Class)
Suggested Grade Level:  12
Prerequisite: ACT Math 22 and ACT Reading 20, Application required
Tuition $291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates
Serves as the entry-level mathematics class for students in business and related fields.  Provides a survey of algebra and statistics topics necessary to prepare students for Brief Calculus and Applied Statistics.  Develops fluency in the manipulation of polynomial, rational, radical, exponential, and logarithmic functions in order to solve equations, inequalities, and application problems.  Familiarizes students with the graphs of the aforementioned functions.  Includes nonlinear systems of equations.  Covers statistical terminology and the appropriate use of software for the calculation of descriptive statistics, basic probability, correlation and linear regression. Gateway Regional Academy tuition and fees will apply.





Applied Statistics STA 220-Dual Credit (800021DCS2) 
Credit: 1 (3 hours-Dual Credit with Gateway Community & Technical College Spring Class)
Suggested Grade Level:  12
Prerequisite: Completion of College Algebra.
Tuition$291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates 
Serves as the completion course in the statistics pathway.  Covers principles of probability, discrete and continuous probability distributions, statistical estimation, hypothesis testing, linear regression, comparisons of populations, goodness of fit, and analysis of variance.  Software will be used to aid in statistical computations Gateway Regional Academy tuition and fees will apply.
Math Peer Tutor (906010M)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 12
Prerequisite: Completion of Algebra II with a “B” or better and recommendation of math teacher.  Application required.
Students will use math expertise to provide individual assistance to students currently enrolled in Algebra I, Geometry or Credit Recovery and/or Alternative Placement math courses.  Tutors will have specific task assignments and will work closely with the supervising math teacher.




NAVAL JUNIOR RESERVES OFFICERS TRAINING CORPS (NJROTC)


THE NAVY PROVIDES UNIFORMS AT NO COST TO THE STUDENT.  UNIFORMS ARE REQUIRED TO BE WORN BY ALL CADETS ONCE A WEEK AS ASSIGNED BY THE NAVAL JUNIOR RESERVES OFFICERS TRAINING CORPS (NJROTC) INSTRUCTOR FOR ALL LEVELS OF THE NJROTC.


NJROTC I (580310-1) 
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 9 - 10
NJROTC I will substitute for the Health/Physical Education requirement for graduation.
This course introduces cadets to the meaning of citizenship and to promote patriotism.  Cadets are taught the NJROTC Goals, Core Values, and framework of the armed services from Chain-of-Command, proper wearing of the uniform, to teamwork through the basics of Military Drill.  

NJROTC II (580310-2)
Credit: 1      
Suggested Grade Level: 10 - 12
Prerequisite:  NJROTC I or successful completion of summer boot camp or instructor verification 
This follow-on course introduces cadets to Naval Leadership and advanced Military Drill.  Topics of instruction include Seamanship, Shipboard Evolutions, Ships, Planes, Submarines, Weapons and Naval History.

NJROTC III (580310-3)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11 - 12
Prerequisite:  NJROTC II or instructor verification
This course continues to emphasize Naval Leadership, advanced Military Drill and Naval History.  Other topics include Military Justice, Sea Power, and Navigation. Selected cadets will act as special assistants to the Naval Science instructors in the coordination and instruction of junior Naval Science courses.


NJROTC IV (580310-4)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 12
Prerequisite:  NJROTC III or instructor verification 
This is the final year of the cadet-run Naval Science program, implementing leadership and how to give instruction, including podium time (teaching).  The course includes case studies as well as independent studies. Selected cadets will act as student assistants to the Naval Science instructors in the coordination and instruction of junior Naval Science courses. Cadets serving as student assistants out of an additional class period will receive additional credit under Naval Science Service Learning.




RESOURCE EDUCATION
These courses are for students with special needs who are served with an Individual Education Plan (IEP).  All special education courses are designed to meet a student’s individual needs as determined by an Admissions and Release Committee (ARC).  

