This summer, you get to read a drama, A Streetcar Named Desire by Tennessee Williams and you will write one diagnostic essay on the play during the first and second week of school, so if you read this drama earlier in the summer, I would recommend reviewing it before the first day of school. The quotations will be submitted into google classroom on the first day. On the second day of school, you will be given a multiple-choice reading check- test to measure if you read A Streetcar Named Desire. This check test is not meant to trick you. It tests basic facts and plot points. Please take additional notes on the plot as you read A Streetcar Named Desire this summer. The second book, Everything’s an Argument the 7th edition, will require you to read a small section of the book with an assignment on a few sections of a chapter. You will use this book throughout the year as a reference guide and continue to use it as a building block in junior year if you take AP Language and Composition. Please annotate your summer reading texts. Refer to the annotation guide attached to this handout.
