Goal: We want to be a successful student academically and socially.  In order to better ensure his success, needs to work on following directions when asked by a teacher the first time.  We also want to feel comfortable and listened to, and want to be able to provide him with an environment that will best suit his needs.

“What if I do Plan”:

1. _______will receive a behavior chart in class at the beginning of each day.  The chart will be broken up into four time blocks, and he will be rated on a scale of 1 – 4.   
· 4:   Going above and beyond

· 3:  What most children would typically receive (aka the goal)

· 2:  Possibly a minor incident; resolved inside classroom 
· 1:  An incident that needed to be resolved with administration or counselor. 

*Note: There is an exceptional clause on the tracker for any teacher to write something out of the ordinary either positive or negative.  The corresponding rating would then help to determine the average.

2. ________ will take the note home with the average earned throughout the day; _______ will determine what consequences (positive or negative) they feel comfortable to support at home.  An average of three or above, would be worth rewarding. ________ will keep the top portion for our records.
3. There will also be a spot on the note home where __________ will be able to write any missing work, or other details.

“What if I don’t Plan”:

1. ________ is expected to follow directions when asked.  If ________ feels like he does not understand the instructions, he is welcome to use a calm voice and say, “I do not understand what you are asking me to do, will you tell me again?”

2. If _________ feels like he is getting angry he is welcome to take a seat at the back table for two minutes to cool off.  At the end of two minutes, he can return to his seat and continue to work.  If ________ chooses not to return to his seat, he will miss one recess (the next one that will occur). ________will also receive a “2” on his behavior chart.

3. If _________ does not return to his seat and escalates his behavior, he will be escorted to the office and given the opportunity to cool down there. ______ will miss the next three recesses, and will receive a “1” on his behavior chart.
