The Free Application for Federal Student Aid or the Dream Act Application is a requirement for EVERY student applying for need-based federal or state financial aid. You can apply starting in January; many colleges list deadlines in February.

Hint: Though you will submit the FAFSA online, you can download a copy of the 2017-2018 FAFSA on the Web or Dream Act Worksheet ahead of time so you will be prepared with the appropriate reference documents (like your parents’ tax return, social security number, etc.). Some colleges will also require other financial aid information, like their own institutional forms or the CSS/Financial Aid Profile.
*Don’t forget to check the financial aid Web site for EACH of your prospective colleges for specific details. It is critical that you submit the FAFSA or Dream Act Application by the university deadline.
