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These accommodations have been approved as best practices and are provided to Oak Hall Students that submit valid documentation supporting their need.

General Classroom Accommodations:

· Break directions into separate steps to help clarify task.
· Clarify instructions and check for understanding.
· Write instructions on board to supplement oral instructions.
· Have student repeat directions back to teacher to ensure understanding of directions.
· Preferential seating near point of instruction.
· Preferential seating away from distractions.
· Provide copy of notes to supplement student’s notes.
· Allow use of classmate to scribe notes to supplement student’s notes.
· Prompt to use highlighter when reading and taking notes.
· Maintain Planner- checklists, chunking, expectation charts, homework agenda.
· Provide “wait time” for oral responses.
· Give a “heads-up” when calling on student for oral responses.

Attentional Classroom Accommodations:

· Remind to raise hand and wait to be called upon for oral responses.
· Allow discreet fidget items to stimulate and sustain attention.
· Redirect and cue to reorient for inattention.
· Frequent prompts for student to stay on task.
· Frequent breaks during sustained academic tasks & assessments.
· Allow movement breaks for inattention.

Writing Classroom Accommodations:

· Allow use of technology on written assignments.
· Use iPad for extended writing/note-taking tasks.
· Use of graphic organizers to organize thoughts for writing assignments.
· Allow use of technology to record answers to written work when ever possible.
· Write on paper form instead of scantron type tests and have someone transfer answers into the scantron.
· Allow typed assignments that can be done at home.

Testing Classroom Accommodations:

· Up to 50% more time on tests.
· Up to 100% more time on tests.
· 50% more time of standardized exams.
· 100% more time of standardized exams.
· Quiet environment for testing.
· Allow use of calculators, when allowed on tests and quizzes.
· Prompt to review and check all answers prior to turning in for final grade.
· When possible, send to Learning Specialist to have tests read aloud.
· Provide 5 minutes warning before end of tests.

Situation Specific Classroom Accommodations:

· Allow extra bathroom breaks.
· Use of hearing Aid or FM system
· Speak directly facing student to ensure student hearing.
· Allow use of audio-books when reading aloud.
