PTO Board introductions, School Board Representative Amy Hennen, Principal Judi Kahoun, GT/STEM Specialist Kevin Koch, Teacher liaison Tammy Saladis, Teacher liaison Kari Walton, approximately 10 other parents

Presentations
· Dr. Kevin Koch, GT and STEM specialist – Gifted/Talented Presentation (FULL PRESENTATION SLIDES INCLUDED BELOW)
· Bright child vs Gifted learner 
· Service levels (ALL students have strengths, not all students are GIFTED.)
· Enrichment services
· Explorer Program at Northpoint, K-2 (not technically a gifted program) 
· Principal Kahoun adds that because many students were flagged as a good fit for Explorer program, staff will embed similar experiences in classroom instead of just pulling some students out.
· Dr. Koch adds that STEM instruction is a great example of this type of learning being in the classroom
· Misc. Support – math group, push-in, teacher coaching, co-designing
· Principal Kahoun adds that these math groups might be short term, and these math groups are different than GT math enrichment groups like below
· Principal Kahoun also adds that Dr. Koch does professional training and equips teachers to work gifted instruction into classroom, as well as STEM experiences.
· Math groups
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Principal Kahoun adds that work is being done at the district level to review math grouping practices.  She is part of this group whose work includes looking into evidence-based research and neighboring school district practices.
· GT identification
· Lighthouse – GT school with focus on self-directed learning
· Follow up comments and questions
· Principal Kahoun comments that she will strive to continually improve communication about the Explorer program, include that being part of this program does not mean GT identification.  She noted that it is good to have more opportunities for parents to ask and be informed on the front end. 
· Parent question regarding communication and 3rd grade assessment. Principal Kahoun shared that some communication is broad for all students, and some is in response to parent questions or about individual situations. Dr. Koch adds that communication is sent home if student is going to be screened for GT, using cogAT testing, based on test scores and teacher feedback. Results are sent home, whether or not they qualify for GT services. What was learned about strengths, opportunities for growth, etc. is shared with student’s teacher. 
· Carrie Walton asks question about GT – are the terms and services for “gifted” and “talented” always linked or sometimes separate? Dr. Koch answers that Gifted and Talented is a single program, together, across the district. 
· Parent question - are parents and teacher filled in on what’s happening in Explorer program and GT services? Principal Kahoun reminds parents that there is lots of info regarding GT on the website, but there is still a need to overcommunicate. Dr. Koch adds that he does share with the teachers what projects are being worked on in the pull-out groups, like Explorer. With short term groups like math league, lots of team work with teacher and feedback on which students and what targets.
· Parent question regarding 4th grade math – are there both 1 and 2 year ahead opportunities at Northpoint? Dr. Koch answers that 1 and 2 year ahead math is currently together at Northpoint, and they haven’t made decisions for next year. Qualification for this program is criteria based, not dependent on a predetermined number of spots.
· School Board Representative Amy Wheaton comments that learning becomes more personal and students get more choice on classes in older grades.

· Teachers use Houghton Mifflin basal reader to teach grade level comprehension. It is new to be using this with more fidelity and to develop common language across grades and schools. There will be 6 units across the school year, when fully implemented.
