	The possession of any firearm of any type by a student.
	This category includes firearms only.

	Homicide
	Any death that occurs on school property caused by a student.

	Without lawful authority to seize, confine or imprison a person against their will OR against the will of the custodial parent.

	Mayhem
	Disfigurement
	Slicing, cutting with a razor or the intentional disfigurement of a person.

	Poisoning
	Introduction by a student of a hazardous substance to food or water supply with the intent to kill or injure.
	Placing a hazardous material in any substance normally ingested by a person.

	Rape
	Sexual relations by a person 18 or older with a child under the age of 14.  Any person who forcibly attempts to have sexual relations with a female regardless of age.

	Robbery
	To take property from the possession of another by violence or threat of violence.
	To tell someone “I’ll beat you up if you don’t give me your . . . . .”

	Staff Assault
	Any verbal or physical assault or offer to do bodily harm, committed against school staff by a student.

	Stalking
	To harass or credibly threaten another with the intent to instill fear of death or injury that results in prosecution.

	Sexual Battery
	Actual sexual penetration without consent; or of a mental defective; or child over age 14 but under 18; or sex between staff and student.
