Image Identifications 

Image 1:  The Cape Fear River - Helped develop Wilmington and the entire region into a port trading and transportation center.  Rivers were one of the major avenues of transportation in the 1700s and early 1800s.  
Image 2:  Longleaf Pine Forest – This natural resource created naval stores, which were used to waterproof ships and became a valuable trading resource with England.  
Image 3:  Naval Stores Industry – This economic industry gave Wilmington a legitimate cash crop and reason for the colony of North Carolina to help develop the city into a thriving port.  
Image 4:  Downtown Wilmington in the 1700s and 1800s – From its beginnings through the early stages of development, downtown Wilmington was a working port, not a tourist destination or leisurely business hub.  The W. F. Pfohl mural set in 1840 shows the working port in Wilmington.  Mural is located in the downtown post office.
Image 5:  Wilmington as a Railroad Hub - From the mid-1800s until 1960, Wilmington was a major railroad center and it helped bring in significant commercial business.  
Image 6:  Modern Downtown Wilmington – Today, Wilmington is a major commercial business and tourist center.  The downtown has changed dramatically from its early roots as a working port.  The large working Port of Wilmington is now located to the south of the city center.
