It is noted that he is on a chess team that travels out of state to compete in torments. He has a significant weakness in quickly placing new information into and pulling memories out of his long term memory (9th %’tile). This is associated with his significant weakness in his math reasoning skills which are better than 7% of students his age. He also has a significant weakness in his ability to detect the different phonic sounds (1st %’tile). XXX, his mother and his teachers all report he has significant problems with attention and regulating his thoughts and emotions enough to solve problems he is not intensely interested in. He appears to meet the behavioral criteria for ADHD.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Zzz Yyy, XXX's mother, provided the following information. XXX lives with his mother. He is the only child in his home. 

According to his mother, XXX is usually in good health and is physically fit. XXX had a recent vision test; his vision is normal when he wears corrective lenses. No hearing problems were reported; XXX's hearing was tested recently. At night, XXX typically sleeps soundly for 7 or 8 hours. He often complains about not feeling well (occasional sinus issues and growing pains).

During pregnancy, XXX's mother had no significant health problems. XXX's delivery was normal. Immediately after birth, XXX was healthy.

XXX's mother remembers XXX as an affectionate, happy, and playful infant and toddler. His motor and language skills developed earlier than for most other children.

XXX attended preschool, beginning at age 4. His preschool cognitive development and social skills progressed normally. No atypical behavior management problems were recalled.

XXX received special educational services (SLI 2ed and 3ed grade for lisp which was resolved). Mrs. Yyy believes that XXX might have learning problems and has been concerned about this for about two years.

At the time of this assessment, Mrs. Yyy described XXX as playful but argumentative, irritable, and impatient. (These descriptions are based on Mrs. Yyy's observations of XXX over the previous year.) XXX's mood is typical of others his age, with normal variations. He often fidgets with his hands or feet, or squirms. He often has difficulty awaiting his turn and often interrupts or intrudes on others. Mrs. Yyy said that XXX likes some things about school but dislikes other things. It seems like XXX doesn't try to succeed at schoolwork.

Some things that Mrs. Yyy reported may be significant. XXX frequently fails to give close attention to details or makes careless mistakes. He seems to have difficulty organizing and sustaining attention during his tasks and play activities. He often does not seem to listen when spoken to directly, does not follow through on instructions, and fails to finish his homework. XXX usually attempts, but gives up easily, when confronted with difficult tasks. He is often easily distracted; he forgets chores he is supposed to do and loses his personal belongings.

Mrs. Yyy reported that XXX demonstrates inattentive behavior at home, which she rated as very serious (Asked to do something he just forgets it). He demonstrates uncooperative behavior at home, which was rated as serious (ignores requests to do things Mom has to scream then he says Ok). He demonstrates overactive behavior at home, which was rated as slightly serious (Dancing around constantly moving).

XXX reports that he gets board in school and his mind drifts off. He feels that math is his most difficult subject. For fun he likes to play sports, chess and video games.
