Procedure-Request for Physical Therapy Assessment (Initial or Special Request)
1. ARD committee discusses need for a physical therapy assessment (based on teacher observation, parent concerns or mobility/positioning issues affecting educational outcomes.  Note:  A physician’s order for physical therapy does not guarantee eligibility for services at school). If the student receives private based therapy, this does not guarantee school based therapy.
2. Teacher completes ‘Teacher Insight Form’, which can include input from ARD committee members.  (This form can be filled out prior to ARD or during the ARD meeting).  If the ARD committee does not consider there is an educational need, then the process stops here.

3. Once ARD committee determines there is an educational need for a Physical Therapy assessment; campus diagnostician completes ‘Notice of Proposal to Evaluate’ and obtains appropriate signatures.
4. Campus Diagnostician will scan and email ‘Notice of Proposal to Evaluate’ and ‘Teacher Insight Form’ to appropriate therapist for that campus.
5. Therapist has within 45 school days (from date of written, signed consent TEC 29.004) to complete assessment.
6. Therapist will contact campus diagnostician and Case Manager upon completion of assessment to schedule an ARD.
7. Diagnostician and/or Case Manager will schedule an ARD (within 30 calendar days after completion of assessment) in order to present results and recommendations for physical therapy.

8. If the 30th day falls during summer, ARD to be scheduled on or before first day of school (see TAC 89.1050).
9. Physical Therapist will present assessment and recommendations at ARD committee.
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
