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How to capture a picture from the Internet on your Interwrite Board

1. Start your Interwrite program
2. Open Internet and locate picture you would like to capture and leave open
3. You are now going to get the tool that will help you capture the picture from the Internet.

Click on the Interwrite Toolbox
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4. Choose the Capture tool
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5. You will now have the choice to 1) capture part of the screen 2) draw your own area to capture

3)the window or 4) the entire screen. Choose Partial as that allows you to select what you want to
save.
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NOTE: If you want your pictures to all be on the same page instead of on a new page each time,
uncheck the box “Place capture in new page”
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6. You will now get a little symbol that allows you to capture the screen anywhere you want. Go to top,

left part of the image, click the mouse and hold until you have “selected” the entire picture. Let go
of the mouse to capture.

7. Your newly captured image will now appear in your flipchart where you can annotate, enlarge, save,
etc. You can use ALL of your Interwrite tools when working with images from the Internet.
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
