SEIZURE GUIDELINES

In the event that a student would have a seizure in your classroom:

· Call the nurse/secretary’s office for assistance

· Try to protect the student from injury by breaking fall or assisting to floor

· Do not restrain the student’s physical movements

· Remove any furniture or objects that could cause injury

· Position the student on their side to allow any saliva or vomit to drain out of their mouth and to maintain an open airway

· Do not place anything in the student’s mouth

· Stay with the student during the seizure

· Call 911 when:

*A convulsive seizure lasts more than five minutes.

*There is no medical history of seizures and the student 

  is not known to have epilepsy.       

*The student has one seizure after another.

*The student is injured.

*The student does not resume breathing after the seizure 

  or continues to have difficulty breathing.  If the student 

  is not breathing, initiate rescue breathing (mouth to

  mouth).
