Greenpower USA local teams receive $10,000 Donation from Diverse Power and Diverse Power Foundation

LaGrange, Ga., February 17, 2021 – Since 2017, Troup County has been the second largest county offering Greenpower programs in the United States, behind Huntsville, Alabama. Now, thanks to a $10,000 combined donation from Diverse Power the Diverse Power Foundation that tradition can continue. Next Saturday, February 27th, students from across the Southeast will come to compete at LaGrange College in the Diverse Power Grand Prix race.

This is the third year the organizations have donated to the school system’s Greenpower teams with a total of $30,000. Greenpower USA provides elementary, middle, and high school students the opportunity to learn Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math topics in a hands-on environment that caters to motorsports. Not only that, the kids get to race cool one-seater cars that they build, design, and market.

Matthew Graham is the GreenpowerUSA STEM Coordinator for TCSS. He also teaches the subject at Long Cane Middle School. Graham said students who aren’t into racing still enjoy the sport that can have up to five or six students per team. “This inspires innovation in young people through the immersive STEM experience. They love the excitement, working in a team environment, and developing their critical thinking and problem solving skills,” said Graham. 

The Greenpower program is available to all schools in Troup County, including private schools. Local teams that have placed in previous competitions include Rosemont Elementary, Gardner Newman Middle, and Long Cane Middle.

Diverse Power Foundation Board Member Morris Tatum said, “Anything that is going to help support the development an enhancement of our students is very important. Diverse Power feels it important to help”.

Ken Pope is the Diverse Power Residential Services/Marketing Coordinator. He said the company and foundation are constantly involved in scholarship and school programs. That includes mentoring youth, especially through the electric racing program. “The Greenpower program for students fits right in with our mission to promote the wise use of electricity and environmental stewardship.”
