1. Opening Business – 3:21 PM  

Meeting called to order.
1.1. Approval of Agenda  

Motion Passed:  Approval of the agenda as presented passed with a motion by Barry Alexander and a second by Kim Adams and the consensus of the council.  

2. Summit Learning  
2.1 Discussion
Mr. Burcham shared guidelines for consensus per SBDM By-Laws. Discussion then began related to the Summit Program. Results of student and parent surveys were shared.
37 parent responses, 345 student responses.

Student responses: 25-30% responded worse or much worse to several questions. Favorite components were the ability to move at own pace and mentoring.

65% of 37 parent respondents said no to continuing on the platform.
A goal expressed by Mr. Burcham was to limit division and value all voices.

A way forward was to provide choice that would be supported and made by students and parents, with 8th grade meetings to inform parents and students prior to their choice.
Questions were asked about a split in numbers and how scheduling would occur.  Other schools implementing both models were referenced.

Suggestions for improvements made by students and parents were then reviewed.

Suggestions included the following:

· Continued use of the platform with modifications
· Grading could be carried to Infinite Campus
· Teachers should introduce each new content area pfa. With teacher direction.
· Two weeks after the line moves to include workshops and additional instruction

· Direct instruction on the front end

· Assessments allowed through the summer
· Re-alignment of curriculum

· Common standards

· Content teachers to approve assessments 

· New testing element, benchmark assessments to account for 20% of grade

· 50% content/50% projects

· 2 weeks after deadline, projects become inactive

Differences in the two approaches included:

· Teacher pace vs. student pace

· Additionals can be completed in the summer in Summit

· Everyone takes test at the same time in Blended
· Blended — priority and additionals to be taught at teacher pace with common test time

· Summer work not available in Blended

· Students can’t move at own pace in Blended

· Teachers would have to move content to other LMS
