Discussion: 

Kevin Cheek recognized Ian McHone as becoming an Associate Principal. Ian gave a progress report on the project at Boyd County High Athletic Field.  He advised the storm drainage system is in, utilities have been connected to the building, foundations are complete and the color selections will take place in the next couple of weeks.  He advised the progress is on time for the May 27, Substantial Completion. Kevin distributed a handout and discussed the synthetic turf system and wet soil concerns.  The Geo Technical Engineer advised there was a need for 8 inches of additional stone added to the field and the need for a construction change directive, not a change order.  He explained would only be paying for what is needed.  They will evaluate at the end of the process to be certain only paying for what is needed.  He also advised if it is worse than originally thought, would come back to the board at that time to revisit the need.  He advised they will issue the Construction Change Directive to the contractor, will confirm and come back to the board.  He also stated will be looking at eliminating some construction items and will bring back options to the board. 

10. Dialogue  

10.1. Draft Budget Plan FY 2020-2021 - Scott Burchett, Finance Director   

Rationale: 

The local board must examine, in an open meeting, detailed line item estimated revenues and proposed expenditures for the subsequent fiscal year on or before January 31, per KRS 160.470(6)(a).  
Discussion: 

Mr. Burchett distributed a handout and reviewed the 2020-2021 Draft Budget with the Board. He noted they will meet in May to review the tentative budget for 2020-2021 and again for the working budget. He explained the tax rates and compensating rate generating approximate $50,000 in new revenue.  4% increase local property tax rate will generate about $275,000 than the compensating local property tax rate, if selected.  He advised Marathon estimated $490,000 this year but projected next year at $376,000.  He noted the reason being 28% less finished inventory product on hand. He advised it is speculated the SEEK base will go up.  But stated after seeing what the Governor asks for in his budget, we will know more. He mentioned other items would be if State Legislature would happen to fully fund Kindergarten, allot funds for textbooks and professional development, and allot funds from SB1-Safety and Security upgrades. Some general fund expenditures would be maintenance projects in the coming year would be security, paving, etc. and will be discussed more in the tentative budget, setting aside $50,000-$100,000 for these type expenditures. Another item is a 1% increase across the board for salary increase for certified and classified staff.  He stated the need to increase the certified salary scale and explained it stops at 26 years’ experience.  He is recommending to increase those increments to 27th, 28th, 29th and 30th year. Also, Classified salary scale now stops at 20 years’ experience and would suggest adding another two year increments, 21st and 22nd.
