EPJ Dual Credit Policy (some key points)

Please read the full Dual Credit Policy online in the High School Student Handbook (Dual Enrollment Policy)

Dual credit enrollment is an opportunity for students to apply coursework to both high school graduation requirements and post-secondary degree completion. Students must meet certain eligibility requirements to be considered for enrollment. Dual credit courses could include virtual, online or on-site courses at the post-secondary institution.


EPJ Dual Credit Policy: Eligibility 
· Students in grades eleven (juniors) and twelve (seniors) are eligible for dual credit enrollment.
· Students must have no grade lower than a C- during the previous semester in any class or by discretion of administration. For ENGL101/ENGL210 eligibility must have earned a B- or above in each semester of Honors English III OR an A- in both semesters of English III.
· Students must have the required prerequisites for the coursework, which may require placement via ACT/SAT and/or Accuplacer.
· Registration for these courses must be completed during the prior semester.

South Dakota Board of Regent Dual Credit / Reduced Tuition Program
· High school juniors and seniors attending a public high school within South Dakota may be eligible to receive both high school and college credit at a reduced rate of $48.33 per credit. Students must meet the following requirements:
· High school junior:
a) earn an ACT composite score of 24 reflective of the 70% percentile; or
b) rank in upper one-third of their graduating class; or
c) earn a cumulative GPA of at least 3.50 on a 4.0 scale; or
d) take the Accuplacer Next Generation Writing – 263+ and Next Generation Qualitative Reasoning, Algebra & Statistics– 255+
· 2.    High school senior:
a) earn an ACT composite score of 21 reflective of the 50% percentile; or
b)  rank in the upper one-half of their graduating class; or
c) earn a cumulative GPA of at least 3.25 on a 4.0 scale; or 
d) take the Accuplacer Next Generation Writing – 263+ and Next Generation Qualitative Reasoning, Algebra & Statistics– 255
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EPJ Dual Credit Policy: Eligible Courses

The student may enroll only in dual credit courses that are not currently offered at Elk Point-Jefferson High School, nor may the student use the dual credit class as a substitute for any specific high school graduation requirements with the following exceptions. Students must take the courses listed below from a South Dakota Board of Regents School.

“HIST151: History” may replace “United States History” (1st Semester)
“HIST152: History” may replace “United States History” (2nd Semester)
“ENGL101: Composition 101 may replace “English IV” (1st Semester)*
“ENGL210: Introduction to Literature 210” may replace “English IV” (2nd semester)
“POLS100: Government” may replace “Government”

*For ENGL101/ENGL210 eligibility: Student must have earned a B- or above in each semester of Honors English  III OR an A- in both semesters of English III.
**Student must meet the ACT English benchmark score of 18 prior to enrolling in ENGL 101

Credit Earned  
The eligible student may enroll only in dual credit classes that carry at least three (3) semester hours of credit. Elk Point-Jefferson High School will award 1/2 credit (1/2 Carnegie Unit) upon completion of the dual credit class of three (3), four (4) or five (5) semester hours of credit. 

Grading, Class Rank and GPA  
The grades of all dual credit courses will be recorded on the student’s official transcript and will be calculated into the student’s grade point average and class rank. The grading scale and letter grade system of the cooperating provider will be used in the determination of letter grades and grade point average calculation.

Students are able to take dual credit courses from any of the SD Board of Regent Colleges. Many colleges are offering scholarships to first time freshman who took dual credit classes from them while in high school. Therefore, if a student knows where they want to go to college, they should take dual credit classes from that college.
