Oconee Federal Savings and Loan Association is the continuation and outgrowth of the Seneca Building and Loan Association, which was chartered by the state of South Carolina in February 1924.  
In 1958, we changed our name to Oconee Savings and Loan Association when our first branch office was opened in Walhalla, SC.  In 1992, our Association was issued a federal charter, at which time we changed the name to Oconee Federal Savings and Loan Association.

In 2011, the association completed a mutual-to-stock conversion, creating Oconee Federal Financial Corp. and Oconee Federal, MHC.  Oconee Federal Financial Corp. is federally chartered corporation that was formed to be the mid-tier stock holding company for Oconee Federal Savings and Loan Association. Oconee Federal, MHC is a federally-chartered mutual holding company formed to be the mutual holding company of Oconee Federal Financial Corp. Oconee Federal Savings and Loan Association is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Oconee Federal Financial Corp.
In 2014, the Association entered a merger agreement with Stephens Federal Bank, a Toccoa, Georgia based mutual savings bank in business since 1933.  The acquisition added Stephens Federal’s three offices in Toccoa and Clayton, GA, to our four existing branches. Our main office location is in Seneca, SC and most recently, we opened our eighth branch in Clemson, SC in January 2020.
We are pleased to award the Truman Blasingame Fellowship.  The Fellowship is granted each year to a graduate of Stephens County High School who chooses to continue his or her education through attendance at a college, university or technical school.

W. Truman Blasingame served as the Managing Officer of Stephens Federal from 1956 until his retirement in 1990.  He continued to be active in church and community, and showed a high degree of interest in the success of the young people of Northeast Georgia until his death in 2009.
The award is granted each year to that student who, in the opinion of teachers and administrators, has demonstrated a need for financial assistance in order to continue their education, and who has further demonstrated a commitment to their academic progress and a commitment, through their service, to the well-being of their family, and community.

An award of $1,000 is given to a student in Stephens County.  There is no requirement that the award recipient attend a particular college or technical school, nor is there a requirement that the recipient pursue any particular degree program. The student is expected to furnish to Oconee Federal evidence of acceptance to the college of choice prior to payment.

Application Process for the

1. Open to graduating high school seniors from Stephens County who plan to enter either a college/university or technical school for fall semester following their graduation.  
2. Applications may be obtained from the school guidance counselor and should be returned by the deadline established by the counselor.  
3. Students must complete the entire application; attach an essay and at least 2 letters of recommendation.

4. Applications which are not complete will not be considered.

5. The school will review all applicants and select the nominee who will be presented to the Bank’s selection committee.  A letter of recommendation from the high school should be submitted with the application. 

6. Deadline for submission to your school counselor is ____________.
7. The Fellowship will be presented to the student at the school’s annual award/scholarship program.
