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Millbury Public Schools
Fund Raising Policy

The Millbury School Committee recognizes the need to conduct fund raising activities, in order to supplement educational and sports initiatives, such as extra expenses, not funded through the      district budget process.  Those organizations approved to fund raise are the following:

· Parents’ Club

· Athletic Booster Club

· Music Booster Club

· Individual Class (9-12) and Extra-Curricula School Clubs (Yearbook,                                  Environmental Council, Business Club etc.)

The Athletic Booster Club will eventually replace sports specific fund raisers.  The goal of the   Booster Club is to represent male and female sports teams in an equitable manner, so that fund      raising events will not compete with one another.

All funds collected will be maintained in the student activity accounts.

All fund raising activities must be project-based and educationally and age-appropriate.                Fund raising activities may not intrude on the instructional day and must be consistent with the Millbury Public Schools’ Mission.  The district Administration has the authority to determine which activities meet this standard.  Requests that involve gambling or alcoholic beverage sales will not be considered for approval.

All team clothing acquired through fund raising events is required to be purchased in school      colors.

Each fund raising group will identify one member as a liaison to the Administration to attend an annual training to learn about the responsibilities of the liaison position, request approval of the activity, ensure appropriate adult supervision at each activity and understand the procedures for collecting and recording funds.  The liaison may be a teacher, coach or parent.  All Athletic Booster Club sports’ fund raisers will be initially approved by the Athletic Director.

Requests for fund raising must be made on the district’s Fund Raising Request form and         submitted by the liaison, to the Principal and ultimately, the Superintendent for approval.                     The liaison must include the approximate amount to be raised and the plans for use of the funds
before approval will be granted.  All requests for the use of school building space must be accompanied by a Building Use form and will be coordinated through the Central Office and the department responsible for scheduling building events.

Major fund raising events will be announced through a news release that explains the nature of the fund raiser; date, time and location and provides the name and phone number of the liaison.

No fund raising of any kind may be held in the schools without the specific consent of the Superintendent.
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
