Request for Services
The Town of Millbury (‘Owner”) is seeking the services of a qualified “Designer” within the meaning of M.G/L. Chapter 7, Section 38A1/2, to provide professional programming, planning, design, and construction administration services for the Raymond E. Shaw Elementary School in Millbury, Massachusetts. Selection of the Designer will be made by the Designer Selection Panel of the Massachusetts School Building Authority (“MSBA”) in accordance with the MSBA’s Designer Selection Procedures.

The Owner is seeking design services to conduct a Feasibility Study that will include the development and evaluation of potential alternative solutions and continue through the Schematic Design Phase of the preferred alternative. Subject to the approval of a Project by the MSBA and further subject to adequate funding authorized by the Owner, the contract between the Owner and the Designer may be amended to include continued designer services through Project completion. The potential Project may include a renovation of the existing school, a renovation of and addition to the existing school and/or new construction.

The estimated construction budget for the Project may range from $ 24,000,000 to $ 30,000,000 depending upon the solution that is agreed upon by the Owner and the MSBA and that is ultimately approved by a vote by the MSBA’s Board of Directors. The Fee for Basic Services will be negotiated with a not to exceed maximum of $350,000.

Pursuant to M.G.L. Chapter 7, Section 40N, the Designer must agree to contract with minority and women-owned businesses as certified by the Supplier Diversity Office (SDO) formerly known as the State Office of Minority and Women Business Assistance (SOMWBA).  The amount of participation that shall be reserved for such enterprises shall not be less than seventeen and nine tenths percent (17.9%) of the contract price for combined minority business enterprises (MBE) and women-owned business enterprises (WBE).
Hill International, Inc. (Hill) has been chosen as the Owner’s Project Manager for this project.

The Feasibility Study phase proposed timeline is for July 2018 – October 2019. 
Current funding covers only the feasibility study and schematic design phases. Project progression beyond these phases requires additional funding. 
Minimum requirements include: current license and registration by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts as an architect, with a minimum of five years experience in the design of public k-12 educational facilities and MSBA School Construction Grant process and in design of buildings of similar size and complexity of scope. Additional information and requirements regarding applicant qualifications is provided in the RFS.
