New on Aeries:
1. Access the district email from the main page (one stop shopping?). Click on the link that says “District email”
2. You can customize what you view on start up by adding pages to your favorites. I always start at the home page because I like to see how many students are enrolled and/or absent. It is particularly helpful to me after a senior activity that is poorly attended, both school-wide and in my classroom. The more you know….
3. Seating charts can be created with pictures (or names) and exported. The grid is adjustable. 
4. If you take the time, when adding an assignment, to put the assigned and due dates, the program will tell you if a student was absent or tardy on both days. This can be helpful when students have missing assignments, the DREADED RED BOXES. Also, if you use the assigned date/due date feature, and you use semester gradebooks, you will put the date range in when uploading grades, instead of assignment number.
5. Additionally, if you use the assigned date/due date feature, incoming students will be excused from assignments prior to their enrollment.
