The student, whose signature appears below, desires to participate in the above out-of-state/overnight activity trip.  In consideration of the Thompson School District R2-J (“Thompson R2-J”) accepting the student for an out-of-state/overnight activity trip (“activity trip)”, the undersigned student and his/her parent or guardian acknowledge and agree as follows:

1. The activity trip will take place away from school property; may involve transportation provided by common carriers or other non-school provided means and overnight stays in hotels, motels or other non-school facilities; and may involve activities beyond the scope of traditional school functions conducted on Thompson R2-J property.

2.
The student’s participation in the activity trip is entirely voluntary.  The student and parent or guardian expressly acknowledges that such participation potentially involves unknown risks and obligations that are impossible to predict but which are beyond the scope of those normally associated with traditional school functions conducted on Thompson R2-J property.  These may include, but are not limited to, the risk of sickness, personal injury or death, the risk of loss or damage to personal property and also may involve the potential risk of actual or threatened terrorist acts, while participating in the activity trip.

3.
The undersigned parties exempt and release Thompson R2-J, its directors, officers, agents, employees, authorized volunteers and schools, from any and all liability, claims, demands, actions or causes of action whatsoever arising from the student’s participation in the activity trip, unless caused by actions for which the Thompson R2-J would otherwise be liable under Colorado law.  The scope of this release includes, but is not limited to:

A.
Any and all claims of whatever nature for any injury or loss, caused by any vehicle or services, strikes, war, weather, sickness, quarantine, government restrictions or regulations, or from any act or omission of any airline, railroad, bus transportation, sightseeing, hotel, or any other service or transporting company, firm, individual or agency, or for any other cause whatsoever in connection therewith.

B.
Any injury regardless of nature or cause, whether resulting or not in death, to the participant or the undersigned, whether alone or in association with others.

C.
Any damage or injury regardless of nature or cause to property of the student or his/her parents or guardians, whether real, personal or mixed.
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D.
Any financial or other obligations incurred by the student or his/her parents or guardians during the activity trip.

E.
Any taking, publishing or otherwise using photographs or films of the student or his/her parents or guardians, either alone or with others, during the course of the program as may be deemed acceptable by Thompson R2-J.

F.
It is expressly understood that all such potential loss, damage or injury are not known and cannot be determined as of the date of this agreement, but it is the express intent of the parties that this Release apply to any and all such unknown damage, loss or injury.

4.
The student and parents or guardians agree to pay all applicable costs, expenses and fees arising out of the student’s participation in the activity trip, and further agree to indemnify and hold harmless Thompson R2-J, its officers, agents, employees, authorized volunteers and schools, against any claims for such costs, expenses and fees.

5.
Thompson R2-J does not purchase, or carry medical/dental/ hospitalization insurance to cover injuries to, or loss of life of, students or to indemnify parents or guardians for expenses in connection therewith and that such insurance, if desired, must be purchased by the parent or guardian.  (School time or twenty-four hour accident/medical insurance may be purchased at your school office and may, in some instances, be required by the school for certain activities, including activity trips, unless proof of family medical insurance can be shown.)

6.
The student’s participation in the activity trip may be terminated for the student’s failure to follow the Thompson R2-J discipline code and attached rules and regulations, failure to follow any Thompson R2-J policies, failure to follow the instructions of the teacher and chaperones during the activity trip, or failure to make timely payment of all fees and expenses.  If the termination occurs during the activity trip, the parents or guardians agree to accept a collect telephone call concerning the student’s actions and behavior, agree and consent to the Student being returned home immediately by public transportation and to bear all costs associated with the student’s return home.  When it is necessary to return a student home, the sponsoring teacher will personally notify a parent/guardian and will accompany and supervise the student to boarding and observe the departure of the student on the transportation system used to return the student home.  Failure to follow the Thompson R2-J discipline code and rules and regulations, school district policies, or instructions of the teacher and chaperones may also subject the student to discipline as set for in the discipline code, rules and regulations, and school district policies.

7.
Thompson R2-J reserves the right to alter or change the itinerary or to adjust program costs to reflect changes in fuel costs, transportation costs, or other related expenses.

8.
Thompson R2-J also reserves the right to cancel the activity trip due to insufficient participation or other circumstances.  In case of cancellation, all monies will be refunded, with the exception of application fees, as specified by the sponsoring agency.

9.
Any earnest money deposit does not imply, in any manner, acceptance of a student to the activity trip.
