Transition Questions to be asked for students in grade 7 or higher:

When students are in grade 7 or higher, the teachers need to begin helping them to look ahead to the time when they will be finished with high school. As part of the Transition Assessment, the teacher will ask your son/daughter many questions about their interests, hopes, and concerns for the future. The teacher would also like to know your interests and preferences for your son/daughter. They have given me some questions to present to you. If you don't have a response for some of them we can leave it blank.  If you have not thought about these questions, you may want to think about them and discuss them later with your student's case manager.

This information will be included in a written report. If you do not want it in a written report, I will inform the case manager or you can choose not to answer the questions.

1.	What would you like your son/daughter to be doing after high school?      


2.	Do you have ideas about jobs you or your son/daughter are interested in?      



3.	If you would like him/her to be going to school, where are you considering?      



4.	How independent will he/she be in supporting himself/herself financially after high school?      



5.	Where would you like him/her to live after high school?      



6.	What community or leisure activities do you hope he/she participates in after high school?      



7.	What transportation system(s) do you see him/her using in the community?      



8.	Do you think your child will need support in taking care of himself/herself physically and emotionally?        If yes, please explain.      



9.	What kind of support will he/she need in making decisions and setting goals that need to be made about his/her life?      


10. Do you have any other comments or information you would like to share?
