Implementation of Title IV A
Processes to Prioritize Distribution

According to ESEA section 4106(e) (2) and (f), an LEA must ensure that the following processes and priorities are in place:
· Prioritizing the distribution of funds to schools served in the LEA based on one or more of the following criteria-

Are among the schools with the greatest needs;

Have the highest percentages or numbers of children served, based upon Title I, Part A, of the ESEA,
Are identified for Comprehensive Needs & Support (among the lowest achieving schools);

Are implementing targeted support and improvement plans; or

Are identified as a persistently dangerous public elementary school or secondary school.

· For an LEA or consortium that receives $30,000 or more, use-

Not less than 20% of funds to support one or more of the activities authorized under section 4107 pertaining to well-rounded opportunities;

Not less than 20%  of funds to support one or more of the activities authorized under  section 4108 pertaining to safe and healthy students; and

A portion of funds to support one or more activities authorized under section 4109(a) pertaining to the effective use of technology, and no more than 15% of the remainder on purchasing technology infrastructure as described in section 4109(b).
Comply regarding equitable participation of private schools and teachers, section 8501-8504.

Complete an annual state report regarding how funds for the SSAE programs are being used.
