At Home Activities for All Grades
Math:

· Using extra buttons or beads around the house, take turns making patterns and trying to figure out the pattern.

· Allow your child to use a grocery store ad to add and subtract decimals.

· A deck of playing cards can be used to practice probability and performing basic math facts.

· When riding in the car, ask your child, “How long until…?” or “What time should we leave?” 

· In the kitchen, allow your child to help figure recipe measurements with fractions. Also, students can estimate and measure volume of liquid ingredients.

· Your child can predict which unit of measurement to use when walking to their room, going on a walk, bike ride, summer vacation, etc.

· Tired of throwing away all that junk mail that’s no use? Keep it and let students create graphs, ratios, and probability of the type of junk mail your household receives.
· When planning out weekly or daily schedules, ask students to calculate the number of hours spent watching TV, eating, doing homework, being at school, playing a sport, etc.

· Each evening or morning, allow your child to watch the Weather Channel or check online for the weather. Tell if this is cold, comfortable, or hot, and convert from Fahrenheit to Celsius.

· At small shopping trips, let your child calculate the amount of money spend minus the difference of money brought to the store, etc.

Language Arts:

· Cut old newspaper articles for your child to read. Then, ask students the 5 w’s: who, what, when, where, why, how, etc.
· After students finish a book, have them summarize the story to you in their own words.

· Using old cloth scraps, paper bags, paper, etc., children can make characters and put on a storytelling show of a book they completed.

· Play “Pass the Story” with your child or family. One person writes one sentences and passes the story to the next person. Everyone adds a sentence until the story is complete.

· After students finish a book, ask them to complete the sentence, “Somebody, wanted, but, so”

· Rent a movie after your child reads the book. Let them make a list of all the differences and all the similarities.
· Reread favorite books with children to increase fluency.
· Listen to books on tape while riding in the car.

· Slip fun things to read into your pocket to bring home: a comic strip from the paper, a greeting card, or even a fortune cookie from lunch. Create a special, shared moment your child can look forward to every day. 
· Reread favorite books getting faster and more fluent each time. A game such as “Beat the Clock” can be made.
· Play concentration with important vocabulary from the story.
· Keep a diary.
· Practice reading all environmental text seen: menus, street signs, billboards, advertisements, etc.
