The Millbury Public Schools is accepting bids for one handicap accessible ten row outdoor bleacher installation at R. E. Shaw Elementary School, 58 Elmwood Street, Millbury, MA. Copies of the bid documents may be obtained from the Superintendent’s Office, c/o Asst. Superintendent of Finance and Operations, 12 Martin Street, Millbury, MA 01527 during regular business hours of Monday through Friday 8:00 A.M. to 3:00 P.M. All proposals are due by Thursday, January 18, 2024 at 2:00PM in the Superintendent’s Office, 12 Martin Street, Millbury, MA.

Work under this contract requires a contractor to furnish all labor, materials, tools, equipment and supervision necessary to accomplish the work described herein, accordance with all specifications and requirements. 
All bids are subject to the provisions of M.G.L. Chapter 30B. Wages are subject to minimum wage rates determined by the Massachusetts Dept. of Labor and Industries pursuant to M.G.L. Chapter 149, Section 26 and 27.
II. SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Contractor agrees to perform the following services to install one (1) handicap accessible outdoor bleacher on existing cement pad at:
R. E. Shaw Elementary School’s Athletic Field, 58 Elmwood Street, Millbury, MA. 
All prospective bidders are required to visit the site to inspect the work.
GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

· All work shall be completed in a manner that will minimize disruption to school related activities and personnel. 

· Secure work area.

· Contractor responsible for all Federal, State and Local permits. 

· All work to comply with Massachusetts State Building Code.

· Clean up and remove all debris from site as needed daily and at the end of the project.

· Prevailing wages apply, rate sheet included. 

WORK SPECIFICATIONS
· Approximate area of the work is the East side of the rectangular athletic field (near driveway) where there is an existing 66’ 6” x 22’ 3 1/2” sized cement pad for the purpose of installing an outdoor spectator bleacher in order to provide safe and comfortable fan access to view the athletic events on the fields. See enclosed Cement Pad Blueprint As-Built.
· Prepare by cleaning the existing cement pad for the installation. Review with Millbury Public Schools the exact location of the installation on the cement pad.
· Mark location of new outdoor bleacher.

· Obtain approval of the Facilities Director for the location of the new outdoor bleacher.
· Submit for approval bleacher design and show drawings approved by a Professionally Licensed Engineer.
· Delivery of the bleacher system and all equipment and supplies are included in the price.
· Supply and install one (1) outdoor bleacher, as per manufacturer’s specifications, that meet or exceed the following minimum requirements:

1. 10 rows of bleacher seating, at least 61’ 6” in length

2. Bench seating capacity for at least 320 people
3. ADA Seating Cutouts: Seating availability for at least 6 wheelchair seating and 6 companion seating.

4. Total seating availability of 332 people.

5. 2’ x 10’ anodized aluminum seat planks

6. Powder coated aluminum riser planks at least 6” in height

7. Mill aluminum angle frame structure

8. Mill aluminum semi-closed decking with traction coating

9. Hot dipped, galvanized hardware

10. Two aisles with 36” handrail and contrasting nosing

11. Aluminum vinyl chain link fence guardrail system

12. 4’ x 6’ ADA riser in order to make the bleacher system fully handicap accessible
13. Complete bleacher system shall comply with all manufacturer’s recommendations, current safety requirements, current building codes and design load requirements including but not limited to ICC-300-2017, IBC, and AISC Steel Construction Manual.
14. Installation includes the removal and disposal of any debris used during the construction of the bleachers.

· Installation and assembly as per manufacturer’s recommendations.

· One year warranty on all parts and labor.

· Five year warranty against defects in materials and workmanship under normal use.

· Please provide technical specifications or product brochure and proposed drawings with bid submittal.
· The manufacturer of the outdoor bleacher shall have at least ten (10) years of experience manufacturing outdoor bleachers.

· The installer of the outdoor bleachers shall have at least five (5) years of experience installing outdoor bleachers. The employees of the installer shall be factory trained and experience installing outdoor bleachers.

· The installer shall complete a final inspection.

· Please provide a listing of references.

It is the intent of these specifications to describe the installation of a fully operational, functional athletic field outdoor bleacher in order to provide more comfortable seating for fans during an athletic event. There is already an existing cement pad for this purpose. The contractor shall deliver and assemble the new bleacher, install the bleacher permanently and safely to the cement pad as per manufacturer’s recommendations. The contractor shall also train the Millbury Public Schools staff on the warranty requirements and maintenance and safety procedures. The contractor shall warranty the bleacher and installation for one (1) year from the agreed upon final installation date. The work under this contract is to include the furnishing of all labor, materials necessary to complete this process. All contracts are awarded with the understanding that the contractor has acquainted himself with all the requirements of the contracts and specifications, the conditions of the site, and has obtained all the information necessary for the completion of this project. The Contractor shall not at any time, after the submission of his bid, make any claim whatsoever based on insufficient data or a misunderstanding of the requirements, nature, conditions or extent of the work under the contract.

