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North Duplin Junior-Senior High School is located in Duplin County, NC. It is unique in that it is the only middle-high school in the county. It is also located in a rural farming area in Eastern North Carolina, and we have 3 small towns within 7 miles of our school in 3 different directions. We are within minutes from a university as well.


We currently have 633 students enrolled, while 421 of those are in the high school.  The demographics for our students are as follows: 53% Hispanic, 29% White, 13% Black, 2% American Indian, and 3% are 2 or more races. We have quite a few students who come to us not speaking any English, so our ESL program is very active and much needed. Since we are in a farming area, migrant workers frequent here. After being here for short periods of time, many of those families decide to stay because they like the area so well.

We are a small school, but we offer a plethora of honors classes, a few AP courses face-to-face and more through our online option.  In addition to that, many of our students participate in the dual enrollment program at the community college about 15 minutes away. We also make Career and Technical classes available as much as our size permits. 


The majority of our parents choose to send their children to North Duplin because we also have a K-6 school on our campus, which essentially makes us a K-12 school. Parents like the idea of their children attending the “same” school all 13 years of their lower educational experience. Many of the staff attended and graduated from this school, and then chose to come back to work here and now their children attend here as well. The community is close-knit, which means we have a great amount of parent involvement.
