Mrs. Koehler’s #1 Rule
We never hurt anybody on the inside or the outside.
Your child will not only learn how to chant this rule, but he/she will also learn what it truly means and how to apply it in their daily life.  It is the only classroom rule that we will have.  All of our classroom expectations will fall under it.       
Rewards
Individual Rewards: For the first part of the year, tickets are used as an incentive so students can bid on items from our class auction.  During the second part of the year, plastic money is used as an incentive for students to purchase items from the class store.  Students will earn these rewards for good behavior, getting work done on time, participation, teamwork, and turning in their weekly reading logs.  

Wise Owl of the Week: Each week, one student is selected to be Wise Owl of the Week.  This person is someone who shows good character, such as kindness, honesty, responsibility, patience, respect, improvement on behaviors, etc.

Whole Class Rewards: Links are awarded every time the whole class is on task, following directions, working hard, silently working, or just being wonderful to each other.  Once our class links reach from the ceiling to the floor, the class will earn a party of their choice, with the exception that it does not cost Mrs. Koehler any money.  (
Consequences
When students are making poor choices, they will most likely lose a ticket or coin from their bucket.  Students will also utilize a school-wide behavioral expectations chart that is color coded.
Homework Policy
Spelling:  Students are encouraged to practice their spelling list at home for their Friday tests.  We learn the words on Monday and practice throughout the week.  However, children do better on their tests and daily spelling if they get additional practice at home.      

Math: Math homework is sent home every Monday and is due back every Friday! (
Reading:  Students are required to read for 60 minutes a week.  Minutes are to be recorded on a weekly sheet and turned in every Friday.  Students will earn auction tickets/money every time they turn in a reading log.  Reading logs will account for part of their homework grade.
