Do they know most of
the words?

Read, Read, Read!
Make sure to read
for af least 30
minutes per day!
Students can read
independently, aloud
fo an adult, or back
and forth with a
partner.

For Beginning Readers:

*Point out and read words in natural
settings — stores, streets, etc.
*Memorize sight words
*Visualize the sfory in your head
»Ask questions before, during, and after,
Don’timmediately tell an unknown word
to your student. Instead, ask them fo:

* Sound out the word
*Break the word info parts
~Try a different vowel sound (long/short),
Use illustrafions for clues
+Skip the word, re-read senfence, and go
back — what word wouid make sense?
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Make it Fun!
Reading shouldn’t
be achore.
Intentionally read
with your
child/discuss books
but also research
fopics and do book
activities together.
