Internet Use

We will use the Internet as part of student instruction.  We are in class to do a job; personal use of the Internet should be reserved for home use with parental guidance.  Students who violate the school’s Internet policy will be held accountable for their actions and face appropriate consequences deemed necessary in accordance with the school’s policies.

Reports to parents:

Grading periods are nine weeks long. Report cards are sent home with the students approximately one week after the grading period ends. Progress reports are sent home with the student during the semester; dates for these reports are on the school calendar. Please sign these progress reports to indicate that you have seen your students work.

MSL Test:

This course has a post assessment test which will account for 20% of the students’ final semester grade. 
CTE Rules for Behavior:

a. Students are expected to behave appropriately. Students should demonstrate proper manners. Appropriate behavior demonstrates respect for oneself, for others, and for the school and community.

b. Students should be in the classroom on time. Being on time means they have followed classroom procedures for beginning class, not standing in the hall or walking through the door. If a student is delayed, for valid purposes, a note from the previous teacher should be obtained.

c. Students are to come to class prepared including their 3 ring AVID binder, PBIS behavior card, and writing utensil. 
d. Except in an emergency, students are not allowed to leave the classroom until they are given permission individually or dismissed as a class. Students are encouraged to use the bathroom and get water during class changes. 

e. Students are expected to begin work promptly and remain on task. Students are expected to follow classroom procedures indoors and outdoors.

f. NO FOOD, DRINKS, CANDY, OR GUM WILL BE ALLOWED IN THIS CLASS!!  Our computers are very expensive and even unintentional accidents can be extremely costly.

g. All county and school-wide rules apply in this class. Students are to follow computer and Internet rules for the class.
h. No personal electronics are allowed in the classroom at any time. 





Consequences through PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention Systems):

	Green: Go Zone
	Blue: Reminder Zone

	Yellow: Caution Zone

	Red: No Zone


	Everyone starts on green with a clean slate each day in each class period. 
	Student gets a verbal reminder to stop inappropriate behavior and get on task. The teacher  will track students’ behavior when a reminder has been given on the teacher tracking system. 
	The student is sent here for a short time-out from the group in an alternate seat within the classroom. Teacher will contact parent and mark behavior on teacher tracking system. 
	 The student is sent here for the remainder of the class period and will fill out a reflection form. Teacher gives Red Zone/After School Detention alert to student as they leave. After school detention slip must be signed by parent or guardian and returned the following day.
