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Academic Integrity Acknowledgement

The Goal of the Georgetown Independent School district is to create a community of learners who exhibit high moral values and to instill a culture of academic integrity throughout the district. Georgetown ISD believes in modeling and teaching 21st Century skills to GISD students through experience. As a part of the 21st Century Learning initiative, students are responsible for learning and upholding ethical academic standards of research, writing, assessment and coursework.  Written or other work which students submit must be the product of their own efforts and must be consistent with appropriate standards of academic ethics. Students will be asked to acknowledge, “I have acted with honesty and integrity in producing this work and I am unaware of anyone who has not.”

Unless directed by the teacher, students must assume all assignments are to be done individually.

Remember – your honor and character should be more valuable to you than any grade.

The following are all examples of academic dishonesty:   (Full clarification and details for these examples can be found in the student handbook – “Guidelines On Academic Integrity”).

· Cheating on Academic Work – Cheating is using or attempting to use materials, information, notes, study aids or other assistance which have not been authorized by the instructor in any type of examination or evaluation.

· Plagiarism – Plagiarism is intentionally or carelessly presenting the work of another as ones’ own.

· Fabrication, Forgery and Obstruction – Fabrication is the use of invented, counterfeited, altered or forged information in assignments of any type including those activities done in conjunction with academic courses that require students to be involved in out of classroom experiences.

· Complicity – Complicity is assisting or attempting to assist another person in any act of academic dishonesty.

· Computer Misuse – Misuse of computers may be disruptive, unethical, or illegal. This includes any action which violates the GISD Technology Acceptable Use Plan.

 Sanctions for Violations of the GISD Guidelines on Academic Integrity:

· Initial level of sanctions:

· In cases involving violations of the GISD Guideline on Academic Integrity, determination of the student’s grade and initial disciplinary action are made by the teacher.

· Academic consequences will include a discipline referral and parent phone call. Additional sanctions may also be added such as a reduction of the grade or a zero grade.

· The teacher’s determination regarding academic dishonesty can be appealed by the student tor their associate/assistant/campus principal.

· Administrator level of sanctions:

· Sanctions by administrators may include more severe consequences and could include sanctions such as removal from organizations such as NHS, Student Council, or other student leadership positions.

· Actions that involve collusion and/or theft of tests or teaching materials may result in suspension or other disciplinary actions.

· A pattern of cheating behavior may result in suspension or assignment to the DAEP.

· Principal decisions regarding academic dishonesty cannot be appealed beyond the campus level. 

· The administration will follow the Georgetown ISD Code of Conduct for disciplinary actions.
