MIGRANT CHILD

1)
The child is younger than 22 and has not graduated from High School or obtained a GED. We can serve all Migrant children but only receive funds for ages 3-21.
2)
The child has a parent or guardian who is a migrant agriculture worker or fisherman. (This type of work could also be in livestock production or processing such as House of Raeford, local hog farms or plants, local pine straw farms.) It does not necessarily have to be farm field work.

3)
The child has moved within the past 36 months with the worker or to join the worker who came seeking temporary or seasonal employment in a qualifying activity.
4)
The child has moved from one school district to another or may have moved directly from Mexico.  (This means he has crossed over county lines either to us or from us, meaning he could move from Raeford to Red Springs and back again within a short time frame. Each time he crosses our county lines, he could re-qualify for another 36 month period. A home visit by our Recruiter will determine this eligibility.

5)
The Migrant Occupational Survey is an important tool in helping us to identify a Migrant family. There are certain questions that help us determine if there is a need for the recruiter to do a home visit. We do not add the child into the Migrant database until the Recruiter does the Home Visit and the proper paperwork has been sent to the Migrant Education office. Once the child has been properly identified, the teachers will be notified.
6)
All Migrant children receive free lunch. They still need to do a lunch application and will not receive free status until they are added to the database. It is important that we get the Migrant survey from your school as quickly as possible if they are a new student.

7)
We have services we can provide the whole family.
8)
If we inform you that you have a Migrant child, then there has been a specific documentation done and process has been completed to make sure this child qualifies. 
9)
The Migrant child can be offered services other than instructional. We can make referrals for glasses, hearing tests, special problems, clothing, etc.
