Math:
Names of All 8 colors: red, blue, green, yellow, orange, purple, brown, black
Shapes: circle, square, triangle, rectangle
Sort 2 ways accurately
Numerals to 29+
Count to 29+
Patterns: recognize and duplicate
Order objects:  first, middle, last

Reading:
Write first name
Alphabet:  UPPER
Alphabet: lower
Picture Naming
Rhyming
Alliteration: two or more stress syllables
Concepts of Print: front and back of book, how to hold a book, etc.

As a HPPA scholar I will:

Work to the best of my ability
Read every night for a minimum of 20 minutes 
Follow the school and classroom essential agreements (classroom rules)
Bring home all notices and information about school events 

Families are encouraged to contact their scholar’s teacher and check parent portal as often as needed.

Make sure our child arrives to school on time every day 
Call the school to report our child’s absence

Have fun with math- play games together and practice with flash cards
