	What are the deadlines to apply for admission? Where can we look for scholarships? How do we navigate financial aide?
	You can apply at any given time, but would like this to be complete before registration is open which is at the end of March this semester. Maricopa community college foundation website:  https://mcccdf.org/scholarship-faq/ --one application for many scholarships.  On 3/1/22, there will be a new scholarship opportunity going live. 	How do we get high school transcripts?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Please visit Parchment:  www.parchment.com.  From there you will create an account (use non-school email account) and add O’Connor as the school.  You will then be able to order a transcript to anywhere you need it to go or for yourself.  

	How do we properly ensure we have applied for all financial aid & scholarship options to help pay for our child's college education?
	Students can see this information on the student center.  They will have a login once they apply.  They would login at:  https://my.maricopa.edu/ 

	How to apply for scholarships when already a student from dual enrollment? How does it work for nursing program when they have to wait to start program after meeting pre-requisites? Will the scholarship be on hold until they start classes again?
	Can apply on-line.  3.25 unweighted GPA in high school.  Dual enrollment students would still apply the same way.  They are ahead since they already have a login. Dual enrollment does get priority registration too.  3/7/22 dual enrollment students can start registering for classes which is earlier than other students.  While students are on the wait list for nursing, they can still be taking pre-requisite classes, etc. They would work with their college advisor to make sure they are taking appropriate classes.

	If my student enters CC now, and then later decides to transfer to 4-year school, will SAT or ACT scores be needed?
	No, it would not be necessary. Typically students transfer with an AA degree so that is taken as a meeting the requirement to attend the university.

	What are placement tests do we take?
	It you have higher than a 2.6 high school GPA, you will need to take a placement test.  If it is lower, you can take the on-line test through Ed Ready and you can keep taking it and working until you bring up the level.  If you don’t test as high as you like, you will take some classes that work up to the college level course.

	Looking for more info on scholarships associated with baseball scholarships.
	You should connect with the coach at the school you would like to attend so they can find out more.

	How is the process different for cc than it is for a university- same timing for applications? How are scholarships awarded?
	Some are automatic.  If a student is eligible for Presidential, it will be awarded with the application.  It will automatically be applied to the student account.  Private scholarships usually send a check directly to the school and then it will be applied to the student account. They will need to check their student center and review the finances tab.

	Are scholarships and financial aid available for part-time community college students?
	There may be some, but usually it is full-time.  Some grants will be reduced if students have a reduced load.

	Available Scholarships or Financial Aid for student who does not have great grades.
	PVCC has Puma 2.7 GPA or higher.  So, there may be some.  There are less since scholarships are merit based. 

	What about students that IEP or 504
	There is a disability resource center.  There will be an application and a meeting that is required.  Once approved the students have to request the accommodations but they will be limited. Accommodations will not follow them from school to school—they do not use the high school 504 or IEP.  You will have to get a current medical provider to help complete the application.

	How do you meet with someone at the college?
	They have hours at all school locations. You can meet with someone in the enrollment center. Walk-ins welcome. Advisors require you to call ahead to make sure someone is available.
