	What question(s) do you have about your student registering for their senior year classes?
	

	When do students select their class and what is the deadline?
	Students will begin selecting classes in early-mid October and the deadline will be in early January 2021.

	How will registration (course requests) take place this year?
	We will have a lesson that will be pushed out to students through Canvas in their social studies classrooms.  We will also email out the instructional video.

	What classes are required for seniors?
	Most seniors are required to take the following:
Math
English
Government/Economics
Elective
However, some student may need more if they are missing some requirements or credits.  All students will have to take a minimum of four classes.

	What are graduation requirements?

	Do seniors have to take a full day?
	Seniors are required to take a minimum of 4 classes. 

	Should they take honors or regular classes?
	This is a highly individualized answer.  In senior year, most core classes are offered as regular, dual enrollment, or AP.  We always recommend student take the most rigorous class where they could still do well.  

	What are the resources available to my student?
	

	We are transfers this year from out of state, how do we make sure she has what she needs for college and DVUSD?
	Please contact your student’s counselor. 

	Can students email to request a review by counselors to make sure they have all requirements?
	Yes!  Please!

	What classes does West-MEC offer for seniors?
	All West-MEC programs are open to seniors.  EMT is one program that is ONLY for seniors.  Any two year program through West-MEC will give juniors priority but seniors are still encouraged to apply.  There may be tuition for the 2nd year of a two year program if the senior started a two year program their senior year. 

	Can students go from Algebra 3-4 h directly to Calculus?
	If they have their teacher’s recommendation, this can be done.

	Shd we take physics if we want to do engineering 
	Physics is the most related class to Engineering we offer!  It is a great class for strong math students. 

	What does he still need to take and can any of them be dual-enrollment. Also, can he take his 3rd sports med class that he can get certified?
	Students can take the 3rd year of Sports Medicine in their senior year.  For specific questions regarding your student’s requirements, please contact your counselor. There are many dual enrollment choices for senior year core classes. 



	What question(s) do you have about Advanced Placement (AP) classes?
	

	Do you recommend AP or dual enrollment?
	This is a very individualized recommendation.  We always encourage students to take the most rigorous courses where they can still do well. Teachers are a great resource for recommendations about your child’s recommended courses.

	At what point can parents communicate to colleges which AP courses your child have taken?

	How are AP credits taken by colleges?

	What question(s) do you have about dual-enrollment classes?
	

	How does Dual Enrollment work?
	Dual Enrollment classes award college credit for the high school class they are taking.  This is because the teacher is certified to teach at the college level and the class they teach is aligned with a college course.  Tuition is required.

	Is it worth it [to start now] if you haven’t started?
	Absolutely!  Any college credits that you accumulate help reduce what you have to take in college.

	What dual enrollment classes are available for seniors?
	All of the core classes are offered as dual enrollment classes. There are also elective dual enrollment classes.  

	How many dual enrollment class can be taken and what subjects?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]There is no limit on the number of dual enrollment classes a student can take. Most core areas have dual enrollment options as well as some electives. Please refer to our course selection sheets to review the options. 	What grade is needed for dual enrollment classes to count towards college credits?
	A grade of C or better.

	Will there be a registration for dual enrollment classes?
	Yes, you will have to register your student through Rio Salado Community College.  You will also pay through their system. Students will get this information/instructions during the first few days of their dual enrollment class.  

	How do I confirm my student is signed up?
	Please contact your child’s teacher to verify they are their Rio Salado roster.
