NO.  8503 CONSIDERATION OF TEACHERS’ LATE RESIGNATIONS WITHOUT GOOD CAUSE AND PROPOSED COMPLAINTS TO THE STATE BOARD FOR EDUCATOR CERTIFICATION FOR ABANDONMENT OF CONTRACTS (CM,AG):  It was moved by Dr. Rauch and seconded by Mr. Schluter that the Board finds that good cause did not exist under Section 21.210(c)of the Texas Education Code for Colton McCoy and Amy Gray to resign their contracts for the 2023-2024 school year; that the Board did not consent to their resignations; and that the Board authorizes the Superintendent to file complaints with the State Board for Educator Certification to seek sanctions for their abandonments.