Career Development (320103)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10 – 12
Prerequisite: Enrollment based on an Admission & Release or 504 Committee recommendation.
This course is designed to prepare students for employment by providing instruction in basic academics, employability and life skills, and human relation.  Students gain a realistic understanding of the competencies needed for the various career clusters, in addition to a greater self-awareness of their own aptitudes, abilities and interests.

Study Skills (904010)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 9-12
Prerequisite: Enrollment based on an Admission & Release Committee recommendation
This course is designed to introduce and reinforce specific study skills leading to student success in the classroom. 

CBI Peer Tutoring (906010)
Credit: 1 
Suggested Grade Level: 11 - 12
Prerequisite:  GPA of 2.0.  Application Required.
This course is designed to inform students about persons with disabilities.  Students thinking about a career in education may benefit from this course. Responsibilities consist of peer tutors helping with various assignments in either a resource or regular class setting. Additionally, peer tutors are occasionally asked to assist students on community-based trips.  


SCIENCE
				
Integrated Science (303091)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 9 
Topics addressed in this course will include: Motion and Forces, Conservation of Energy, and increased Disorder, and Interactions of Energy and Matter, Meteorology and Climate, Astronomy, Plate Tectonics and Earth History.    


Biology I (302601)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  10
Topics addressed will include:  The Cell; The Behavior of Organisms; The Molecular Basis of Heredity, Biological Change; and The Interdependence of Organisms, Matter, Energy and Organization in Living Systems. 

Chemistry (304521)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11 – 12
This course is a study of the fundamentals and applications of the experimental and theoretical laws of chemistry. Topics include introduction to matter and elements, chemical equations, atomic and molecular weights.  Laboratory experiments illustrate basic principles and develop laboratory skills.  

Anatomy and Physiology (302631)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11 - 12
This course concentrates on human systems such as the integumentary, skeletal, muscular, nervous, cardiovascular and immunity. This course is highly recommended for students who intend to pursue college-level studies in health science careers.  

Physics (304821)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  11 - 12
Prerequisite: Completion of Honors Algebra II with a “B” or better
Prerequisite/Co-requisite: Pre-Calculus
This course consists of the study of energy and its effects on matter.  This course is especially useful for anyone considering a career in engineering or electronics.  Topics addressed include:  Motion and Acceleration, One- and Two-Dimensional Motion, Displacement and Force in Two Dimensions and Gravitation, and Energy. Students are advised to purchase a scientific calculator. This course is math based and requires a strong mathematical background.

Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:11-12
Prerequisite: completion of Biology and Chemistry 
This course is a problem-based inquiry course dealing with Forensic sciences. 




SOCIAL STUDIES

Survey of Social Studies (459801)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 9
This course will explore four different areas of the social studies field throughout one school year:  geography, government, economics and sociology.  Geography will focus on landforms, map study, and basic facts about the location, terrain, climate, ecology and culture of different countries of the world.  The area of government will focus on historical documents as well as local, state and world governments.  Students will also be able to understand basic economic concepts such as capitalism, supply and demand and a market economy.  Finally, sociology will focus on how human societies act and interact among each other. 
 
AP Human Geography (450712)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 9
Prerequisite: “B” in 8th grade American History and 8th grade English or a parent waiver with Departmental review.
This course may be substituted for the Survey of Social Studies graduation requirement.
The purpose of AP Human Geography, a college level course, is to introduce students to the systematic study of patterns and processes that have shaped human understanding, use and alteration of Earth’s surface.  Students employ spatial concepts and landscape analysis to examine human social organization and its environmental consequences.  They also learn about the methods and tools geographers use in their research and applications. 
Reading Level of Course Texts: Students entering AP Human Geography should be capable of reading and comprehending texts written at the college level.  They should also be able to read and interpret maps and graphic date as well as perform basic mathematical operations.
Writing in the Course: Students entering AP Human Geography should possess fundamental skills in composition and research in both short-answer and multi-paragraph essays.
. 