III. SPECIFICATIONS

A. Description

Work shall be performed in accordance with approved construction methods as specified in the Massachusetts Building Codes.

B. Insurance Requirements

The contractor shall evidence the ability to insure the Millbury Public Schools against general, automobile, and workers’ compensation liabilities.  Contractors must meet the minimum insurance limits outlined below.  The contractor shall provide proof of insurance naming the Millbury Public Schools as an additional insured for the project.

C. Contractor’s Indemnification

The existence of insurance shall in no way limit the scope of this indemnification.  The contractor further agrees to reimburse the Millbury Public Schools for damage to its property cause by the Contractor, his employees agents, subcontractors or materialmen, including damages caused by his, its or their use of faulty, defective or unsuitable material or equipment, unless the damage is cause by the Millbury Public Schools’s gross negligence or willful misconduct.

CONTRACTOR SERVICES, LICENSES AND PERMITS

The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials and equipment to complete R.E. Shaw Outdoor Bleacher Installation as prescribed in the Scope of Services attached to this Contract. The Contractor shall conform to applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations and building codes.  The Contractor shall obtain municipal building permits required to complete the project.

PREVAILING WAGES

This contract is subject to the Commonwealth’s Prevailing Wage Law.  Attached is the Massachusetts Division of Occupational Safety Prevailing Wage Rate schedule covering this project.

PAYMENT TERMS

The Contractor shall provide the services for the price submitted on their proposal dated ______________ , unless otherwise mutually agreed in writing. The School shall not loan or advance any funds to the Contractor for any purposes. 

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall secure and maintain for the duration of this project and at no cost to the School, with respect to the services related to this Contract, insurance coverages as stipulated in Section III.B. of the Bid Specifications. The Contractor shall be required to provide proof of insurance naming the Millbury Public Schools as an additional insured for the project.   The Certificate Holder shall be identified as the “Superintendent”, 12 Martin Street, Millbury, MA  01527.

CONTRACTOR’S INDEMNIFICATION

The Contractor shall, to the maximum extent permitted by law, indemnify and save harmless the Millbury Public Schools, its officers, agents and employees from and against any and all damages, liabilities, actions, suits, proceedings, claims, demands, losses, costs and expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees) that am arise out of or in connection with the work being performed or to be performed by the Contractor, his employees, agents, subcontractors or materialmen.  The existence of insurance shall in no way limit the scope of this indemnification.  The Contractor further agrees to reimburse the Millbury Public Schools for damage to its property caused by the Contractor, his employees, agents, subcontractors or materialmen, including damages caused by his, its or their use of faulty, defective or unsuitable material or equipment, unless the damage is caused by the Millbury Public Schools’s gross negligence or willful misconduct.

TERMINATION
If the work to be done under this Contract shall be abandoned, or if this Contract or any part thereof shall be assigned or transferred, without the previous written consent of the School, or if the Contract or any claim hereunder shall be assigned by the Contractor otherwise than as herein specified, or if at any time the School determines that the conditions herein specified as to the rate of progress are not fulfilled, or that the work or any part thereof, is unnecessarily or unreasonably delayed, or that the Contractor has violated any of the provisions of this Contract, the School may terminate this Contract and/or notify the Contractor or discontinue such work or such part thereof as the School may designate, and the School may thereupon by agreement or otherwise, as it may determine, complete the work, or any part thereof; and for such completion the School for itself or for its Contractor may take possession of and use or cause to be used in the completion of the work thereof any of such materials, apparatus, machinery, implements, and tools of every description as may be found upon said work. Termination pursuant to this paragraph shall not entitle the Contractor to any claim for damages on account thereof, nor shall it relieve the Contractor of any liability under this Contract. 

This contract shall not be altered in any way without the consent of all parties to this contract.  All alterations to this contract must be in writing and authorized as such by the Superintendent for the Contractor.

This contract shall be deemed to be a Massachusetts contract and its interpretation and construction shall be governed by the laws of Massachusetts and the Charter and Bylaws of the Millbury Public Schools.

This contract shall become effective when signed by both the Contractor and the Superintendent.