World Civilization (450835)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10
This course focuses mainly on the world since 1500.  Students study a truly global view of the history of humankind, including both western and eastern civilizations.  Emphasis is upon the development of governments and cultures that have influenced our modern way of life.  

AP European History (450844)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 10
Prerequisite: “B” or better in English I and Survey of Social Studies or teacher recommendation
This course may be substituted for the World Civilization graduation requirement.
This course follows the curriculum established by the College Board and prepares students to take the Advanced Placement examination in European History. Students enrolling in this course will be expected to complete summer reading and/or independent project. 

U.S. History (450809)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11
The primary emphasis is on a chronological development of the United States from 1865, the Period of Reconstruction, to the Present.  

US History Since 1865-Dual Credit (800051DC)
Credit: 1 (3 hours-Dual Credit with Gateway Community & Technical College)
Suggested Grade Level: 11
Prerequisite:  GPA 2.5 or higher 
Tuition  $291.00 ($97 per credit hour) price can change due to tuition rates 
This course may be substituted for the U.S. History graduation requirement.
This course will examine key political, economic, and social topics that have influenced significantly the American experience from Reconstruction through the contemporary era.  This course may be substituted for the US History requirement for graduation.  Gateway Regional Academy tuition and fees will apply. 

History and Film (909999) 
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level: 11-12
The purpose of this class is to deconstruct historical perspective and analyze historical events through a variety of media and films.  Historic events are often shared by multiple people who see it in different ways.  These different ways are often portrayed in movies as the writers’ or director’s point of view.  In this class, we will be mindful of this as we objectively analyze different films and compare the film to historical evidence we have of the actual event.  Emphasis will also be placed on the evolution of film technology and creation as well as formal historical research.

Kentucky Studies (450875)
Credit: 1               
Suggested Grade Level: 10 - 12
The Kentucky Studies elective course brings together various elements of Kentucky Studies stressed in earlier grades. The course should make Kentuckians aware of the historical and cultural forces that have influenced the people and institutions of the Commonwealth.  Topics of study may include the arts, civil rights, communications, education, environment, labor history, religions, the sciences and transportation.  A particular area of emphasis will be economic development and Kentucky’s role in modern society.

Law and Justice (451039)
Credit: 1
Suggested Grade Level:  10-12
Law and Justice is a study of law-civil, criminal, constitutional, and international; the legal and 
justice systems. Students will examine the need for rule s and regulations; interpretations of the constitution, 
both state and federal; Supreme Court decisions; the Bill of Rights, and individual rights law, criminal law, 
family law, and consumer law. The study of the basic social contracts of society will enable students to 
understand the preferred democratic values: justice, equality, responsibility, freedom, rule of law, human 
rights, honesty, equity, rational process and human dignity. 
 



STUDENT SUPPORT 

SCHOOL SERVICE LEARNING PROGRAM

School Service Learning Program (901005)
Credit:  0 – this is a non-credit service learning class that does not calculate in GPA.  Students will be evaluated on the pass/fail grading scale.   Application required.
Suggested Grade Level: 11-12	
This class provides students with unpaid work experience in the school setting.  Students will learn the importance of job responsibility, accuracy, communication skills, and working with others.  Students will complete an application containing guidelines and expectations for the course.  The signature of the supervising teacher or staff member is required on this form.  Students may apply to become a student assistant for a teacher or staff member for one period of the day. 

 
Experience Base Work Coop 901005 (901005-1: 1 period, 91005-2: 2 periods, 91005-3: 3 periods, 91005-4) 
Credits: 1-4
Grade Level: 12
Prerequisite: Completed Application

Work-Based Learning (WBL) engages students in real-life occupational experiences.  
This course is arranged cooperatively through students, teacher, and employer.  Work based learning activities provide students with the opportunity to engage and interact with employers, while learning to demonstrate essential employability and technical skills necessary for today’s workforce.
